Dear Fellow Graduates and Friends of West Point:

On June 13th I will complete my assignment as 50th Superintendent of the Military Academy, a post I have held

since July 1974.

These three years have been filled with challenges and opportunities. Major changes in key personnel during the
period include three Secretaries of the Army, three Chiefs of Staff of the Army, and three Commandants of Cadets.
The Military Academy conducted major studies on honor during 197A-75, admission of women during 1975-76, and the
academic curriculum during 1976. Three external agencies conducted intensive studies of the Military Academy:
the General Accounting Office, 1974-76; the Department of Defense Committee on Excellence in Education, 1974-77;
and the Special Commission on the United States Military Academy, September-December 1976. A three-part Depart-
ment of Army Study Group currently is examining the Military Academy's academics, general environment and govern-
ance, and military training and professional development. Rarely, if ever, has one institution been scrutinized
so thoroughly by so many.

It is significant that the Military Academy has performed its mission effectively and improved itself system-
atically during the numerous studies, the turbulence of the honor situation, and the change involved in the
admission of women cadets. This is a tribute to the strength of the institution and to the quality and dedi-
cation of the Corps of Cadets and the Staff and Faculty.

I wish to share with you several observations based upon my three years as Superintendent:

• The United States Military Academy is a fundamental national institution which belongs to the Nation, the
people, and the Army. It has the respect, support, and faith of the American people and of many friends of other
countries.

• Since its founding, the Military Academy has been characterized by both constancy and change. There has been
a constancy of purpose — to educate and train leaders for the United States Regular Army and the Nation — and
a constancy of values and ideals — duty, honor, service to the country and its people. There has been system-
atic evolutionary change in response to the needs of the Nation and the imperatives of the times — responsible
change within a framework of constancy and tradition.

• West Point is democracy in action. Young persons enter the Military Academy from diverse backgrounds of
American society. Within the Corps, cadets succeed or fail within an institutional environment that recognizes
individual merit and achievement without regard to the rank, position, or status of parents or friends. Upon
graduation, the young person is commissioned into an Army in which the individual is similarly evaluated according
to demonstrated ability, character, and potential.

• The quality of staff and faculty and the potential and motivation of cadets are key elements in a strong,
enduring West Point. Staff and faculty members must continue to come from the Army's most outstanding officers
and must stimulate, motivate, inspire, and set the example for cadets. Cadets must have the intellectual,
physical, and moral potential for learning, growth, development, and leadership. More importantly — and less
easily measured — cadets must have the desire and motivation to serve their country as exemplary soldier-leaders
throughout an extensive Army career.

• The key ingredient of the past year's events concerning the EE304 honor situation has been West Point's stead-
fast commitment to the essentiality of integrity to American soldier-leaders.

• The Military Academy is a strong, vigorous, resilient institution that will endure as long as it serves the
needs of the Republic and its citizens.

Finally, I believe that the Military Academy is healthy and continuing to grow stronger. Necessary constructive
changes have occurred. Essential standards and values have been maintained. Continued constructive change will
result from studies and initiatives now under way. All of this is in consonance with the Military Academy's
history of responsible change within tradition.

My wife and I have been honored and privileged to serve at West Point. We appreciate the friendship, support,
and prayers given us by so many during the past three years. We pledge our full, enthusiastic support to General
and Mrs. Goodpaster as they assume the duties and responsibilities of the 51st Superintendent and his helpmate.
We depart confident in both the health of the institution and in the leadership which will guide its course. We
look forward to our next assignment where it will be my good fortune to be able to continue commanding and leading
soldiers and overseeing their education, training, and professional development.

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THE FOUR YEAR
THE years since the Arab-Israeli War

of 1973 have seen the emergence of
advanced weapons technology and a dra-
matic revision in the battlefield tactics
used by the United States Army. The very
rapid and significant weaponry improve-
ments in terms of range, accuracy and
lethality has led us to rethink many of
our tactics and techniques—a process best
summarized by the phrase seen in recent
TRADOC publications: "If you can be
seen, you can be hit. If you can be hit,
you can be killed." Not all of the lessons
learned from the Yom Kippur War, how-
ever, called for change; many confirmed
our current doctrine. The most significant
confirmation was the recognized need for
emphasis on the Combined Arms Con-
cept. At West Point this theme is now re-
inforced throughout the cadet's four years
of military training, bringing the inte-
gration of summer field training programs
with military science courses taught dur-
ing the academic year. Other areas which
have received particular emphasis include
the NCO/Cadet interface, realistic nu-
clear-biological-chemical training (NBC)
and the incorporation of women cadets
into Third Class summer field training.
The cadet's program of military instruc-
tion is progressive, beginning with basics
and building toward an in-depth under-
standing of how the Army functions.

Plebe Year Military Training
Cadet Basic Training (CBT) provides

the foundation of physical and military
skills essential to the new cadet for

progress at the Academy. As any plebe
will tell you, physical training is stressed.
Calisthenics, runs, and distance marches
build strength, endurance and confidence.

Shortly after their arrival at West Point
the new cadets are trained in the basic
skills of the soldier, to include qualifica-
tion with the M16 rifle, familiarization
with the .45 cal pistol and the M60 ma-
chine gun, and bayonet training. Addi-
tional training gives the cadet an intro-
duction to squad level tactics and is inte-
grated with land navigation, individual
tactical night training and an introduction
to the UH-1 helicopter. CBT brings the
cadet face to face with NCO instructors
from support units for the first time. In
this encounter, the cadet learns to appre-
ciate the technical skill and experience
which are the hallmark of the NCO.
Throughout four years at the Military
Academy, the cadet's military instruction
will continually emphasize the bond of
mutual respect which exists between the
officer and NCO.

During the plebe's academic year, in-
struction in map reading, military heri-
tage and platoon level tactics is part of
the classroom workload and provides a
foundation for further tactics instruction.

Military Training for the Yearling
The coming of June Week for the plebes

not only means their promotion from un-
derclass to upperclass, but also a transi-
tion from follower to fledging leader. The
summer ahead is an opportunity to gain
both leadership experience and military

skills. Third Class Cadet Field Training
(CFT) teaches the cadet the tools and
techniques of the different branches of
the Army, and develops the concept of the
interrelationship and mutual support be-
tween branches.

Of particular interest during this com-
ing summer will be the integration of
women cadets into CFT. Throughout this
past year, women have proven that they
are capable of performing under the
stresses of cadet life, and the training for
men and women at Camp Buckner will be
identical. Though women currently are
not scheduled to enter the combat arms,
training in CFT will serve to orient them
in combat skills and will help prepare
them for leadership positions in support-
ing branches.

CFT presents the third classman with
a broad view of various aspects of the
Army. Weapons training encompasses live
firing of all the weapons encountered in
the Light Infantry Company, and training
devices allow familiarization with some
antitank weapons (LAW, TOW and
Dragon). An active "hands on" approach
to all training is stressed, to include the
opportunity to live fire the Soviet AKM
rifle. This approach follows through to
Field Artillery training where cadets com-
pute data, service and live fire the 105mm
howitzer, and adjust artillery fire. Engi-
neer training includes combat bridging
and minefield techniques, while Signal
focuses on ways to insure responsive com-
munications for the combat arms.

Armor and Air Defense training is con-

ducted at Fort Knox where the cadet
has the opportunity to operate armor and
air defense equipment in current use.
The cadet's infantry training at Camp
Buckner expands the knowledge of small
unit tactics he learned in the classroom,
with emphasis on patrolling techniques
and land navigation. This training culmi-
nates with RECONDO, a tough "mini
ranger" course which utilizes and tests
all of the cadet's military and physical
skills. Continual emphasis is placed on
NBC techniques in all aspects of train-
ing. A Class on Threat NBC doctrine is
conducted and cadets mask to fire the
rifle, the machine gun and the 105mm
howitzer.

Aside from the technical military skills
acquired, the summer offers a unique op-
portunity for cadets of the upper classes
to serve in leadership roles and to
associate with NCOs in a relationship
similar to that found in troop units. The
Third Class serve as cadet company NCOs,
the Second Class as platoon leaders, and
the First Class as company commanders,
XOs, and regimental staff. This summer,
senior NCOs from troop units will serve
as Company Tactical NCOs. They, along
with the Company Tactical Officers, will
teach the cadets by example the duties
and techniques expected of personnel in a
Regular Army unit. The ultimate goal of
the NCO's tour is to allow the cadet to
observe and emulate a model noncom-
missioned officer in the "leadership/taking
care of your people" role.

During the academic year, the Third

Class cadet studies platoon level mecha-
nized infantry and armor tactics and tech-
niques. This builds on CFT experiences
and highlights troop leading procedures,
movement techniques, and tactical analy-
sis of terrain. All of these areas will prove
useful to the cadet during Second Class
summer training.

Second Class Summer Training—
A View Outward

In his first two summer at the Military
Academy, the cadet's training focus has
been primarily on basic military skills and
has been conducted for the most part on
the West Point Reservation. During the
Second Class summer, the focus turns
outward to Army units and training pro-
grams throughout the country and the
world. The cadet has an excellent oppor-
tunity to find out what the real world
of troop leading is all about by serving
as a platoon leader in active Army units
in the Cadet Troop Leader Training
(CTLT) program. Additionally, each ca-
det will choose one of six Cadet Military
Specialty Training (CMST) schools. This
year's CMST schools include Airborne,
Ranger, Flight, Northern Warfare, Jungle
Warfare, and the Air Force Academy's Sur-
vival, Evasion, Resistance and Escape
School (SERE). Several of the schools
have tailored their courses to the needs
of the cadets. The Class of 1978 showed
tremendous enthusiasm with their CMST
experiences and it appears that this year's
assignments will find the same reaction.

A DIFFERENT

THE past two years have witnessed
an impressive succession of memorials

in honor of the nation's bicentennial. Pro-
fessional historians and buffs alike have
welcomed the renewed interest and en-
thusiasm in our history. Yet many of the
little known but momentous occurrences
remain secluded in the rush to review our
nation's birth. This year, for example,
marks another significant event in the his-
tory of our nation and of West Point that
is quite distinct from the Revolution. This
is the 100th anniversary of the gradua-
tion of the first black American from the
United States Military Academy.

Many are aware of the distinction that
Henry Ossian Flipper holds, and that his
graduation is but part of the rich military
tradition within the Black Experience. A
far smaller number may be aware of the
actual career of Henry Flipper as a cadet,
as a cavalry officer and as a prominent
civilian engineer. Little has been written
about this pioneer whose accomplishments
in many ways equal those of men such as
Booker T. Washington or George Wash-
ington Carver. Small notice has been ac-
corded the fact that the guiding principles
throughout Flipper's long and successful
life are ones that West Point should desire
for all her graduates.

Henry Ossian Flipper was born 31
March 1856 of slave parents in Thomas-

ville, Georgia. He was the oldest of five
brothers who, like him, made significant
achievements at a time when the success
of a negro was somewhat of a far-fetched
possibility. Flipper began his education
by learning to read at age eight with the
help of another slave who taught school
at night in a woodshop where he worked
during the day. In 1856 after being freed,
his family went to Atlanta, Georgia, where
his father began working as a shoemaker.
Henry Flipper was first formally taught
by the wife of an ex-Confederate captain
but later began attending a succession of
schools established by the American Mis-
sionary Association for the new freedmen.
The last school Flipper attended was At-
lanta University, opened in 1869, where
he went for three years before his appoint-
ment to the United States Military Acad-
emy.

He was appointed to the Military Acad-
emy in 1873, and was the first Negro to
graduate but the fifth to enter as a cadet.
His future as a cadet seemed grim since
the first four had been dismissed on ques-
tionable grounds. Flipper often stated that
he was treated very courteously by his
instructors but his fellow cadets often
treated him with discourtesy. However,
he was treated often as an equal in pri-
vate but due to the tempo of the times
and for fear of being labeled as a friend

of a Negro, many of his peers publicly
ignored him more as a matter of necessity
rather than out of a feeling of contempt.
As a result, Flipper maintained his dig-
nity and remained aloof and very polite
to all who came in contact with him.

The initial black involvement at West
Point actually began three years earlier
in 1870 with the admission of James Web-
ster Smith, a young freedman from South
Carolina. This was but half a decade after
the nation had endured four years of
bloody civil war, and ideologically and
emotionally the population remained di-
vided. Radical reconstruction, with its un-
savory characteristics, served only to
heighten hatred and distrust. Despite the
fervor with which the North had prose-
cuted the Civil War and pushed for eman-
cipation, few whites believed in the social,
intellectual or physical equality of the
former slaves.

The Army during this period, as in most,
reflected the thinking and trends of so-
ciety. During the war over 185,000 black
soldiers had served with the Union forces.
Despite the valorous service of the ma-
jority of these men, the bulk of army
officers shared the general belief that
black troops were inferior and could func-
tion effectively only under white leader-
ship.

Henry Q. Flipper, USMA1877 First Black Graduate

IN MEMORY OF HENRY O. FLIPPER

At the winter meeting of the Association of Graduates Board of
Trustees, Mr. H. Minton Francis, USMA '44, Deputy Assistant
Secretary of Defense, proposed that the Military Academy establish
an annual award in memory of Henry O. Flipper, the first black
graduate of West Point. The Superintendent USMA approved the
concept, and at the June 7, 1977 awards convocation the first
annual Henry O. Flipper award will be presented to the grad-
uating cadet who best typifies the attributes of Flipper. The sole
criterion for selection of a graduating cadet to receive the award
will be the quality of leadership, self-discipline, and persever-
ance displayed in the face of unusual difficulties while a cadet.

Concurrently, plans are going ahead for a permanent memorial
to honor Flipper to be located in the USMA Library- A bust of

Flipper has been commissioned, and will be sculpted by Helene
M. Hemmans, a noted black sculptress. The bust will be placed

in a section of the library devoted to black history and
black studies.

Both the award and the permanent display are being
underwritten by the West Point Fund of the Association

of Graduates. Donations (which are tax-deductible)
are needed to support both the award and the pur-

chase of the bust of Flipper. The cost of establish-
ing an award in perpetuity is $3,000. For the

permanent memorial, it is hoped to raise $15,000.
This would purchase the bust, suitable furni-

ture and setting for the Henry O. Flipper black
studies collection, and provide funds to en-

dow the collection. Checks should be made
payable to the "West Point Fund of the

AOG" and marked for the "Flipper
Memorial."
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HISTORYOF THE

Preamble
The most complete and accurate study of the historical

development of the Honor Code and Honor System was
written in 1975 by the Superintendent's Special Study Group
on Honor. The subcommittee which did the bulk of the his-
torical research was chaired by Captain Harold L. Wilhite Jr.
and included two cadets, now Lieutenants, David J. Rehbein
and John E. Grech. For the purpose of this article, the study
group's work has been edited and updated with the changes
which have occurred in the past year. An extensive bibliog-
raphy was developed during the research by this subcom-
mittee. Many quotations were deleted during the editing
of their work in the interest of brevity.

Honor Code
The Honor Code at the United States Military Academy

has existed in one form or another since the Academy's
inception. It was derived from the "Code of Honor" of the
officer corps of the Army of the late 1700's, and after many
changes in statement, interpretation, and application, this
early Code evolved into the present Honor Code and Sys-
tem: the "System" being the application of the Honor Code
to the rules by which the cadet lives. The core of the Honor
Code, that the cadet be fundamentally honest and therefore
accepted at his word, was encouraged by Captain Alden
Partridge and Captain Sylvanus Thayer, Superintendents
from 1815-1817 and 1817-1833 respectively. In fact, Thayer's
strong convictions in this area are thought to have ele-
vated the Code to the level of respect that it now occupies
in the perceptions of cadets and graduates.

The officer's code of the early 1800's, essentially the
code of a gentleman, covered everything from chivalry to
personal integrity. Since there was no formalized honor
system during this period, not everyone agreed as to what
constituted a "dishonorable act," nor was there agreement
on the penalty should a dishonorable act be committed.
Generally, points of honor were settled on a personal basis,
with the offended party "calling out" the offender. The
issue was then settled in some sort of duel, the most popu-
lar type in the Corps being fisticuffs.

In isolated cases, the Superintendent determined that
the offense in question was such that dismissal was the

only alternative, and the offender was summarily dismissed.
This occurred under Captain Partridge, the fourth Superin-
tendent, when he dismissed several cadets for honor vio-
lations involving false statements. During Thayer's tenure
he found several cadets in an Engineering class tracing
models which they were supposed to copy freehand. This
incident caused him to categorize cheating, along with false
statements, as an honor violation. Although tracing models
had evidently been common practice up to that t ime, Thayer
pointed out the incompatibility of such behavior with a
true sense of honor and announced that while the culprits
in that case would not be dismissed, all future infractions
of this nature would be considered a violation of the Honor
Code and violators expelled.

Thus, there were two types of honor violations which
were considered serious enough transgressions by Captain
Thayer to warrant a cadet's dismissal—lying and cheating.
Apparently the former took hold but the latter faded out in
the 1800's.

Further substantiation that for many years lying was
the only precept of the Code was provided in a response
of May 1905 to a questionnaire from the University of Ohio
on the West Point Honor System: "The honor system which
we have involves this and only this: that the word of a cadet
is never questioned."

This explanation of the meaning of the honor code indi-
cates that in 1905 it formally encompassed one idea—that
a cadet does not make false statements—the only tenet
which had been consistently in existence since the early
1800's. Cheating had been singled out by Captain Thayer,
but ignored by his successors in the late 1800's. Stealing
was such a clear cut violation of the precepts of USMA that
it was dealt with as a violation of regulations, and only one
example has been found where it was mentioned as part
of the Honor Code of the 1800's. Offenders were court-
martialed; if found guilty, they were separated from the
Academy.

In 1907, the Superintendent decided finally that cheating
should be considered to be in the domain of honor and so
directed in a letter to the Commandant. Naturally, accep-
tance and implementation of such a unilateral decision were
not immediate. In fact it took f i f ty years to clear up all of
the nuances of this abrupt insertion.

EDITOR'S NOTE: This history was prepared under the supervision
of the Special Assistant to the Commandant of Cadets for Honor
Matters. Portions repeat in part articles appearing in ASSEMBLY
in recent years.

The cheating issue was further muddled in 1926 when
the Superintendent initiated a "warning rule" in the class-
room. This rule stated that first offenses of honor viola-
tions in the class room would be ignored; in effect granting
an automatic second chance. The General Committee of the
Academic Board requested clarification of the rule; finally,
the policy was established that if the first violation were
flagrant, such as notes being found on a person during an
exam, no second chance would be given. This rule was un-
popular among the instructors, causing dissent and confusion
until 1935 when it was officially rescinded.

The question of writing after the command, "Cease
work!" also illustrates the uneven acceptance of cheating.
Though readily accepted now as "taking unfair advantage,"
the offense was considered differently in this excerpt from
the 1953 Honor Commitee SOP: "It is not an honor viola-
tion to continue work after the command 'Cease work' has
been given. The practice is discouraged." However, the SOP
of the 1954 Honor Committee does classify writing after
"Cease work" as an honor violation.

Regardless of the inconsistent and confused acceptance
of cheating as an honor violation between 1907 and 1930,
it was prohibited in the formal statement of the Honor
Code. At some time during that period stealing also became
part of the domain of the Honor Code, though all but petty
offenses were probably referred directly to courts-martial.
The statement of the code from the mid-twenties to 1970
was that "A cadet does not lie, cheat, or steal."

From at least 1900, an unwritten prohibition against
toleration was in existence. This concept of "non-toleration"
means that anyone who has knowledge of a violation com-
mitted by another, and does not report that violation, is him-
self violating the Honor Code. This turn of the century view
is included in the 1908 Bugle Notes:

"...and that the high standards of integrity for which
the institution is famous cannot be maintained if tolera-
ion for such is known. A thief, a liar and a coward can-
not be extenuated in the eyes of the Corps, and it is no
part of the function of West Point to become a reforma-
tory of morals."

The gist of the above is reflected in Bugle Notes; Howitzers;
Regulations, USCC; Honor Committee SOPs, and almost
every other official reference to the Honor Code from 1900

to present. In fact, no statement by any former member of
the Corps has been found that indicates that non-toleration
was not an implied part of the Honor Code.

In 1970 this concept was added to the statement of the
Code so that it read, as it does today, that "A cadet does
not lie, cheat, or steal nor tolerate those who do."

Cadets who have accepted the Honor Committee de-
termination in honor cases as the final decision have mani-
fested non-toleration through the "silence" in cases in which
Committee-determined violators were returned to the Corps
because of the reversal of an Honor Committee decision
by a UCMJ proceeding or an officer board. The "silence"
is a symbolic action that the (Continued on page 26)

REASONS FOR INCREASE: There are several important
reasons for this phenomenal growth. First, there continues to
be a steady increase in contributions to Class Gift Accounts
of the West Point Fund—those accounts containing funds of
the many USMA classes which are saving for class memorial
projects. These contributions totalled $336,329 during FY 77
compared with $169,990 during FY 76. Second, there were
generous gifts of $88,027 in support of the artificial turf project

and, also, there were royalty receipts of $45,150 from The
Franklin Mint for USMA Commemorative Plate sales. All of
the above were added to the total contributions to the West
Point Fund.

CHALLENGE GIFT: Perhaps the most important reason
for the overall growth in contributions is to be found in the
very generous challenge gift which has been attributed, here-
tofore, simply to an "anonymous donor." This was the offer
to match added donations to this year's Annual Fund Drive.
It can now be announced that the challenge gift was made by
the Honorable Robert T. Stevens, a most distinguished Secretary
of the Army (1953-55) and a recent recipient of the Distin-
guished Service Award of the New York Chapter of the Asso-
ciation of the United States Army. Mr. Stevens was the Chair-
man of the Board of J. P. Stevens and Company, Incorporated
and is currently a member of the West Point Fund Committee.
Under considerable pressure from the other members of the West
Point Fund Committee, Mr. Stevens consented to the release of
his name as the contributor of a $62,500 challenge gift if it
would serve to further stimulate giving to West Point in the
future.

In addition to Mr. Stevens'
gift, several West Point graduates showed their support by con-
tributing modest additions to the challenge gift amount in an
attempt to extend the length of time of the offer.

PHONATHON RESULTS: This year's Annual Fund Drive
included two direct mailings and a limited "Phonathon." The
Phonathon, first in the history of the AOG, was the primary
reason for the rise in percentage of alumni giving from 18.8%
to 27.5%.

ARTIFICIAL TURF: In October 1976, the AOG agreed
to assist the Superintendent by making nongovernment funds
available for the installation of artificial turf in Michie Stadium
by the beginning of the 1977 football season. In March 1977,
the Superintendent decided that sufficient funds were avail-
able and he approved the initiation of the project. During late
1976 and early 1977, the West Point Fund Committee made a
limited appeal for private funds for the artificial turf project.
Individual contributions made by alumni and friends for the
turf project totalled $88,027. Other sources of support for the
$750,000 project include the Army Athletic Association and
monies from West Point Fund unrestricted account. About
$45,000 of the total amount was provided from funds which
had been previously contributed to Class Gift Accounts held
in the West Point Fund. Thirteen USMA classes agreed to
the transfer of some or all of their funds to the artificial turf
account. It is significant that this project is being made pos-
sible without a broad general solicitation and without curtail-
ment of other projects normally supported through the West
Point Fund.

DEFERRED GIVING PROGRAM: For over a year now a sub-
committee of the West Point Fund Committee has been develop-
ing a new Deferred Giving Program which will have substan-
tial long range benefits for West Point and which will offer
significant tax benefits to individual subscribers. The AOG
has now received word from the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue of the approval of the governing instrument for its
soon-to-be-announced Pooled Income Fund. Participants in this
fund will make an irrevocable gift to West Point and will receive
an attractive income from its investment for the lifetime of
the donor and/or their designated beneficiary. Thus, West Point

joins a select group of educational and philanthropic institu-
tions across the nation which can offer fund subscribers an
income for life, an immediate income tax deduction, the safety
of a diversified investment portfolio and, at times, relief from
capital gains tax.

THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE announced that President Car-
ter has approved the recall to active duty of General Andrew J. Goodpaster,
USA retired, for appointment as the 51st Superintendent of the United
States Military Academy. He is expected to assume his duties at West
Point in mid June, serving in the grade of lieutenant general. Defense Sec-
retary Harold Brown in making the announcement said "General Good-
paster possesses the unique blend of military and educational background
and experience deemed necessary for the Superintendency today and
reflects the best qualified individual available to the Army at this time."

General Goodpaster is the second graduate to be recalled to active
duty after retirement to assume the duty of Superintendent, USMA. In
1917 Samuel Tillman, Class of 1869 was recalled to active duty as Super-
intendent after being in retirement from 1911-1917. He was 69 years old
in 1917 and served as Superintendent until June 1919.

A 1939 USMA graduate, General Goodpaster holds an MS in engi-
neering and an MA and PhD in international relations from Princeton. He
served as Commandant of the National War College from July 1967 to
June 1968.

An exceptional military leader, General Goodpaster served as Supreme
Allied Commander in Europe from July 1969 until December 1974; Deputy
Commander, U.S. Military Assistance Command, Vietnam, and Member
U.S. Delegation for Negotiations with North Vietnam, Paris 1968-1969;
Senior U.S. Army Member Military Staff Committee of United Nations
1967-1968; Director of Special Studies, Director of Joint Staff, Assistant to
Chairman, and Special Assistant (Policy) to Chairman of Joint Chiefs of
Staff 1962-1967; Commanding General, 8th Infantry Division, USAREUR
1961-1962; Assistant Division Commander, 3d Infantry Division, USAREUR
1961; and Defense Liaison Officer and Staff (Continued on page 29)
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Colonel Edwin V. Sutherland Colonel Elliott C. Cutler Jr.

Sutherland and Cutler Retire
ON 30 April 1977, Colonel Edwin V. Sutherland, USMA

'36, Professor and Head of the Department of English,
USMA, retired after nearly forty-one years of commissioned
service. On 1 May he was placed on the U.S. Army Retired
list in the grade of Brigadier General. For his service at USMA
he was awarded the Distinguished Service Medal.

Colonel Sutherland's early service included assignments
with the 57th Infantry (Philippine Scouts) and the 1st Infan-
try Division. His service in World War II with the British
7th Armored Division took him through combat against Rom-
mel in North Africa, landings in Sicily, and liberation of that
island. As Executive Officer 26th Infantry he landed on "D"
Day on Omaha Beach in Normandy, and subsequently partici-
pated in six campaigns in Europe, earning two Bronze Stars,
one Silver Star for Gallantry, the Croix de Guerre (Belgium).
and other decorations. After V-E Day, he remained in Germany
and commanded the 26th Infantry Regiment providing security
for the International War Crimes Tribunal in Nuremberg. He
subsequently headed the U.S. Mission to Paraguay, and was
serving as Deputy Chief of MAAG, Cambodia when he ac-
cepted the professorship at USMA in 1961. He became Depart-
ment Head and member of the Academic Board in 1965.

He is a graduate of the Command and General Staff Col-
lege and the Army War College, and holds a Master of Arts
degree from Columbia University and the Doctor of Philosophy
degree from the University of Pennsylvania. For his doctoral
dissertation he edited a major portion of the voluminous diaries
of John Bourke. USMA 1869, noted Indian fighter and one of
the early American anthropologists—folklorists whose work in
the field of Indian and Mexican folklore was of seminal
importance in these fields.

During his tenure as Professor of English, Colonel Suth-
erland brought his wide and distinguished experience to bear
on the Military Academy and the more than 10,000 cadets
who graduated in that 16-year period. He served as a mem-
ber and Chairman of the Academy's Admissions Committee
and was a prime mover in increasing incoming cadet classes
from just over 1,000 to nearly 1,500. As Chairman of the USMA
Library Committee he oversaw an expansion of Library re-
sources from 265,000 to 350,000 volumes. Colonel Sutherland
is known as an authority on the role of the United States
Army in the opening and development of the American West,
and he has maintained connections with Central and South
American military education in which he had been involved
in his service prior to his assuming his professorship.

Colonel Sutherland is married to the former Eleanor
Austin of New York; the Sutherlands have two married chil-
dren and two grandchildren. Following retirement, the Suther-
lands will live at Amagansett, Long Island, where they have
maintained a summer residence for some years.

/COLONEL Elliott C. Cutler Jr., USMA '42, Professor and
\_j Head of the Department of Electrical Engineering, re-
tired from active duty on 30 April 1977 after nearly 35 years
service, 23 years having been spent at USMA. On 1 May he
was placed on the U.S. Army Retired list in the grade of
Brigadier General. For his service at USMA he was awarded
the Distinguished Service Medal.

Colonel Cutler served in the European Theater of Opera-
tions in World War II with the 385th Infantry Regiment, 76th
Infantry Division and during the Korean conflict with the
19th Infantry Regiment, 24th Division. During these combat
assignments he was decorated with the Legion of Merit, two
Bronze Star Medals, the Purple Heart and the Combat In-
fantryman's Badge (second award).

From 1945 through mid-1948, Colonel Cutler served as
an instructor in the Department of Electricity. After receiving
a MSEE degree from Georgia Tech in 1954 and attending
C&GSC in 1954-1955, he returned to USMA as an Associate
Professor in Electrical Engineering. In 1958, he was selected
as a Permanent Professor and earned a PhD from Georgia
Tech in 1959. In 1961 he was appointed Professor and Head
of the Department of Electrical Engineering and a member
of the Academic Board. Colonel Cutler also chaired the Cul-
lum Committee and the Museum and Memorialization Board.

From the electricity course of the forties covering cir-
cuits, machinery and rudiments of electronics, he has seen
the introduction of modern physics, its eventual transfer to
the Physics Department and the curtailment of electricity from
three to two semesters in the core curriculum to make way for
electives. He guided the development of an outstanding set
of elective course offerings, and worked to keep all courses
abreast of the revolution in electronics which still goes on.

The byword of his career has been service, both to West
Point, and the Army, as well as to groups and individuals
along the way. His service on the Academic Board, particu-
larly the work he did on the curriculum, admissions, and me-
morialization, was noteworthy. Over the years he helped
hammer out the details of every change in the curriculum.
On the Admissions Committee he helped develop the meth-
ods which enable West Point to select the best of candidates.
His ability to cope with large scale problems and his skill
at reducing complex factors to manageable dimensions were
essential in developing increasingly sophisticated procedures
needed. On the Cullum Committee and the Museum and
Memorialization Board his knowledge of the history and tra-
ditions of West Point, and his concern for those traditions,
were instrumental in preserving the heritage of the Military
Academy for the future.

After retirement he and his wife Genevieve will reside in
New Windsor, New York.

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LIEUTENANT General Sidney B. Berry
j will conclude his duties as Superin-

tendent of the United States Military
Academy on June 13 with a change of
command ceremony marked by a passing
of the Military Colors to Lieutenant Gen-
eral Andrew J. Goodpaster, USMA '39.
General Berry's three-year term as Super-
intendent can be characterized as a per-
iod of unprecedented challenge, dynamic
change, and a reaffirmation of the prin-
ciples of duty, honor, country. The fact
that the Military Academy was able to
meet the challenge of such a difficult per-
iod while continuing to accomplish its
mission and maintaining its orientation on
the verities of Duty-Honor-Country is a
tribute to General Berry's leadership.

When General Berry assumed his duties
as the 50th Superintendent of the Mili-
tary Academy on 22 July 1974, he was
charged by the Chief of Staff of the Army
to insure that West Point remained close

to the Army in the field so that its grad-
uates would take their place in the Army
quickly and effectively. With this goal and
the constant mission of the Military Acad-
emy in mind, cadet training was reviewed
and revised, the curriculum was exam-
ined, cadet and faculty exchange programs
with the other service academies were
initiated, and a program of faculty sab-
baticals with Army units was started.

Perhaps one of the biggest challenges
of General Berry's Superintendency was a
profound change—the enrollment of
women cadets for the first time in the
174-year history of the Military Academy.
Included among the 1,484 new plebes who
took their place as part of the Class of
1980 were 119 women. Extensive prepara-
tions were made for the admission of
women cadets, including several experi-
mental programs to predict the perform-
ance of women under the stress of the
rigorous cadet physical program. General

Berry directed a thorough data collection
and analysis effort in preparation for the
arrival of the women cadets. Because of
these efforts the integration of women into
the Corps of Cadets has progressed
smoothly and successfully.

Significant changes have been made
in the academic programs. Several study
groups and committees, appointed by the
Superintendent, have developed recom-
mendations to improve the grading system,
the probationary system, and academic
procedures. The Visiting Professor pro-
gram and the Science Research Laboratory
were expanded. Insistence upon the main-
tenance of a top quality, current, relevant
academic program is reflected in the con-
tinuing selection of Military Academy
graduates for Rhodes, Hertz Foundation,
and other graduate scholarship programs.

High on General Berry's list of priorities
has been improvement of the athletic pro-

Corporation, announced plans in March to
host the premiere showing of the motion
picture "MacArthur" at Radio City Music
Hall on Wednesday, 29 June. The pre-
miere will be followed by a black-tie din-
ner at the Waldorf-Astoria.

Invitations were extended in April to
alumni, active members of all branches of
the Armed Forces, National Guard, re-
servists, retired and leaders in industry,
education, government, religion and busi-
ness throughout the country.

The purpose of this benefit-premiere
and dinner is to honor General of the
Army Douglas MacArthur. Proceeds will
go to West Point for use in areas that are
not government funded.

Not since the Illustrious Graduates Din-
ner in 1968, under the direction of Presi-

dent Emeritus Merton Singer '38, has the
West Point Society of New York under-
taken a project of this magnitude. The
extent of planning alone dwarfs all af-
fairs of the past and the enthusiasm of all
the members involved promises to make
this one of the most momentous occasions
in the history of West Point.

It all started with a casual remark by
Mert's son, Steve Singer '67, phoning
from Hollywood several years ago telling
of a biographical movie about General
MacArthur that was still in the planning
stage. Asked to G2 it, Steve kept his dad
posted periodically.

Mert passed the word along and con-
tinued poselytizing hoping someone with
foresight would see the potential oppor-
tunity that was open to us. As the motion
picture neared completion, Bob Lawrence
'43, who had been following its progress
all along, took the ball and ran with it.

Since 1968 the Society has been antici-
pating an event that would challenge the
energy and manpower of our alumni. This
movie looked like an ideal medium and
Bob Lawrence, who is in the film business,
knew this. With the courage of his convic-
tions and the sanction of the Board of
Governors, Bob proceeded to make con-
tact with Jerry Evans of Universal Studios.
It was a good thing that Lawrence did his
homework well, because there was another
group on Universal's doorstep making their
pitch long before the West Point Society,
and they were past masters at it. Only
through Bob's persistence and determina-
tion was the Society ultimately favored to
be official hosts for the exclusive World
Premiere to be shown in New York.

Under the direction of both Bob Woods
and Bob Lawrence, budgets were pro-
jected with deliberation and scrutinized.
After several rap sessions, eleven commit-
tees were established and the word went
out. When news began to travel about
what was being accomplished, a pro-
liferation of talent from public relations,
finance, promotion, sales and many other

specialized areas began to assemble at a
rate that lent an air of excitement to the
whole idea.

Early planning sessions in the offices of
Nelson Doubleday gave momentum right
from the beginning and, as progress was
made, the whole program accelerated at
an unbelievable rate. Even the people at
Universal were overwhelmed with the
thoroughness and precision in which se-
lectees and volunteers were screened and
enlisted to lend their individual profes-
sional talents to the effort. Universal had
never seen a lay group such as the West
Point Society rally together and perform in
such a dedicated manner.

West Point Society of DC
The 175th Anniversary West Point

Founders Day Dinner, sponsored by the
West Point Society of DC, was held in
Ceremonial Hall, Fort Myer, Virginia, on
Friday, 18 March 1977.

The guest of honor and principal
speaker was General Harold K. Johnson,
USA (Ret.), USMA '33, former Chief of
Staff, U.S. Army and now Chief Executive
Officer, Financial General Bankshares.

The Benjamin F. Castle Award to a de-
serving alumnus whose service most ex-
emplifies: "Duty, Honor, Country," was
presented to Julian B. Lindsey, Class of
'29, who since his retirement has unsel-
fishly dedicated himself to service as as-
sistant (unpaid) to all eleven presidents
of the Army Distaff Hall.

General Johnson spoke on "The Status
of Honor." His talk was well received and
on recommendation of a number of grad-
uates it is reproduced below.

"This Society generously and kindly in-
vited me to speak in 1966. At that time
our nation was heavily involved in Viet-
nam. 1966 was before the 'summer sol-
dier' and the 'sunshine patriot' became
visible. Our country still had a cohesive
strength and spirit that was soon to frag-
ment and dissipate.

"Tonight, I appear from the bench,
probably not even from the front rank of
the bench, but some three or four rows
back. Normally, this would be a welcome
task. Tonight, it is not. It is not welcome
because in my lifetime I can recall no
event that has troubled everyone of us
to the same degree as the cheating scandal
at West Point has troubled us for nearly
a year.

"It is not my intention to dwell on that
scandal. Rather, it is my intention to do

two things. First, I would like to provide
some insights on the deliberations of the
Special Commission appointed by the Sec-
retary of the Army, that will be referred
to hereafter as the Borman Commission,
to examine the circumstances of the cheat-
ing scandal. Second, some reflections will
be offered bearing upon some of the atti-
tudes that I perceive as influencing the
total pattern of conditions that tended to
create the environment in which large
scale cheating could occur. With the
expectation that these two tasks can be
accomplished, I will then be so bold as
to suggest some attitudes that we might
adopt individually, and collectively, in
an effort to avoid a recurrence of this scan-
dal in future years.

"The first self-assigned task is to pro-
vide some insights not reflected in the
Report of the Borman Commission. There
are some very interesting ones. The
Commission acknowledged, and I am sure
that you will all agree, that it is not
possible in a relatively brief period of
time to identify and describe all of the
different forces that had a bearing on
this problem. General Taylor, as a former
Chief of Staff and a former Superinten-
dent, was somewhat surprised to find an
absence of a strong justification for the
Honor Code and the Honor System in the
Borman Report. I believe the absence
of such a justification grew out of the
nature of the Commission itself. Some
very general discussions took place about
developing such a justification, but a con-
sensus among the Commission members
that an Honor Code is an essential ele-
ment in the lives of people holding posi-
tions of public trust grew so quickly
that no justification was believed to be
necessary. As a digression, the attention
of everyone here is invited to the justifica-

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tion written by General Taylor that ap-
pears in the most recent issue of Army
Magazine. I commend it to you.

"I have served on a lot of committees
and commissions in my lifetime. In no
instance have I ever found the depth of
concern among all members to the de-
gree that existed in the Borman Commis-
sion; nor the compatability of view that
resulted; nor the commitment to the
preservation of an institution that was
described in the Report as unique in our
country and essential in developing indi-
viduals destined to contribute to the pres-
ervation of a free society.

"The Commission was unable to deter-
mine a specific time when the infection
was planted that resulted in the eruption
of cheating connected with the Electrical
Engineering examination. There are vary-
ing views. It is my own conviction, with-
out being able to offer tangible evidence,
that causes go back to at least the middle
fifties. No link was identified with the
scandal of 1951. Yet, I cannot but won-
der whether the infection was removed
in 1951.

"There was an inclination to attribute
a substantial part of the causes to the
increase in the size of the Corps; to
changes in our society; to what is be-
lieved by many to be a moral deteriora-
tion in our society; to the permissiveness
that many perceive that exists in our so-
ciety and that had crept into West Point;
to a deterioration in the general climate
of order and stability in many of our
educational institutions; in a general lack
of a sense of responsibility for one's own
actions; in the increased number of cadets
from minority and disadvantaged groups
entering the Academy beginning in the
middle sixties; in the substantial increase
in privileges for the Corps of Cadets,
and the discontinuance of compulsory
Chapel attendance. This is a formidable
list and presents an attractive barrier be-
hind which one might find consolation,
of a sort.

"Again, speaking from a personal point
of view, I was prepared to accept all of
those forces just listed, but not as an
excuse. I was reminded that West Point
historically has brought together young

men and, more recently, young women
from every strata of our society, includ-
ing the widest possible economic differ-
ences. Over a period of four years that
diversity has been brought together into
a relatively cohesive whole. Somewhere
something had been lost, and it is incum-
bent upon West Point to identify the
lost features, and to regain the ability to
bring out those qualities of character and
integrity that must be the hallmark of
the graduate of West Point.

"And then there was the view repeated
time and again that young people are
paid a handsome stipend to attend West
Point, while their peers in other institu-
tions are going into debt in order to get
an education. For this stipend, there
should be a recognition that certain con-
ditions can be imposed and must be met.

"There was the consistent view that
special and tough standards were re-
quired for West Point, that it had its own
unique characteristics, that a disciplined
environment was required, and that it was
not just another educational institution.
There is a thread of that in the Report.
But the feeling of the Commission with
respect to the uniqueness of West Point
was much deeper than the Report actu-
ally reflected, and we can all be proud
of that.

"Contrary to the popular conception of
a pattern of uniformity and conformity
at West Point, the Commission was heart-
ened by the diversity that it saw at West
Point. Cadets are not automatons, but
express widely differing viewpoints. This
condition was reflected especially at a
meeting the Commission held with the
full Honor Committee. Cadets think for
themselves.

"And a final insight was perhaps more
troublesome to me personally than to any
other member of the Commission: Why
was the Report so harsh? First, the sim-
ple answer is that the Commission reported
what it saw, heard and inferred. It was
deeply concerned as to the impact on the
cadets, on the staff and faculty, on the
institution itself, and more particularly, its
graduates, that great body represented by
this cross-section present tonight. I
reached this conclusion. West Point is an

institution that will endure. Its motto is
'Duty, Honor, Country.' A report that
deviated even the slightest bit from a full
exposition of the truth, as the Commission
saw it, would be an injustice to a hal-
lowed and revered tradition. There could
be no temporizing. There wasn't.

"Now to the second task—attitudes.
First, it is important that everyone realize
the special position that West Point holds
in the military chain of command. The
Superintendent reports to the Chief of
Staff, and most of the Military Academy's
day-to-day business is conducted through
one of the deputies. Most Secretaries of
the Army historically have deferred to
Chiefs of Staff on matters involving West
Point and as a simple historical fact, most
Chiefs of Staff defer to the Superinten-
dent. In one of several lengthy discus-
sions with the Commission, Secretary
Hoffmann alluded to what he described
as the 'mystique' of West Point. The
mystique causes a hesitancy or reluctance
to intrude upon the institution. I can
attest to that attitude because I had direct
relationships with two Superintendents,
and a beginning relationship with a third.
And I didn't encroach—it is clear now
that I should have. This does not mean
that West Point has been unguided. Poli-
cies are established and checked. Periodic
reviews of various aspects of the Military
Academy are conducted. But internal mat-
ters are left to the authorities at the Mili-
tary Academy because of the special na-
ture of the institution within the context
of the military chain of command.

"Within West Point, another attitude
prevails. Each one of us knows that as
cadets there was an attitude that the
Honor Code and Honor System belonged
to the Corps. In preparing for the first
meeting at West Point in September 1976,
I frequently made a marginal note say-
ing 'Who owns the Code?' I am not
aware of any serious attempt to alter the
viewpoint held by the Corps of Cadets. I
think there has been one change in the
views that one hears expressed since the
Electrical Engineering examination, and
that is that the graduates are saying that
the Code belongs to the Officer Corps. The
fact of the matter is that the Code be-

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longs to every person of honor who is
willing to abide by the terms of the Code
in the conduct of his or her life. Clearly,
the administration of the Code, if the
Code is to be effective, must rest within
the Corps of Cadets. But this fundamen-
tal has been eroded by the necessity to
accommodate to the legal requirements for
recognition of individual rights, and to
the provision in our system of law that
an accused is able to face his accuser.
The result is that attitudes must be altered
to conform to some of the realities that
have changed since many of us were ca-
dets.

"Closely related, and, perhaps, even
an integral part of the question of 'Who
owns the Code?' is the attitude of the
Army with respect to the influence of
West Point. From the time that I was
commissioned to this day, there have been
repeated statements made to me by indi-
viduals from many grades in the Army
that West Point is the standard setter for
the Army. There is a pervasive view that
standards of honor and integrity are par-
ticularly attributed to West Point. One
Division commander in early December
told me of an exchange that he had with
a young soldier serving as an enlisted
aide. The soldier had received recogni-
tion as soldier of the week. The soldier
was reflecting upon the cheating scandal
and the appointment of the Borman Com-
mission. The young soldier said, in effect,
that what the Commission did would affect
him and his fellow soldiers as well as
the Officer Corps and West Point. The
fact that non-graduates of the Academy,
and many enlisted men as well, look to
West Point for standard setting in mat-
ters of integrity means simply that the
Code has a much wider application than
within the Corps of Cadets.

"Then there is a fundamental contra-
diction in many attitudes, and that is an
essential element in this event. On the
one hand, we all have been, or are a
party to, the philosophy of nothing can be
wrong in my command. My command is
perfect. If there is something wrong, I
will get it straightened out. No help is
needed from outside. On the other hand,

we all know that nothing is perfect in this
world. We simply are unwilling to accept
a wart when a wart exists. There is a
time for pride, a time for boastfulness, and
a time to defend one's command against
all attacks, but there is also a time to
acknowledge imperfections and to seek
help in correcting those imperfections. We
cannot apply cosmetics and eliminate a
blemish. Cosmetics only cover it over
with the certainty that the blemish will
reappear some where, some time. Thus,
a caution is necessary about striking a
balance between pride in unit or action
or activities, and acknowledging to our-
selves that imperfections may be growing
that should be cause for concern.

"On the 24th and 25th of February,
just three weeks ago, I was invited to at-
tend a meeting of the Trustees of the
Association of Graduates held at West
Point. To me, there seemed to be a very
strong defensive attitude among the mem-
bers of the staff and faculty with whom I
spoke. I can only comment that deficien-
cies will not be corrected by erecting a
defensive barrier.

"And then, there is the attitude of the
cadets. There is a very substantial con-
cern voiced by the Classes of 1977 and
1978; 1979 appeared to be much less
concerned; to the Class of 1980 cheating
in the spring of 1976 is an historical
event. Uniformly among the cadets with
whom I spoke, there was a desire for a
very strong Code and a statement of com-
mitment to upholding that Code. What
they do not want is an Honor Code con-
fused with, or equated to, a minor regu-
lation. Moreover, there is a conviction
that a traditional adherence to the Code
can be restored. This is heartening, and I
think it is an attitude we can all applaud.

"There was an attitude among segments
of the staff and faculty at West Point
that they were deliberately excluded from
any responsibility for the Honor Code
and Honor System. They wanted to share,
and the Borman Commission's Report re-
flects that desire.

"There was an attitude that 'It can't
happen here,' and I don't believe that
there has been yet a full acknowledgment
that it did happen.

"There is an attitude among the Army
staff, with whom I have talked, that the
most important activity confronting the
Army is to restore the integrity of the
Honor Code at West Point, and to cor-
rect the deficiencies in the system by
which it is administered. I am convinced
that the full weight of the Office of the
Chief of Staff is behind the effort. There
are no half measures.

"One caution is advanced. West Point
cannot be run from the Pentagon; nor
can the Honor Code be administered from
the Pentagon. Secretary Hoffmann recog-
nized that fact. I hope the recognition re-
mains clear and is not cluttered up.

"At the same time, there is a very real
danger that various elements alleged to be
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contributory causes can be studied to
death, and we find ourselves confronted
with an age-old adage such as, 'For want
of a nail, a shoe is lost,' or 'You can't see
the forest for the trees.' It would be unfair
to reach a conclusion at this stage, and I
only suggest that a caution is in order.

"I have gone on too long now, but it
is only proper that I list one more atti-
tude before the task is completed. Every-
one of us should be eternally grateful to
the Secretary of the Army, The Honorable
Martin R. Hoffmann, for his attitude
throughout this whole case. No one of us
can appreciate the host of pressures that
were focused on the Office of the Secre-
tary. They came from differing viewpoints
in the Congress, from a host of supporters
of one cause or another, from different
factions at West Point, and, I hesitate
even to guess the number of viewpoints
expressed by the graduates. The Secre-
tary held to his course, and successfully
defused the issue in the end. He held to
the view that the cheating scandal was
not the end of West Point; but rather an
opportunity for rebuilding on proven
foundations.

"And now to pull this all together,
'Where do we stand?' West Point has been
shaken but still stands strong, formidable,
enduring; chastened by the experience but
determined that there will be no recur-
rence.

"The Army stands firm and secure in
the knowledge that it can acknowledge
error, and take those difficult steps that
are necessary in the circumstance.

"We should all be heartened by the
attitude of the cadets that they want a
clear Honor Code, that they want a
strong Honor System, that they want a
disciplined environment, and that they
want to prove that they are capable of
fully assuming their place among those
who bear the day-to-day responsibility
for safeguarding the freedoms that this
nation enjoys.

"In 1966, I used a poem, and I would
like to close with that same poem tonight:

'A candle's but a little thing
It starts with just a piece of string
By dipping and clipping with

gentle hand
It gathers wax upon the strand

Until complete
Then snowy white
It glows with a warm and mellow light.
Life is like a piece of string
Each deed we do a simple thing
Yet, day by day as on life's strand
We work with gentle heart and hand
It gathers love, makes dark days bright
And glows at last with a lovely light.'

"And Honor is like that. It starts like
the candle with a limited understanding.
It requires a growth in understanding as
the sense of Honor builds in the individual.
Growing in Honor requires watchfulness
every day and guarding the actions that
we take. When a certain level of maturitv
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is reached, Honor will glow with a warm
and mellow light, just like the candle.

"West Point has developed graduates
who have grown in Honor, and West
Point can do it again. The cadet can expect
nothing less, the staff and faculty can
give nothing less, the graduate can accept
nothing less and our nation suffers unless
these expectations are fulfilled. West Point
is alive. West Point will continue to pro-
duce Men of Honor."

West Point Society of Los Angeles

1977, almost two hundred members of the
Society and their guests congregated at
the Santa Anita Raceway for a "Day at
the Races." Bus transportation, complete
with a bar, had been arranged from three
different locales in Los Angeles and Or-
ange County. It was a festive group that
met for a catered buffet lunch prior to the
first race at one o'clock.

The highlight of the afternoon was the
sixth race named the Black, Gold and
Grey race for the Society. The winner of
the race was presented a lovely engraved
trophy from the Society and presented by
General of the Army Omar Bradley '15.

NO matter how you slice it, this definitely was NOT a
winter of discontent on the West Point sports scene. The

typical Grey Period doldrums were replaced by delirium
through most of the indoor athletic calendar as Army's winter
squad victories outnumbered their losses by a two-to-one
margin, 104-50-2.

Combined with the fall season's 26-14-1 record, the
Cadets are well on their way to an impressive athletic year
with a healthy 130-64-3 log before the spring campaign
got underway. At press time, the spring mark stood at 15-12
for an aggregate Army slate of 145-76-3. But numbers do not
tell the full story. There are people involved, both in the
game and on the coaching lines, whose sweat and determina-
tion made the Black Knights' success possible.

First an important item of general interest. USMA's new
Director of Intercollegiate Athletics assumed his duties 9 April.
MG Raymond P. Murphy, USA (Ret) previously served as
West Point's athletic director from 1963 to 1966. USMA
earlier had named LTC Len Marella, an active duty officer,
to be the next Director commencing in June 1977.

His appointment reflects a Department of the Army deci-
sion to provide greater continuity in the athletic program. In
recent years, the directorship has been held by active duty
officers, normally for a tour of only three years. In making
the decision, General Rogers, Army Chief of Staff, said "It
has been my opinion for many years that the Director of Ath-
letics should not be an active duty officer, but rather, as at the
Naval Academy, a retired graduate. I decided that now is

the time to make this change and to work towards an eventual
greater stability in that position. This change does not reflect
in any way upon LTC Marella. I am familiar with his record;
he is an outstanding officer who, before his present assign-
ment as a student at the Industrial College of the Armed
Forces, did a remarkable job for the Army as a product man-
ager. He has a bright future in the Army, and I regret that
he is the unfortunate victim of circumstances which I have
created. However, I believe the action I am taking is right
for him, the Army, and the Academy."

During Murphy's previous tenure as athletic director, Army
teams compiled a winning percentage of .755.

As a cadet, Murphy was captain of the 1941 Army foot-
ball team on which he was a starting guard. He received var-
sity letters in football, basketball and lacrosse, and upon his
graduation in 1942, he was awarded the Army Athletic Asso-
ciation Trophy as the outstanding athlete in his graduating
class. A native of Montana, Murphy served on active duty
from 1942 until his retirement in 1975. Murphy received his
master's degree in education from Springfield College in 1948.

Here, now, a review of the winter results, to be followed
by the spring scene:

BASKETBALL (20-8)
Coach Krzyzewski, who transformed a 3-22 team into a

20-8 squad in only two seasons, was named the District II
Coach of the Year by the National Association of Basketball

Raymond P. Murphy, Director of Athletics, USMA. Captain and Coach—Gary Winton and Mike Krzyzewski.
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Coach Eric Tipton.

Coaches and Metropolitan Coach of the Year by the Metro-
politan New York-New Jersey Basketball Writers, while junior
captain Gary Winton was named to first-team berths on the
Eastern College Athletic Conference Division I All-Star team,
the Metropolitan Basketball Writers' All-Met team and the
U.S. Basketball Writers Association's District 2 All-Star squad,
as well as honorable mention on the Associated Press All-
America team.

Still, both Krzyzewski and Winton would have traded
in all their personal glory and accompanying hardware for an
invitation to participate in the prestigious National Invitation
Tournament, an invitation that was deserved but incredibly
never delivered.

When we last left the Cadet cagers, they were 11—4
in early January. We rejoin them in time for a 75—68 loss
to Manhattan and a following five-game winning streak over
Fordham, Air Force, Rochester, Penn State and Seton Hall.
Heartbreak followed with a 57—55 overtime setback against St.
John's, an 89-74 defeat to Virginia Tech and an 81-77
overtime loss to Holy Cross in their next four games. Only a
62-56 triumph over Iona interrupted the losing streak.

Army righted itself in time to close out the regular season
with a victory over Colgate and a 54—53 thriller over Navy
before heading into the ECAC Division I Metropolitan playoffs.

There the Cadets suffered a hard-fought 77-71 loss to
Seton Hall before winning the consolation game by reversing
their earlier loss to Manhattan, 64-62. That left Army with
a 20-8 mark, which many presumed would be impressive
enough to merit an NIT bid. But the NIT selection committee
ruled otherwise and the Cadets' brilliant season ended abruptly.

Although he received plenty of help all year from his
fellow frontliners Larry Cuculic, Clennie Brundidge and Scott
Easton, plus backcourtmen Matt Brown and Pat Harris, it was
Winton who consistently wowed friend and enemy alike.
Snubbed a year ago by the ECAC voters and Met writers when
it came time to awarding all-star prizes, Gary quietly—but
effectively—showed them the folly of their ways.

Gary scored 630 points for a 22.5 average, adding 10.6
rebounds per game and shooting for a .585 percentage from
the floor to rank among the national leaders in all three
categories. Earlier, Winton broke Mike Silliman's career scor-
ing record and later added Darryle Kouns' single-season mark
to the scrap heap.
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FENCING (4-9)
Rookie coach Ron Feher saw his swordsmen resemble pin-

cushions during the final half of the season, when they lost
five of the last six dual meets. The Cadet duelers endured
a four-match losing streak against Columbia, NYU and Prince-
ton, before taking a decision from Cornell. Navy, however,
ended the year on a negative note by beating the Cadets,
15-12.

GYMNASTICS (12-2)
Only losses to the top two teams in the Eastern League-

Southern Connecticut and Temple-deprived coach Ned Cross-
ley's acrobats of a perfect season.

After bowing to Southern Connecticut just prior to our
last edition, the Cadets rebounded with a triumph over
Lowell, but lost their next meet against Temple. From then
on it was all downhill with a six-meet winning streak that
claimed as victims Suffolk County College, Springfield, Farm-

Army Secretary Alexander
Graduation Speaker

Secretary of the Army Clifford Alexan-
der will be the keynote speaker at gradua-
tion on 8 June. He was sworn in as the
Secretary of the Army on 14 February
1977.

Bom 21 September 1933 in New York
City, Mr. Alexander received his BA de-
gree in American Government, cum laude,
from Harvard University in 1955. He re-
ceived his LLB degree from Yale Univer-
sity Law School in 1958.

Following his graduation from law
school, Mr. Alexander enlisted in the 569th
Field Artillery Battalion, New York
National Guard, and was called to active
duty for six months. He was separated
from the active Army at Fort Dix, New
Jersey, in February 1959.

From 1959 to 1961, he served as As-
sistant District Attorney for New York
County, leaving that office to become
Executive Director of the Manhattanville
Hamilton Grange Neighborhood Conserva-
tion Project. Mr. Alexander was then
named Program and Executive Director of
Harlem Youth Opportunities.

In 1963, he was called to the White
House by President Kennedy to serve as
Foreign Affairs Officer of the National
Security Council. From 1964 through
1967, President Johnson appointed him—
successively—Deputy Special Assistant to
the President, Associate Special Counsel,
and Deputy Special Counsel to the Presi-
dent.

Mr. Alexander was Chairman of the
Equal Employment Opportunity Commis-
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sion (EEOC) during the period 1967
through 1969. In September 1968, Mr.
Alexander served as special representa-
tive of the President, with the rank of
Ambassador, heading the U.S. Delegation
marking the independence of the Kingdom
of Swaziland. In addition, he served as
Special Consultant to President Johnson
on civil rights. He was a partner in the
law firm of Arnold and Porter until 1975.
He then became a member of the Wash-
ington law firm of Verner, Liipfert, Bem-
hard, McPherson and Alexander until his
appointment as Secretary of the Army.
From 1972 through 1976, Mr. Alexander
hosted and coproduced a weekly tele-
vision program shown in several cities and
did television commentaries. He was a
law professor, teaching courses at both
Howard University Law School and
Georgetown Law Center.

Mr. Alexander married the former Adele
Logan of New York in July of 1959.
They have two children—Elizabeth, 14
and Mark, 12.

Three Study Groups Look at WP
Three Department of Army Study

Groups (described below) working di-
rectly for the Army Chief of Staff are cur-
rently evaluating areas of concern at West
Point. The three groups—Environment,
Military Professional Development, Aca-
demic—were formulated pursuant to the
Borman Commission findings and Army
Staff findings subsequent to the report.

As the three groups conduct their
studies within their narrower areas of
concern, all of them will be guided by
a central theme: finding the most effec-
tive way to inculcate concepts of duty,
honor, and service to country in all ac-
tivities that influence cadets.

The first task of the Academic Study
Group was to assist in the evaluation of
a proposed new curriculum, known at
US MA as "Initiative 3," which was
planned for the fall of 1977. Given the
broad charter of the Academic Study
Group for further curriculum reform and
uncertainty at this stage of the study
over possible future recommendations,
the Chief of Staff decided not to imple-
ment the proposed new curriculum. The
current curriculum will remain in effect
for the next academic year.

These groups are not expected to com-
plete their studies before the end of this
summer.

Changes Initiated
During the past six months there have

been more than 30 issues which resulted
from the Borman Commission's Report
and the three DA Special Study Groups.
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The following is the current status of sev-
eral of these key issues:

1. The decision has been made to es-
tablish a Staff Judge Advocate (SJA)
Office at the Military Academy which will
be completely separate from the Depart-
ment of Law,

2. The decision has been made to re-
designate the Office of Military Leader-
ship (OML) as an academic department
under the Dean of the Academic Board.
It has been proposed that this new depart-
ment be named the Department of Be-
havioral Sciences and Leadership. It is
envisioned that the new department will
be charged with teaching all of the aca-
demic courses now being taught by OML.
In addition, the new department will as-
sist the Commandant in the development
and presentation during Academic Year
1977-78 iff an academic sub-course for
Fourth Class cadets entitled "Standards
of Professional Behavior." This course is
an interim step in the development of a
four-year program in Ethics and Profes-
sionalism. The leadership development in-
structional and support functions currently
performed by OML will remain under the
control of the Commandant when the new
academic department is established.

3. The selection criteria for Company
Tactical Officers has been established by
Department of the Army as follows: A
Company Tactical Officer will be selected
from among the top 25% of his branch,
will have successfully commanded at the
company/battalion level, possess a de-
gree in a discipline which has application
to the duties of the tactical officer, and be
a graduate of the Command and General
Staff College or have equivalent schooling.
As it now stands, exceptions can only be
granted on a case by case basis for the
last prerequisite.

4. The Chief of Staff of the Army has
approved a proposal made by the Mili-
tary Academy which will eliminate the
commanding officers of the numbered
regiments within USCC, currently colo-
nels, and in their place have Regimental
Tactical Officers in the grade of lieutenant
colonel. The Regimental Tactical Officers
will be from a combat arm and must have
successfully completed battalion com-
mand. At the brigade level it is planned
to have a colonel, Deputy Commandant
for the Cadet Brigade.

5. Change of Jurisdiction—General Or-
ders, Hq Department of Army, announced
transfer of jurisdiction effective 4 January
1977 of the West Point Military Reserva-
tion and the United States Military Acad-
emy from the Deputy Chief of Staff for
Personnel to the Chief of Staff United
States Army.

6. The Army Chief of Staff has ap-
proved the following changes to Regula-
tions USMA:

MISSION. The mission of the United
States Military Academy is to educate,
train and motivate the Corps of Cadets
so that each graduate shall have the
character, leadership, and other attri-
butes essential to progressive and continu-

ing development throughout a career of
exemplary service to the nation as an
officer of the Regular Army.

COURSES OF INSTRUCTION.
Courses shall include academic education
and military training and shall be of such
scope and content as is determined by the
Department of the Army upon the recom-
mendation of the Superintendent. In ac-
complishing its mission, the Military Acad-
emy strives to develop in each cadet
the following traits:

a. The knowledge, skill, intellectual
curiosity, discipline and motivation pro-
vided by a sound education in the arts
and sciences requisite for continued pro-
fessional and intellectual growth.

b. A highly-developed sense of personal
honor and professional ethics.

c. Professional and personal commit-
ment to the responsibilities of an officer
for soldiers.

d. Selflessness.
e. The willing acceptance of responsi-

bility for personal actions and the ac-
tions of subordinates.

f. The initiative and good judgment to
take appropriate action in the absence of
instructions or supervision.

g. Physical and moral courage.
h. The physical strength, endurance,

and conditioning habits required of a
soldier.

The Lemuel Pope III Trust
Over the past several years the Asso-

ciation of Graduates has been enabled
through the generosity of graduates of
West Point and its friends to markedly
increase the Association's service to the
Military Academy and direct financial
support of projects and activities for which
appropriated funds are not available.
The generosity has been expressed in two
primary ways—through an enthusiastic
response to the annual appeal for con-
tributions and through the receipt of
funds bequeathed to the Association by
graduates and their wives.

One of the largest single bequests ever
made to the Association has been received
and is now fully invested and providing
income for the benefit of the Military

Lemuel Pope
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Academy. That bequest was in the form
of a living trust established by Lemuel
Pope III, Class of November 18, and his
wife of 43 years, Amalia.

Amalia Pope died in January 1968 and
Lemuel Pope subsequently married Alice
James, whom he had known through busi-
ness contacts with her father. The Popes
divided their home time between Wash-
ington, D.C. and Carmel, California,
where Lemuel died on 31 March 1975.

In the Pope obituary, published in the
June 1976 ASSEMBLY, "Eddie," as he
was known to his classmates, is said to
have had a lifelong wish fulfilled by his
appointment to West Point. His achieve-
ments as a cadet and as a young Army
engineer were followed by what his class-
mates called a life which "was a suc-
cess story." They added: "But Eddie often
said that his success was largely due to
his following the precepts of his alma
mater—Duty, Honor, Country. Even when
operating where bribes and similar busi-
ness practices prevailed, his reputation
for careful planning, high standards and
scrupulous honesty paid off."

Believing as he did that his success had
its roots in the ideals instilled at West
Point and in a life of integrity stemming
from those ideals, Lemuel Pope has given
tangible expression to that belief through
the trust which he established. It seems
fitting that the Military Academy and
future generations of cadets will benefit
from his success and his belief.

As his classmates said so well in his
obituary: "Eddie, we salute you and
West Point thanks you for your magnifi-
cent bequest."

Board of Trustees Meeting
The Officers and Trustees of the As-

sociation of Graduates held their regular
winter meeting at West Point on 25 and
26 February 1977. The meeting opened
with a session on the afternoon of the
25th devoted entirely to the Borman Com-
mission Report and the Department of the
Army and Military Academy actions
which have resulted from the Report.
Trustee and Commission Chairman, Frank
Borman '50, began the discussion with a
presentation on the work of the Commis-
sion, its findings, conclusions and recom-
mendations. Representing the Department
of the Army and "filling in" for the Chief
of Staff of the Army, Rogers June '43,
who could not attend because of illness,
Trefry '50 discussed the Army actions
which were taken on the recommendation
of the Borman report. The afternoon ses-
sion ended with presentations by Tormey
'50 and Mead '57 on actions underway at
the Military Academy as a result of the
Borman Commission Report and the De-
partment of the Army response.

The Saturday morning session began
with the traditional remarks by the Super-
intendent, Berry '48. The Superintendent
addressed a variety of issues of current
interest, including the Borman Commis-
sion Report and his evaluation of it. His
remarks were followed by presentations
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by Francis '44, Anderson '65 and Jordan
'68 on Henry Ossian Flipper, Class of
1877, and recognition to be made of him
as the first black graduate of West Point.

Business items on the agenda included
a report on 1976 fund raising, plans for
publishing ASSEMBLY and the REGIS-
TER during 1977 and 1978 and the 1978
operations budget. The Board approved
an expense budget of $522,100 based on
expected revenue of $576,400.

were also chosen, including five in the
MPs and three in MI. A total of 26 ca-
dets were not included in the selection
totals above; this included foreign cadets,
medical disqualifications, medical school
applicants and West Point separations.

The First Classmen also made their
initial assignment selections. The largest
group of newly commissioned lieutenants
will be assigned to FORSCOM units in
CONUS and overseas. USAREUR will re-
ceive 218 members of the class. In addi-
tion, TRADOC will have 70 graduates
assigned to several stateside installations.
The remaining members of the class will
go to other assignments such as Korea
and the U.S. Army Communications Com-
mand.

Women Cadets—
First Semester Report

The first semester has passed for the
Class of 1980, including the class's 91
remaining women. Following is a report
on women including the subjects of atti-
tude change, field training, academics, at-
trition, leadership, physical education,
athletics and the rapidly approaching sec-
ond summer training session.

Attitudes of male cadets on the admis-
sion of women improved markedly from
Aug 1975 to Mar 1976. However, a survey
taken in Nov 1976 shows that, compared
with the Mar survey, fewer male cadets
felt positive about the overall effect of
women cadets on the Corps.

Last summer eight women Army basic
training graduates were brought to Camp
Buckner to undergo cadet field training
with the new third classmen. This was
done to assist the Military Academy in
determining if any alterations to training
were required because of physiological

differences between men and women.
These women underwent the same train-
ing as the men cadets; the conclusion is
that women can successfully complete
CFT without any alterations to the pro-
gram.

At the end of the first semester, women
cadets were slightly ahead of their male
classmates academically. Thirty percent
of the women stood in the top one-
quarter of their class. There was a greater
percentage of women than men qualified
for the advanced classes in English and
foreign language; the percentages were
equal in mathematics.

By the end of Cadet Basic Training
the attrition rate for women was 16 per
cent as opposed to 10 per cent for men.
However, from the end of CBT until the
end of the first semester, the attrition
rate has been equal at 7 per cent each.
To date, 28 of the 119 plebe women (23.5
per cent) and 277 of the 1388 plebe men
(19 per cent) have resigned. The reasons
for resigning, as given most often by
women in their exit interviews, were their
dislike for the regimented way of life,
desire for greater personal freedom, and
a lack of independence and responsibility,
but in the final analysis the overall reason
was the lack of desire for a military career.

Women cadets are distributed through-
out the range of cadet ratings for leader-
ship evaluation. Of the 94 women evalu-
ated, 21 were in the top quarter; 20 in
the second quarter; 22 in the third quar-
ter; and 31 in the bottom quarter. The
top woman in the class was ranked eighth
in class standings and first in her com-
pany. Two women were ranked first in
their respective companies.

During the first semester, women took
self-defense courses in lieu of boxing and
wrestling. Most women rated the courses
"above average" and of great value. This
semester, in swimming, women are taking
the same courses as men. In gymnastics,
they are taking a course modified to elim-
inate many of the upper-body-strength
activities, substituting balance and agility
exercises. Since the Military Academy is
interested in equal effort rather than equal
performance, men and women are graded
on separate scales in testing such as on
the two-mile run and the physical apti-
tude test.

Army now fields three women's teams-
basketball, gymnastics, and horseback rid
ing—which are competing intercollegiately.
The women's basketball team finished with
an outstanding 14-5 record. Women par-
ticipated in all fall intramural sports except
boxing, wrestling, football and lacrosse.
Women cadets are participating in 42 of
the 76 extracurricular activities.

AstroTurf Installation Begins. . .
On 25 March 1977, the Secretary of the

Army, Mr. Clifford L. Alexander Jr., gave
final approval for the installation of an
AstroTurf field in Michie Stadium.

On 28 March, the 528th Engineer De-
tachment, under Major Dale R. Anderson,
USMA '66, began to remove the sod
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AstroTurf Installation

and topsoil from the Michie Stadium
Field. The grass and topsoil will be stored
for future use on other West Point ath-
letic fields.

As soon as the Engineers have com-
pleted their portion of the work, Argenio
Brothers of Newburgh, the successful bid-
der on the next phase of the project, will
install a new drainage system, lay the
base course, level and grade the field, and
then pave the entire surface of Michie
Stadium with 4 inches of asphalt.

By mid-July the field should be ready
for the installation of the artificial turf
"rug." Monsanto Corporation, makers of
AstroTurf, will place down 76,000 square
feet of artificial turf, designed to be
200 feet wide by 380 feet long. The turf
will be lined for football, soccer and la-
crosse play, and is expected to be ready
in time for football and soccer practice
and games this coming fall.

Total cost of the new field will be in
excess of $750,000. No appropriated
monies will be used to pay for the project;
the Army Athletic Association and the
West Point Fund of the Association of
Graduates will bear all costs of installing
AstroTurf.

The schedule of work at Michie Stadium
required a change in location for the 1977
Graduation. After an extensive study it
was determined that The Plain would be
the site for graduation. This will be the

first time since 1964 that graduation exer-
cises will be held in a place other than
Michie Stadium. Seating will be limited
to ticket holding guests of the Class of
1977.

degree at the University of Jassy, Ru-
mania, in 1926. From 1922-1925 he
studied at the Universities of Gottingen
and Berlin. He was a Fellow of the Inter-
national Education Board at the Univer-
sity of Chicago from 1930-1931 and a
Resident Fellow from 1931-1932. He was
a member of the Institute of Advanced
Studies from 1933-1935. An instructor at
the University of Pennsylvania from 1941-
1946, he became an Associate Professor
there in 1946 and was a Professor from
1948-1965 serving as Chairman of the
Department for at least three of those
years. He is presently a Professor at the
Mathematics Research Center, University
of Wisconsin on a part-time basis.

Pershing Memorial Museum
John J. Pershing, USMA 1886, and the

only military man in our nation's history
to be awarded the rank of General of the
Armies during his lifetime, is going to
be memorialized by a "living" museum
built in his honor. It will be located in
his hometown, Laclede, Missouri.

A campaign to raise $3,000,000 nation-
wide has been started by the Pershing
Park Memorial Association, Inc., a non-
profit organization. This group has been
responsible for the establishment of the
Pershing State Park, the restoration of
the general's boyhood home, which is
now designated a National Historic Land-
mark, and the erection of a life size
bronze statue of General Pershing, next
to his home.

Governor Joseph P. Teasdale, of Mis-
souri, is Chairman ex-officio of the cam-
paign, and General Maxwell D. Taylor,
Class of 1922, is Honorary Chairman.
Milton Perry, former assistant curator at
the Academy's museum, and more recently
curator at the Harry S. Truman Library
and Museum, is serving as a consultant
to the planning group.

The project has the blessings of most
of the veterans and military organizations
and associations, and some are actively
supporting the drive for funds. The State
of Missouri has agreed to staff, operate
and maintain the museum when it is
completed.

The active summer training program for
members of the Second Class is followed
in the fall by studies which stress opera-
tions at the mechanized infantry com-
pany and combined arms task force level.
Combined armor and mechanized infan-
try tactics together with the available fire
support form the basis of the study. All
elements of the combined arms team are
employed extensively in practical exer-
cises throughout the academic semester.

First Class Year—An Emphasis on
Leadership

During the First Class year, the goal is
to have each cadet serve in a leadership
role. Numerous leadership positions are
provided in the existing summer training
programs. The members of the First Class
become the backbone of the chain-of-
command for CBT and CFT. In those
training environments, the cadet experi-
ences the real-world leadership problems
inherent in a program involving large
numbers of trainees. Whether as a Regi-
mental Commander, a staff officer, a Com-
pany Executive Officer, a member of the
RECONDO Committee, or in one of
many other opportunities, each cadet
learns the importance of proper coordi-
nation, preparation, and leadership tech-
niques. There is a Regular Army officer
cadre for CBT and CFT which parallels
the cadet chain and remains close by, pro-
viding the cadet with guidance, counsel-
ing, and regular critiques in order to be
certain that maximum benefit is derived
from the experience. In addition to the
leadership positions available in CBT
and CFT, there are cadre position oppor-
tunities for the CMST programs of Jun-
gle Warfare School in Panama, Northern
Warfare School in Alaska, and Airborne
School at Fort Benning, Georgia. These
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positions are not administrative, but are
rare opportunities to lead units through a
very demanding and challenging training
experience. For those First Classmen who
want additional leadership experience, a
voluntary program exists with the New
York Army National Guard. In this pro-
gram, the cadet gives up summer leave
and serves as a Tactical Officer or on the
training cadre for the National Guard's
summer training at Camp Smith, Peekskill,
New York.

After the summer training programs,
the cadets return to West Point for Re-
organization Week. As in the past, the
critical chain-of-command positions are
filled by First Classmen. These cadets
serve in leadership positions for half of
the academic year and then give way to
classmates who provide the leadership for
the Corps of Cadets through graduation.
In addition to the leadership positions,
the First Classmen receive military train-
ing in three courses during the academic
year. The History of Military Art, still
taught for two semesters by the ' Depart-
ment of History, provides the cadets with
a depth of understanding for military
problems, and for the Military Art through
the years. During the first semester, the
First Classman also studies a Military
Science course dealing in contemporary
training programs and problems in the
United States Army. This course focuses
on current TRADOC doctrine, procedures,
and publications. Here the cadet learns
about the Army Training and Evaluation
Program (ARTEP), performance oriented
training, training management, and skill
Qualifications Tests (SQT). The second
course, taking place in the Spring Semes-
ter, is provided as a practical orientation
to assist the cadet in branch selection and
service in that branch. The course fea-
tures distinguished military speakers ori-
ented toward preparation of the cadet for
the transition from cadet life to Army life.
This year's program included a presenta-
tion by General George Blanchard (Class
of 1944), on NATO, and several other
presentations on such topics as Army-Air
Force Interface, Army-Navy Interface,
Branch Selection and Assignment Selec-
tion.

To meet the challenges of First Class
year, the cadet must have both experience
in the service and maturity; the creden-
tials of the Class of 1978 indicate that
they will be fully prepared to assume their
positions of responsibility. The class in-
cludes 518 airborne qualified cadets, 51
graduates of Ranger School, and 38 Flight
School graduates. In addition, 113 indi-
viduals attended Northern Warfare Train-
ing, 70 qualified in Jungle Warfare Train-
ing and 22 participated in the Air Force
Academy's SERE course.

The background which the cadet brings
to the Army as a new Lieutenant is the
result of the military training program
which builds on military skills, experience,
and leadership. The aim of this program
is to fully prepare the cadet for entry into
the Officer Corps and to insure that each

is ready to deal with the challenges of
his initial assignment. Recent emphasis on
areas such as the Combined Arms Con-
cept, the essential officer/NCO relation-
ship, and the Army Training Program
should greatly aid the cadet in making
the transition from cadet at West Point
to commissioned officer in the Regular
Army.

West Point seemed little affected by
the divisions within the country. For the
most part, cadets were still drawn from
the same classes of society as before the
war. The few lower class whites and
blacks that entered were normally ap-
pointed by radical Republicans who
earnestly believed in equality, and who
sought to gain political mileage from
such an appearance. Cadets and faculty
both possessed the attitudes that were
characteristic of the rest of the country,
and when the first blacks were appointed
to the Academy, many whites registered
shock and resentment. To them, accus-
tomed to the doctrine of negro inferiority,
it appeared that blacks were attempting
to demand social equality and force an
unnatural relationship with whites. As a
result, the blacks who entered the Acad-
emy during this period were ostracized,
and every effort was made to show that
their presence was not appreciated.

While each black cadet appears to have
sought to prove himself and his race, only
three were able to endure the rigors that
befell them. Flipper appears to have es-
tablished the initial pattern for success
among blacks at the Academy. The three
black graduates during the next sixty
years each succeeded by adhering to ad-
vice, contained in Flipper's book, that
dedication, hard work and humility were
the keys to success.

Henry Flipper graduated 50th out of a
class of 76, was commissioned as a sec-
ond lieutenant and assigned to frontier
duty with the 10th Cavalry. Of 76 mem-
bers in his graduating class, 62 including
Flipper received "frontier duty" as their
first assignment. Three of his classmates
were to be awarded the Medal of Honor
for specific heroic action in Indian wars;
one became the Governor of Wyoming,
one was Superintendent USMA; one be-
came Chief of Engineers; 10 became gen-
eral officers—a distinguished record for
a small class in peacetime. . . .

Over the next four years Flipper served
in the Cavalry at Forts Concho, Elliot and
Davis, all in the Department of Texas. A
high point in his career occurred in 1880
when he participated in the campaign
against Victorio's Mescalero Apaches. Dur-
ing one engagement his unit rescued the
commander of the 10th Cavalry, and left
nineteen hostiles as casualties.

After reporting to Fort Davis in Big
Bend country (Texas), as a Post Commis-
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sary Officer, he was arrested for embez-
zlement and for making a false statement
to his Commanding Officer regarding his
accounts. He was acquitted on the first
charge but convicted on the second. When
the verdict reached higher authority, Gen-
eral C.C. Augur, Commander of the De-
partment of Texas, disapproved the not
guilty verdict while approving the guilty
verdict. The record was then forwarded
to the Judge Advocate General of the
Army, General D.G. Swain, who reversed
Augur's disapproval of the first charge
but upheld the court's finding on the
second one. Flipper was a very circum-
spect person whose father was prosperous
and the question arose as to how some-
one of such character could go astray.
Nevertheless President C.A. Arthur ap-
proved the dismissal of Flipper as an Army
Officer in 1882. Throughout the affair
Flipper maintained his innocence, point-
ing to the lack of proof and, given the
considerable means of both him and his
father, the lack of a motive. It now appears
that the charges actually stemmed from
racial animosity and the desire of some
members of Flipper's unit to rid the Army
of its only black officer.

Following his dismissal, Flipper and
many others attempted to have the case
reviewed. In December 1976 the Army
Board of Corrections cleared Henry Flip-
per's name and issued an honorable dis-
charge certificate to his descendants. Much
of the credit for this accomplishment goes
to Mr. Ray McColl of Valdosta, Georgia,
who spent four years researching and ap-
pealing the case.

Following Lieutenant Flipper's dismis-
sal from the service he entered a phase
in his life that brought immense accom-
plishments but little in the way of histori-
cal recognition. Over the next fifty-eight
years he not only served in the private
sector but in responsible government po-
sitions as well. Henry gained much re-
spect in the Southwest and in Latin Amer-
ica as a surveyor and engineer. Several
large American mining and petroleum
firms employed him as a resident engi-
neer. He also surveyed the boundaries of
several southwestern states and Latin
American republics. He later acted as the
field representative of American petroleum
companies in Venezuela.

During this long career Henry Flipper
also served his government in various ca-
pacities. From 1893 to 1901 he was a
special agent of the Department of Jus-
tice. In 1919 he was appointed an inter-
preter and translator for the United States
Senate. In what must be most surprising,
he was appointed Assistant to the Secre-
tary of the Interior in 1922. He finally
retired in 1931 at the age of 75 and lived
in Atlanta until his death in 1940.

In addition to his accomplishments as
a cadet, soldier and engineer, Henry O.
Flipper was widely known as an author
of books about West Point and frontier
experience, and about South American
culture. Most important, his life fully per-
sonified the highest values and principles.
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He remained deeply patriotic and har-
bored no animosities. He preferred to be
addressed as "Lieutenant Flipper" through-
out his life and offered his services un-
successfully in both the Spanish-American
War and the First World War. At the time
of his death his greatest disappointment
was that he had been unable to clear his
reputation as a West Point graduate and
an honorable man.

The changing pattern of human values
and of the worth society places on the
contributions of a minority have made an
otherwise obscure graduate a national his-
torical figure. The judgment of history
has accorded Henry O. Flipper the honors
he deserved but never received in his life-
time. He was proud of the part West Point
played in his story.

violator, though physically present, does
not exist in the eyes of the cadets, and
is therefore not tolerated by them.
These "silences" have not always been
uniformly honored by all members of
the Corps, and in fact the use of the
"silence" has periodically come under
fire. In 1973 the "silence" was officially

-discontinued by the Honor Committee
with the support of the Corps.

Honor Committee
Formalization of the Honor System

began in the late 1800's when cadets
began forming grievance committees.
Some committees dealt with inter-corps
matters, and others took up issues of
cadet welfare with the Tactical Depart-
ment. An example of the former was a
"vigilance committee," whose domain
was matters of honor. Initially these
were "ad hoc" committees, formed as
an issue would arise, but somewhere
around the turn of the century the mem-
bership became more stabilized, with
one First Class representative being
elected from each company to serve
for an entire year.

Although most of the officer corps
at West Point in the late 1800's and
early 1900's were graduates of the
Academy, and staunch supporters of
the Honor Code, the Vigilance Commit-
tee was not officially recognized by the
Tactical Department and, for the most
part, the Committee's activities were
frowned upon. This Committee, then, es-
sentially operated independently of any
officer involvement, a fact which served
to solidify the idea that the Honor Code
and its implementation "belonged" to
the Corps of Cadets.

When BG MacArthur took over as
Superintendent in 1919, the Vigilance
Committee was still active. In the sum-
mer of 1921, the Committee found a
man guilty of violating the Code and
with the cognizance of the First Cap-

tain, " rode" the man out of camp, ulti-
mately forcing him from the Corps.
Even though the First Captain was sub-
sequently reduced to the grade of Cadet
Private, the incident, along with Mac-
Arthur's aforementioned desire to le-
gitimize the Honor System, prompted
the Superintendent to give official rec-
ognition to an "Honor Committee" in
AY 1921-22.

The original Honor Committee con-
sisted of thirteen members, one First
Class honor representative per com-
pany and a Chairman who was the
President of the First Class. This does
not coincide with statements by se-
lected members of the f irst few com-
mittees who indicate that the Chair-
man was selected by members of the
Committee. The Second and Third
Classes also elected honor representa-
tives who performed some administra-
tive duties under the supervision of
First Class Committee members. In
successive committees, the policy was
that each class elected its permanent
company honor representative at some
time during its Third Class year. The
Committee officers were elected toward
the end of their Second Class year.
This practice of electing honor repre-
sentatives during Third Class year has
been reinstated by the 1978 Honor Com-
mittee.

An important result of the new sys-
tem after 1924 was that, theoretically,
punitive powers no longer rested with
the cadets. It was the Commandant's
job to offer a violator administrative
board action or USMJ proceedings,
albeit this was essentially an appellate
procedure. In practice, the Corps ac-
cepted the decision of the Honor Com-
mittee as final, and if the violator were
returned to the Corps after an acquittal
through one of these appellate pro-
cesses, he was treated as if he did not
exist. This treatment was a tradition
of the "Old Corps" referred to as the
"cut," and later the "silence." The man
was not spoken to, was forced to eat at
a separate table, had no roommates,
and was generally ignored. Since very
few cadets endured this treatment for
more than a few months, the Honor
Committee, in effect, maintained its
power to eliminate any cadet deter-
mined to be a violator.

In addition to its quasi-legal function,
the Honor Committee took up the task
of educating the Corps on honor pre-
cepts and the mission "to keep alive in
the Corps the principles of its Honor
Code and transmit them from class to
class." This was done through a com-
bination of formal honor instruction and
informal advice and counseling which
has been carried forward to the present.

Frequent reminders from the Tactical
Department that the Honor Committee
was not a punitive body are found
throughout the 1920's and 1930's. Pres-
sure was exerted on the Honor Commit-
tee Chairman of that era to accept un-

equivocally this philosophy and to pass
it on to the Corps. One Commandant
even put the following note in the
Honor Book, USCC, a document closely
guarded by the Honor Committee Chair-
man and usually not even shown to
members of the Tactical Department:

"The purpose and duties . ..do not
give the members of the Honor
Committee authority to punish-rath-
er to consider honor and honor ir-
regularities within the Corps."
The 1937 Howitzer describes the Hon-

or Committee as "not a law-making body,
not a court to try defenders, the Honor
Committee functions only as an advisory
and instructive council." The questions
of "legalistic" versus "advisory and in-
structive" and of "punitive" versus the
"non-punitive" continued through the
1960's.

In the early 70's, a case arose in
which a cadet was returned to the
Corps because the legal status of the
case had been jeopardized. The Corps
imposed their sole punitive sanction—
"the silence." The circumstances sur-
rounding this incident during the follow-
ing months caused the Corps to vote
for the abolition of the "silence."

Other than giving direction by sug-
gestion and advice, commissioned offi-
cers have had little direct influence on
the Honor Committee since its incep-
tion. This situation has its roots in the
tradition of the old Vigilance Committee.
The only officer to deal directly, on a
consistent basis, with the Honor Com-
mittee since the late 1920's was the
Deputy Commandant. He acted as a
liaison between the Commandant and
the Honor Chairman, but this responsi-
bility often assumed an ancillary status
in favor of more pressing responsibili-
ties.

In 1975 the Superintendent's Special
Study Group on Honor recommended
than an officer adviser to the Honor
Committee be appointed on a perma-
nent basis. While this recommendation
was under consideration, extensive col-
laboration by cadets on Electrical Engi-
neering home study project EE 304 oc-
curred in the spring of 1976. The inci-
dent reached such magnitude that moni-
toring became a full-time job. At this
juncture, the Superintendent directed
that a Special Assistant for Honor Mat-
ters be appointed to handle the prob-
lem. The natural choice, in this instance,
was the incumbent Deputy Commandant
who had been involved in the Electrical
Engineering investigations from the out-
set.

In the months following this appoint-
ment, it became apparent that this posi-
tion fulfilled a vital purpose over and
above coordination of the immediate in-
vestigations and their aftermath. The
Special Assistant's constant interaction
with the Honor Committee permitted
him to better fulfill the position of ad-
visor, counselor, and monitor for that
body. Action was undertaken to establish
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it as a permanent position to be filled
by a major or lieutenant colonel.

Except for subtle changes, such as in
the area of punitive powers, the pur-
pose and structure of the Honor Commit-
tee has remained essentially unchanged
since the late 1920's.

Honor System
Since the inception of the Honor

Committee, cases have found their ways
to an "honor hearing" by two distinct,
but intersecting, paths. If the suspected
violator is discovered by a cadet, the
cadet reports it to his Company Honor
Representative. If the representative
deems that it merits further investiga-
tion, he reports it to the Chairman. If
the alleged violation is discovered by
an officer, an in-house investigation is
made in the Department involved and all
evidence forwarded to the Commandant.
In those years in which it has been
policy for the Commandant to pass
officer-reported cases to the Honor Com-
mittee, the Commandant forwarded the
evidence to the Honor Chairman. Re-
gardless of the origin of the case, the
Chairman next appoints a subcommittee
of honor representatives, usually three,
to gather evidence and to function in
a grand jury role. Pertinent witnesses to
include the accused are called before
the subcommittee. At the conclusion
of evidence gathering, the subcommit-
tee deliberates and decides whether or
not there is enough evidence to send
the case to a hearing before the full
committee.

Exceptions to the above occurred
during the years 1948-53, when the
suspected violator was informed of his
violation in writing, and 1948-58 when
he chose or was assigned an "advisor"
from the Honor Committee. This "ad-
visor" acted essentially as a defense
counselor. According to the 1921-22
Bugle Notes, the original intention was
for every accused to have his advisor,
but the evidence suggests that this was
strictly followed only during the period
1948-58.

With the exception of the years 1946-
53, the procedures of the Honor Com-
mittee during the "hearing" were funda-
mentally the same. From those honor
representatives available, a jury of
twelve was selected by the Secretary.
These twelve did most of the question-
ing, and voted at the termination of the
proceedings. The Chairman convened
the "hearing" and the chairman of the
investigating subcommittee arranged
for the appearance of the witnesses. No
evidence has been found indicating that
the accused was allowed to confront
his witnesses, and with few exceptions,
the accused was the last individual to
appear before the Committee. The Chair-
man moderated the questioning of the
witnesses and the discussion that fol-
lowed. At the conclusion of the dis-
cussion, a vote by secret ballot was

taken by the members of the jury. With
the exception of the 1930 Honor Com-
mittee, which "decided cases by ma-
jority opinion," a unanimous vote was
required for a guilty verdict. If the
accused was acquitted he returned to
his company and no formal record was
made of the case. If he was found
guilty of violating the Code, he was
so informed by the Chairman and ar-
rangements were made for him to ap-
pear before the Commandant.

Another initiative which resulted
from the Electrical Engineering incident
was the examination of Honor Commit-
tee procedures during an honor hearing.
The purpose of this examination was to
introduce due process which would
serve to better protect the individual
rights of the alleged violator. The re-
sults, in simplest terms, concluded that
the best way to accomplish this was to
combine the old procedures of the
Honor Committee with the procedures
of Boards of Officers which were gov-
erned by Army Regulation 15-6. The for-
mal composition of a hearing now con-
sists of the Honor Board of twelve
cadets with one being designated as
the President, a lawyer who serves as
the legal advisor to the President, a
recorder (military lawyer) to present
the case, and the respondent with his
assigned defense counsel (also a quali-
fied military lawyer). Additionally, there
is a court recorder present to provide
a verbatim account of the hearing.

In addition to these composition
changes, the Corps voted to modify two
major procedural elements of the hear-
ing: 1) in order to deliver a verdict of
guilty, a unanimous vote is no longer
the standard, but instead 10 of 12 votes
are required for a finding of a violation
of the honor code to be sustained, and
2) the board composition of twelve
members now includes only four Honor
Representatives, with the remaining
eight members being chosen from the
Corps at large.

Records indicate that in the years
1948-53, the "hearing" was conducted
much like a court-martial. It has already
been mentioned that the accused was
assigned an advisor, who acted as a de-
fense counsel. The Chairman of the in-
vestigating subcommittee acted as the
prosecuting attorney. The hearing
opened with arguments from the de-
fense and the prosecution. Witnesses
against the accused were then called
by the prosecutor, and although the
accused was not present, his advisor
acted in the accused's behalf in ques-
tioning witnesses. After prosecution
witnesses, witnesses for the accused
were called and finally the accused. An
exception to court procedures is that the
accused did not have the right to refuse
to take the stand. At the conclusion of
his testimony, closing arguments were
made by the attorneys and a vote taken.

During the period 1946-51, in the case
of a "Not Guilty" decision, a second
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vote was taken. The purpose of this sec-
ond vote was to determine whether or
not there was enough evidence for the
case to be further investigated by mili-
tary authorities. If the vote were unani-
mous in concluding there was enough
evidence, the case was forwarded to
the Commandant for further investiga-
tion. If the Commandant did uncover
new evidence, a third unanimous vote
could reconvene the hearing. It is not
known whether or not this practice was
ever used.

One of the cornerstones of the suc-
cess of the Honor Committee has been
the support of its decisions by the Tac-
tical Department. In almost every case,
the decision has been accepted by the
Commandant without further investiga-
tion and the violator asked to elect
either to appear before a Board of Of-
ficers or to submit his resignation.
During certain periods, such as the
year after the 1951 investigation, the
official policy was that the Comman-
dant conducts a separate investigation
"to determine whether or not a 'prima
facie' case of honor violation exists" but
other evidence indicates that this prac-
tice was not rigorously followed.

A more pragmatic justification for
allowing resignation without further
hearing was expressed by the Superin-
tendent in 1929:

"(1) It is quick and effective;
(2) It spares the Academy un-

due publicity."
A "second chance" policy on the

part of the Honor Committee consisted
of returning a violator of the Honor
Code to the Corps with another chance
to prove that he could live up to its
ideals. Used by honor representatives
or individual cadets, it was the policy
of not reporting a potential violator to
the Committee for cogent reasons. Es-
sentially this was the belief that the
man deserved a second chance because
of mitigating circumstances: a good
and honorable record as a cadet, a
"small" offense such as a "white" lie,
or because the man reported himself.
The presence of these mitigating circum-
stances distinguished "second chance"
from toleration.

In the mid-nineteenth century, "sec-
ond chance" was not an uncommon oc-
currence. This was attributed to two
separate philosophies: first, that cadets
were in a training environment, and
as such should be granted mistakes and;
secondly, that honor violations could be
separated by degree, and the punish-
ment should fit the crime. For this
reason, in the 1850's and 1860's, sanc-
tions other than separation existed for
some honor violations.

Except for isolated instances, there
are indications that the "second chance"
philosophy on the Honor Committee
level had passed away by 1940. The
Honor Chairman in the 1940's so indi-
cated, and the 1941 HOWITZER flatly
states in reference to the Honor Com-
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mittee that "theirs is the solemn duty
of administering justice to all offenders,
for whom there is no sympathy, no
mercy, no second chance."

Occasionally, in the last twenty-five
years, studies were initiated to explore
the possibility of formalizing some form
of "second chance" philosophy. In 1957,
General Maxwell Taylor, then Chief of
Staff of the Army, initiated one such
study with the following comment:

"The honor system should not, in
my opinion, become a means for
eliminating cadets guilty merely of
thoughtless or perhaps inconse-
quential acts even in formal viola-
tion of the honor code which do not
carry a strong influence of moral
turpitude... .They (the Honor Com-
mittee) should learn early in life to
inject toleration, judgment of hu-
man factors, and appreciation of
sincere repentence into their deci-
sions affecting the careers of their
fellow cadets."

Notwithstanding these comments, and
those of a few others advocating some
sort of "second chance" policy, the only
committee to ever initiate such a policy
until the 1974-75 Academic Year (New
Cadet Barracks excepted) was the 1973
Honor Committee. After a determina-
tion of guilt at the hearing, a subse-
quent deliberation was made to deter-
mine whether the man showed a "sin-
cere concern for the Honor Code and
living by it. A unanimous decision by
the Honor Board that found the cadet
guilty was necessary for a "second
chance."

After the Honor Committee was for-
malized, official descriptions of the
Honor Code and System, such as are
found in the Bugle Notes, state flatly
that no "second chance" policy existed:

"A second chance to one who has
intentionally broken the honor code
will not be given and no partiality
will be shown, no distinction what-
ever being made to class or rank."

Official statements such as the one
above do not coincide, however, with
statements of some Honor Committee
members of the period, including that
of BG John Hill, Chairman of the 1924
Committee, who reported that "if a
case was determined to be of a" minor
nature and was admitted by the cadet
himself, it was disposed of by disci-
plinary means." To what degree this
stated policy permeated to the level
of the honor representative and individ-
ual cadet is unknown; however, the
fact that no more than ten cases were
heard by any honor committee until
1948-49 may have been due in part to
such a "forgiving" philosophy at the
individual cadet level. In fact, in 1928
there were no alleged violators reported
to the Chairman by cadets, though
there were ten reported by officers from
the Academic Departments.

"Second chance" for Fourth Class-
men in New Cadet Barracks became a

separate issue in the late 1950's. In the
summer of 1959, the so-called "option"
was introduced into New Cadet Bar-
racks, and the policy has been in effect
until the present. Essentially, before a
new cadet can be determined guilty of
violating the Honor Code, he must have
developed a fundamental appreciation
for what it says and means. If a case
comes before the Committee, two sepa-
rate deliberations are made: (1) Did
the cadet commit an honor violation?
and (2) irrespective of (1), does the
cadet have a fundamental understanding
of the Code?

At the termination of the hearing, a
vote is taken on whether or not an honor
violation has been committed. If unani-
mous, a second vote is taken as to
whether or not the cadet has a funda-
mental understanding. If "No," he is re-
turned to his company and the matter
dropped.

In 1976 the single sanction of separa-
tion for the violation of the Honor Code
came under consideration again as a
result of the upheaval which occurred
in Electrical Engineering. The Corps
voted in November 1976 on a referen-
dum which would have granted the
authority to the Honor Committee to
recommend a sanction less than separa-
tion. A similar proposal also had been
presented in February 1976. The Honor
Committee had decided that a two-
thirds majority would be necessary for
approval of the referendum. In the first
vote, 54% of the Corps favored the
change. The results of the second vote
were 66.08% in favor, but .59% less
than the two-thirds majority required;
therefore, separation from the Academy
remained as the only sanction which
could be recommended by the Honor
Committee. However, in December
1976, the Secretary of the Army directed
the Superintendent to change the USMA
regulation pertaining to separation of
honor violators to read "normally will
be separated." This act, in effect, grants
"second chance" authority to the Super-
intendent in all honor cases recom-
mended to him for separation.

Honor Committee and the Commandant
Prior to the official formation of the

Honor Committee members of the Corps
dealt with almost all suspected viola-
tors of the Honor Code discovered by
them. This was occasionally taken care
of by the chain of command when the
violation was clear cut—the violator
was simply told to pack his bags. More
often than not cases were referred to
the Vigilance Committee. On a few oc-
casions, the Tactical Department took
anonymous recommendations from the
Committee, notwithstanding its non-
official status, to initiate a separate
investigation. If a suspected violation,
such as cheating in the classroom, was
discovered by an officer, the case was
referred directly to the Commandant,
who initiated an investigation.
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When the Honor Committee was given
official recognition in AY 1921-22, the
guidelines for jurisdiction over honor
cases were much as they had been prior
to 1921, with a few exceptions. Cases
discovered by cadets were usually re-
ferred to the Honor Committee, though
occasionally some incidents were re-
ported directly to the Tactical Depart-
ment. Cases discovered by officers
were almost always referred directly to
the Commandant. The reasons a cadet
might report an offense directly to the
Tactical Department were not specified,
but a likely possibility would be if the
offense were also a flagrant violation
of regulations, or if it were discovered
in the classroom.

Another unusual procedure during
this period was that a cadet could, at
any time, elect not to have the Honor
Commitee hear his case, but rather ap-
pear before a court-martial. The motiva-
tion for this stems from the apparent
option of the court martial to mete out
punishment less than dismissal.

Until recently it was policy that a man
found guilty by the Honor Committee
could subsequently elect to have his
case heard by a board of officers or a
court-martial. If the board found him
not guilty, the Honor Committee deci-
sion was overturned and the man re-
turned to the Corps. The final approving
authority for all dismissals is the Super-
intendent, so he of course had the op-
tion to overturn a guilty verdict by the
officer's board. This ability to request
an officer's board no longer exists with
the new procedures implemented in fall,
1976.

Essentially, then, after the mid-1920's,
cadet-reported cases were handled by
the Honor Committee, and officer-re-
ported cases by the Commandant
through UCMJ channels. This policy con-
tinued with certain exceptions until
1958; the known exceptions were in
1935, when the Honor Chairman says
there were officer-reported cases re-
ferred to the committee, and in 1951
during the well-publicized cheating
scandal. In AY 1956-57, Lieutenant
Lyons, an instructor who had been a
member of the Honor Committee as a
cadet, was surprised to find that if he
suspected a cadet of cheating, the case
was automatically put into UCMJ chan-
nels, completely bypassing the Honor
Committee. His inquiries prompted a
study of the procedures for handling
officer-reported violations. It resulted in
the following change of policy, put into
effect in AY 1957-58.

"An officer of either the Academic
Departments or the Tactical Depart-
ment would normally report the
case to the office of the Comman-
dant of Cadets. Here the case could
take one of two routes. If, on in-
vestigation, the Commandant deter-
mined that a clear cut violation of
UCMJ was indicated, he could re-
tain the case, appoint an investi-
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gating officer, and proceed under
the UCMJ. Or, he could refer it to
the Cadet Honor Committee for
their investigation and considera-
tion. The motivation for choosing
one or the other route might derive
from the Commandant's perception
of the educational or training value
that might accrue from handling by
the Cadet Committee. Or, if the
complexity of the investigation ap-
peared to loom too large for the
Cadet Committee, the Commandant
might choose to go the UCMJ
route."

The above is the recollection of Lieu-
tenant Colonel Dale Hruby, Chairman
of the 1958 Honor Committee. He goes
on to say that all officer-reported cases
were referred to the Honor Committee
by the Commandant in AY 1957-58. From
1958-63, this option on the part of the
Commandant for officer-reported cases
remained in effect. In 1959, a new Com-
mandant appeared who apparently
leaned toward the UCMJ route as op-
posed to referral to the Honor Commit-
tee. As a result there were very few
officer-reported cases referred to the
Honor Committee during these years.
In AY 1963-64, it became policy that all
cases, regardless of source, would be
turned over to the Honor Committee.
This policy remains in effect.

Conclusion
It should be very apparent that the

Honor Code itself, and the Honor Sys-
tem have not been stagnant over the
past one hundred and seventy-five years.
They have truly developed in an evolu-
tionary and dynamic manner and have
changed to meet the demands of the
Academy and society. That the Honor
System will undergo change in the fu-
ture is a foregone conclusion. However,
the Honor Code will remain as the
cornerstone of development of integrity
in future soldier-leaders.

Secretary to President of the United States
1954-1961. He also served as District En-
gineer, San Francisco 1954, Operations
Division, General Staff, War Department
1944-1947, and Commanding Officer, 48th
Engineer Combat Battalion, II Corps,
Fifth Army 1943-1944, where he was
wounded in action.

Born in Granite City, Illinois in 1915
he was commissioned as a second lieu-
tenant in 1939, and rose steadily in a
star-studded career, attaining four-star-
rank as General in 1968. The four stars
are compelling evidence of an extraordi-
nary and highly productive life spent in
the service of his country in positions of
great and everincreasing importance and
responsibility.

Principal United States decorations in-

clude the Distinguished Service Cross,
Defense Distinguished Service Medal,
Army Distinguished Service Medal with
3 Oak Leaf Clusters, Navy Distinguished
Service Medal, Air Force Distinguished
Service Medal, Silver Star, Legion of
Merit with Oak Leaf Cluster, Purple
Heart with Oak Leaf Cluster.

After retiring in 1974, General Good-
paster was a senior fellow at the Smith-
sonian Institution's Woodrow Wilson In-
ternational Center for Scholars. At pres-
ent he holds the John C. West Chair of
Government and International Studies at
The Citadel, Charleston, South Carolina.

grams and athletic facilities. The perform-
ance of Army teams has shown steady
improvement, and the women's teams have
been very successful in their initial sea-
son of competition. The gymnasium ex-
pansion program is complete, and a com-
prehensive athletic facility improvement
program is being developed. Faced with
the prospect of not having appropriated
funds available to put an artificial turf sur-
face in Michie Stadium, the Superintendent
requested that a program of private con-
tributions be developed to provide the
artificial turf without using appropriated
funds. The program was successful, and
the artificial turf will be ready for the
1977 season. The Athletic Board has been
expanded to include a more representa-
tive slice of the Military Academy, and
several outstanding coaches have been
hired.

West Point's important place in the
history of our nation was brought sharply
into focus in 1976, the American Bicen-
tennial. Intensive preparations were made
to celebrate the Bicentennial at West
Point including the renovation of Fort
Putnam, a Bicentennial lecture series, and
a Fourth of July celebration. A history
buff himself, General Berry emphasized
the historical significance of West Point to
cadets, staff and faculty, and visitors alike.

When General Berry arrived at West
Point he encouraged everyone to insure
that the West Point community was
"clean, correct, and friendly." Several
steps have been taken in that direction.
The Visitors Information Center has been
renovated. The new Keller Army Hospital
will be completed by September. Enlisted
barracks have been renovated, as well as
the Headquarters, 1st Battalion, 1st In-
fantry. General Berry initiated "town
meetings" at West Point and has given
his personal attention to improving the
quality of life for the West Point com-
munity, including Stewart Army Subpost.
Expanded use of the training areas on the
reservation by Reserve and National Guard
elements has contributed to the "total
force" Army concept.

The most serious challenge during Gen-
eral Berry's Superintendency was the
EE304 Honor incident. The details of the
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incident and resulting actions have been
reported in the ASSEMBLY, but the im-
portance of the leadership provided by
General Berry in this crisis may never be
fully understood or appreciated. His can-
dor and straight-forward dealings with the
press, the Congress, Department of the
Army, and graduates and friends of the
Military Academy were instrumental in
the ultimate resolution of this situation.
We all appreciate his periodic letters to
graduates (and parents of cadets) keep-
ing us informed of the latest developments
in the incident. While there are still actions
and studies ongoing which stem from the
EE304 Honor incident, one thing is
abundantly clear: the Honor Code and
the Military Academy have been strength-
ened by this painful incident and the
principles of Duty, Honor, Country have
been convincingly reaffirmed. The deter-
mined leadership and example of General
Berry have been of great service to the
Military Academy in its time of extreme
crisis. History will attest to that fact.

From the many, many graduates, par-
ents, cadets and friends of the Military
Academy whose lives have been touched
or who have been graced by the warm
hospitality of General Berry and his lovely
wife, Anne, we wish them God-speed as
they move on to their next assignment.

dial reception given to him and his wife
during the filming at West Point. At
Founders Day dinner LTG Sid Berry '48
told of the remark made by Gregory
Peck's wife while standing before the por-
trait of MacArthur, the one of him as
Superintendent in 1920 which was hung
in Berry's quarters for a special reception.
She kept looking from the portrait and
back to her husband, then remarked:
"You know, MacArthur is beginning to
look more and more like you every day."
Berry went on to tell of the standing ova-
tion Peck received from the Corps of
Cadets when he entered Washington Hall
for the last time to bid farewell to them.

In the April issue of PHOTOPLAY,
staff columnist Jane Ardmore writes about
filming the surrender scene aboard the
battleship U.S.S. Missouri, which was
taken out of mothballs for the purpose of
filming the picture ". . . with Gregory
Peck, standing tall and grave on the exact
spot where General Douglas MacArthur
once stood. The scene is so real you feel a
shiver of history-in-the-making." The final
films were shot at West Point, and Jane
Ardmore continues, ". . . Peck became
MacArthur. He conveys MacArthur's
cragginess and strength. The resemblance
is something that emanates from within.
The man is a consumate actor as he has
proven in half a hundred motion pictures,
and in this instance he has in hand a
character that has totally absorbed him."

Association cited the super center. George
Clark (Class of 1975) was Army's only
previous All-America skater.

Rost led Division II in scoring for the
second straight year with 43 goals and
65 assists for 108 points, which broke
Dave Merhar's 1969 record by one. Dave
also eclipsed the all-time Army scoring
mark of 266 set by Clark in 1975.

Garver closed his career with single
season (810) and career (2,858) saves.
With Tom minding the Army nets, the
Cadets won 77 games and appeared in the
ECAC playoffs all four years.

Unbeaten through their first dozen
games covered in our last issue, the Cadets
extended that streak to 13 with a win over
North Adams State before experiencing
back to back losses at Air Force, 6-3 and
6-2. Back East, the Army bladesmen
skated to another five-game win streak
by topping New Haven, College Militaire
Royale twice, Princeton and Salem State.
St. Anselm's broke the string with a 7-4
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triumph and, after Army rebounded with
a decision over Connecticut, another two-
game slide took place, caused by Boston
College and Lowell. Army closed its reg-
ular season, however, by beating Babson,
tying powerful Merrimack (4-4 in over-
time) and dumping Royal Military Col-
lege (11-2).

Seeded second in the ECAC Division
II playoffs, Army required a 45-foot slap
shot by Rost in a 10-minute sudden-death
overtime to escape with a 7-6 victory over
American International. In the semifinals,
however, Union unleashed a three-goal
assault within seven minutes to snap a 2-2
tie and coast to an 11-4 triumph.

PISTOL (7-1)
Except for a loss to Navy, coach John

Smith's sidearmers enjoyed a perfect sea-
son. Behind the hot shooting of captain
Eric Stanhagen and teammates Jim Mal-
colm, Bobby Sanders and Tres Green-
wade, the Cadets captured five of their
final six matches. They avenged last
year's loss to Air Force, 3993-3783;
downed Nassau County Police; topped
both Worcester Tech and New York Tech
in a triangular; suffered that 3094-3867
loss to the Midshipmen; then bounced
back to whip RMC.

RIFLE (9-1)
Again Navy was the culprit that pre-

vented coach Ken Hammill's marksmen
from compiling an unblemished record.
The riflemen were 6-0 at last printing
and made it eight in a row with a triumph
over St. John's and Penn State. The Mid-
dies squeezed by with a 2798-2794
cliffhanger before cool trigger work in
the finale gave Army a triumph over RMC.

SKIING
Five members of coach Howard Bros-

seau's ski squad were named to the East-
ern Intercollegiate Ski Association Divi-
sion II West all-star teams selected by
the league coaches. Army captain Mike
Hodges and Brad Zuehlke were selected
to the All-East first squad for jumpers,
while Jim Arsenault was a first team
choice in cross country. Second team
honors went to Mike Eidem for cross
country and to Eric Eriksen for jumping.

As a team, Army took runnerup honors
in the West Point and Alfred-Buffalo
meets, finished third in the Cornell-
Cortland ski meet and sixth in the RPI
Invitational.

SQUASH (5-6)
Coach John Bradley's racquetmen

had their troubles down the stretch after
posting a 2-1 mark when last we looked.
After that it was whitewash by Princeton
and a dumping by Penn before the Cadets
fashioned their only winning streak of
the season—over Dartmouth and Williams.
Yale, Stony Brook, and Navy (7-2) fol-
lowed up with three straight losses before
the Cadets closed with a victory over
Trinity.
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SWIMMING (7-6)
Down 2-4, after their first half-dozen

splashings, coach Jack Ryan's mermen
learned how to swim with the tide.

Immediately after we went to press for
the last issue, the Cadets dropped three
of four meets, bowing to Princeton and
Yale, dunking Villanova and sinking
against Dartmouth. From there, however,
it was easy as Ted Kanamine set the
pace during a four-meet winning streak
that claimed Syracuse, Penn, Colgate and
Brown as victims before Navy showed its
strength in the water with a 68-45 tri-
umph in the season finale.

In the Eastern Seaboard Champion-
ships, where Army placed fourth behind
Princeton, Harvard and Yale, Kanamine
won a pair of individual titles for the sec-
ond straight year. He took the 200-yard
individual medley again with a final time
of 1:53.28; he had set new meet and
Academy records for the event with a
1:53.0 in the preliminary heats. Ted
came back the next night to win the 400-
yard individual medley, again setting meet
and USMA marks with a 4:02.86 time in
the finals. His high aggregate score earned
him a second straight Phil Moriarty
Award.

TRACK (9-0)
Capped by an emotional 68-50 upset

victory over Navy in the season's finale,
coach John Randolph's squad became the
first to complete an undefeated indoor
track season since Carleton Crowell's 1968-
69 team.

The final victory over Navy could not
have been more fitting, inasmuch as the
Army Fieldhouse track was dedicated to
the memory of Coach Crowell just prior
to the Army-Navy showdown. His beloved
Cadets honored the memory of his 25
years at the helm by naming the track
after him, unveiling a plaque and, most
importantly, by beating Navy.

Curt Alitz was magnificent as usual in
scoring a double victory in the mile
(4:07.8) and two mile (8:58.2). Bob
Hoisington won the high jump (6-8) and
Dave Wiener won the 25-lb. weight.
Meanwhile, surprise victories were posted
by Mike Willis in the long jump (22-8M)
and John DePiazza in the pole vault
(14-6).

The mercurial Cadets won their two
dual meets over Cornell and Harvard
immediately prior to the Middie clash.

Alitz went on to finish fourth in the
three-mile run in a select field of eight
finalists at the NCAA Track and Field
Championships at Detroit's Cobo Hall.
Curt's time of 13:24.17 set an Academy
record and earned him indoor All-America
honors to match his second All-America
cross country selection.

WRESTLING (9-11-1)
It wasn't a particularly good stretch

drive for Army's grapplers. After post-
ing a 5-5-1 mark in their first 11 matches,
the Cadets stumbled and were able to win
only four of their final 10.

Picking up the action where we left
off, Army showed promise by sweeping a
triangular over Columbia and Temple, but
Rhode Island and Lehigh tied the Black
Knights in knots. Army bounced back
to beat New York Maritime, but lost a
shutout to Wilkes. Maryland piled on
with a triumph before Army rebounded to
take Massachusetts Maritime. But closing
setbacks against Southern Connecticut
and Navy (27-11) ended the season on a
bitter note.

The big news in wrestling, however,
was the Director of Athletics announce-
ment on 19 April of the appointment of
Ron Pifer, Penn State '62, presently as-
sistant wrestling coach, as head coach.
Pifer was recognized as one of the suc-
cessful high school coaches in Pennsyl-
vania where for ten years he guided his
teams to an 86-30-2 record and produced
dozens of state championships.

And now, for the spring news:

BASEBALL (1-7)
So far, the diamondmen aren't giving

coach Eric Tipton the sendoff they had
anticipated.

Tipton, who two decades ago accepted
a call from Earl Blaik to coach the Acad-
emy's 150-pound football and baseball
teams, is retiring effective 30 June.
Through this printing, Tip's Army teams
have won 333 games and 16 Eastern
League championships (13 in lightweight
football, three in baseball). Tip was a
1938 All-America tailback at Duke, where
he gained national fame as the "coffin-
corner kicker" and also starred for the
Blue Devils' baseball teams. Following
graduation in 1939, Tipton joined the
Philadelphia Athletics as an outfielder. He
completed 15 seasons of professional base-
ball, none below the AAA level, and was
an American Association all-star five times
and its MVP once. A 1965 inductee into
the National Football Hall of Fame, Tip
also was ushered into the Duke University
Athletic Hall of Fame last year.

He coached William & Mary in base-
ball after serving the previous 13 seasons
as a football assistant during baseball's off-
seasons. All told Tip completed 18 years
on the William & Mary Staff before coming
to West Point in 1957.

Thus far in the spring, Tipton's base-
ball squad opened with a victory over
Wagner, but rode a seven-game schneid
into our deadline with losses to Seton
Hall, RPI, Rutgers, Penn, Columbia and
Villanova.

GOLF (6-1)
Coach Paul Kirkegaard's linksmen set

an Academy record with their 19th
straight match victory, but had the string
broken the next day and that's where we
stand. The Cadets opened by shooting a
390 in the quadrangular to top Princeton,
Bucknell and Manhattan, then fired a 497
to blitz Rhode Island, Boston College and
Lowell for the record 19th.

SCRIBE'S COMMENTS
Your scribe has carefully read and reread

Chynoweth's ('12) splendid article on WP
morale in the Mar ASSEMBLY, and how
essential it is to the Academy—and to the
nation. Chynoweth, however, did not touch
on one phase of this morale situation which
should now be very carefully considered.

The citizens of the U.S. of America have
for generations worshipped "bigness." The
more population, the taller the skyscrapers,
the bigger our towns and cities, the more
cars, the bigger this, the bigger that, as-
suredly the better. You will have to admit
that this has been the general attitude up
until the recent past. But conditions are
catching up with it. In fact, bigness as a de-
sirable condition is now suspect by almost
everyone. WP has already arrived at that
state, undesirable for its own good and, yes,
for the good of the whole nation.

Unhappily the recent difficulties into
which our Honor Code has fallen are, with-
out question, the result of bigness. People
with whom your scribe has corresponded,
both classmates and others, believe that un-
less WP finds a way to reduce the number
of cadets and simplify its organization, we
may expect periodic outbursts detrimental to
our time-honored Honor Code. With bigness
is bound to come diminishing simplicity and
increasing complexity, lowered morale and
prestige and accomplishment.

Of course with ever expanding national
population, our armed forces must grow as
needed and be adequately trained. Educated
officers must be available but should not
all be graduates, necessarily, from West
Point on the Hudson. As soon as possible,
authorities should be thinking about steps
looking toward dividing the present WP as
now constituted into at least 4 parts positioned
suitably about the country. Even these mul-
tiple academies would each be larger than
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the WP of 50 years ago when we .were facing
up to some of our most critical international
situations.

WP on the Hudson should remain our
senior military academy for training combat
officers and through its graduates assure
that the other academies keep patterned
after it at all times. Healthy competition in
all phases should be assured, as should all
phases of cadet life, to provide necessary
homogeneity to Army principles and leader-
ship.

The expenditure of millions upon millions
of taxpayers' dollars to accommodate the
present expanded WP would, if abandoned,
be a staggering financial loss, but an insig-
nificant one to losing a great war, or even,
perhaps, the life of our nation.

From everyone talked to on the subject the
feeling seems to be unanimous that it is
not too early to be thinking on this subject
as a remedy for the ills of a TOO BIG
WEST POINT ON THE HUDSON.

Our deepest
sympathies go to their loved ones.

Bill Bessell died 13 Jan 77 of pneumonia
after 2 strokes at the WP Hosp where he'd
been since May. He was buried in the WP
Cemetery. Among those attending with his
widow Lillian, dau Anne and family (the COL
Oliver B. Combs Jr. '54) were the Hasbroucks
and E.C. Johnstons, the Supt and all USMA
Profs. Bill's distinguished WWII record in
OCE, WDGS and JCS earned him the DSM-

LM-2CR. And he leaves an indelible mark
on numerous grads with over half his 45 yrs of
active service spent at WP as math instr,
12 yrs, math prof and 6 yrs as Dean of the
Academic Bd (another DSM).

Jack Hastings died 7 Feb 77 at Chicago's
NW Memorial Hosp following abdominal sur-
gery 24 Jan. He was buried in Washington,
IN, his old hometown. Jack had resgd in 21
to pursue the legal profession, earning his
LLB at IN U. in 24. In his highly success-
ful career he became Sr Circuit Judge U.S.
Court of Appeals for the 7th Circuit in 57.
Though ret. in 69, he continued as the
Court's Chief Judge practically until death.
In Jan 72, Chief Justice Berger appointed
him Circuit Judge of the Temporary Emer-
gency U.S. Court of Appeals. His widow
Esther attests to his active interest in WP
and '20 through the many friends in their
52 yrs of marriage. Surviving also are twin
sons—William, Libertyville (IL) Hosp Maint
Engr; and James, following in his father's
footsteps, an atty in the U.S. Justice Dept.

Strick Strickland died 10 Mar 77 of heart
failure in the VA Hosp, Fresno, CA. He was
buried there in Belmont Memorial Park.
Leaving the Army in 30, Strick pursued a
successful real estate and insurance career.
In 1961 he helped organize a fishing and con-
servation club in Fresno.

Clubs with over 20,000 members in the U.S.,
Canada, England, France, New Zealand. . . .

His
widow Ruth says he took in stride his badly
failing last 3 yrs, always comforting anyone
grief-stricken with the words, "Death is just

"I understand that the matter has been
settled by the Correction Bd in that the
records are being corrected to show that
Frank Dodd's grade in which he should be
ret. is the highest grade in which he satis-
factorily served, as BG. However, I suppose
that you as well as I am disappointed in the
fact that the request for correction of rec-
ords relative to voiding his reduction in
grade on 24 May 52 was denied.

"However, I believe that it is a signal vic-

tory that he was properly placed on the
ret. list as a BG even though it is posthu-
mously.

"I know that GENs Joe Smith and Bill
Craigie were persistent in their letters to the
SA, and I like to believe that those letters
helped in your persistent effort to right a
very serious wrong.

"Again may I thank you in behalf of the
Class of '23 for your valiant efforts in ob-
taining this correction. Sincerely yours, W.

The
differences were what made it so interest-
ing to me. Like the whole class of some
2900 odd being declared by Pres Brewster
to have earned the conferring on them of the
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degree of bachelor and then immediately
returning them to their residential colleges
where the college Master made a short hu-
morous speech and then called them forward
one by one to receive their diplomas—usually
to the accompaniment of a quip about some
activity or idiosyncrasy of the recipient.
Healthwise, outside of a couple of colds my
only serious problem started the morning of
31 Aug when I developed the worst gut ache
I've ever had. I had to phone my daughter-
in-law and have her drive me to the emer-
gency room at the Benning hospital. They
promptly x-rayed and the Dr. on duty soon
informed me that I had a "locked bowel"—
what you or I would call a twisted gut. Off
to the surgical clinic where soon I was in
bed, hooked up to an intravenous bottle and
with a tube down a nostril into my tummy.
The intravenous needle and the tube were
finally removed 6 weeks later by which time
I was down to 116 lbs from an admission
weight of 130. But the bowel was straightened
out and has given me less trouble since than
at any time since the 70 operation. They
kept me in the hospital for another week to
be sure nothing would go wrong and turned
me loose on 18 Oct. (My weight is now back
up to 127.)"

In forwarding photos here included Trooper
said he and Pesek had had a fine meal and
fine saki at a Japanese restaurant where the
chef did fancy knifework preparing the meat.
This of course attracted swordsman Price's
attention almost as much as the lovelies who
served the drinks. He also reported attending
an American Legion meeting where Pierce
was signing up and Stewart, Fitzmaurice, and
Barton '25 were members.

GEN
Berry assured us that despite the changes
and troubles of the past year—perhaps be-
cause of the effort necessary to overcome those
troubles and to conform to the changes—the
Corps is still far from the destination whither
it always has seemed to the old grads to
be headed.

crossed the English channel on D-Day as a
regimental cdr, lost a leg on the 6th day,
earned the 1st DSC of the invasion as well
as other decorations . . . came back to duty
at WP and helped set up the first course in
leadership . . . worked in the athletic dept
after he retired . . . has written many well
received books about cadet days, about ca-
dets, and about American history—35 in
all. At a recent session of old grads each
was asked to name the 5 grads who had
done the most for WP. I set down imme-
diately, as 1st, Red Reeder. We need more
Red Reeders in the Army." A well deserved
salute to Red, who when congratulated by me
shrugged it off modestly with: "Bruce, bless
his soul, will write next that I invented the
electric light!"

Red reports continuing improvement in
his bout with the Guillan-Barre Syndrome
which he believes he got as a result of a
tetanus shot in May 1975.

It would be far less than truthful and
would be imperfect reporting if the long
anticipated event of Jan 12 is not here
described as having total impact on our
Class. Therefore, it is the most important
item of this column! On this cold, damp,
but mostly very sad date, our beloved Bill
Connor left us. "Death is the ultimate in-
justice against which human intelligence is
powerless," wrote the late great French
fighter, writer, diplomat, Malraux. By con-
trast, I offer that "Life is the utter ignorance
of that power which could understand death."

Two great minds (of personal selection—one
living; one of "b.c." antiquity) explain prob-
lem and solution. Bill Connor lived an ac-
ceptable solution. His orders were not com-
mands, but suggestions and invitations to
accomplish; his wishes were not obligations
for others to perform; his solutions were
always thoughtfully considered, then prepared;
his capacity for compassion for others' needs

was equal to his control and suppression of
his own requirements. Eisenhower wrote of a
friend that he was never guilty of an un-
derstatement; Bill Connor was never found
engaged with an overstatement. In a re-
cent Charleston news release, as example, he
was said to have received a degree from
Oxford. Nothing was hinted that he was a
prestigious Rhodes Scholar.

I, like most of us, have a small group
of my own all-time great generals. Of course,
USMA's class of 1829, R.E. Lee heads the
list! His attributes are those against which
I measure all others. It is my judgment that
by his expressions of love for fellowman—
whether friend or foe, whether in praising
or disciplining, or in whatever communica-
tion—Lee and Connor were comparable.

And of Aristotle's moral virtues, Bill was
a paragon for most—as to courage, temper-
ence, liberality, frankness, and serenity!
Finally, I am moved to express that while
Bill was one of the staunchest supporters of
our Class statue "The soldier whom we were
trained to lead," he, himself, represents an
ideal, a model, a* paladin, and a spirit for
us all—if not for WP—that is an ultimate in-
spiration for leadership and professionalism.

On the 15th a packed Grace Episcopal
Church on the grounds of the College of
Charleston paid tribute; then the earth re-
ceived his remains at the Beaufort National
Cemetery. Those of us fortunate and privi-
leged to be near Bill and his family on this
final day were Jack Kelly, McCarty, Holder-
ness, Cage, the Ike Smiths, Chiles, Part-
ridges, and Tumages. Other old military
friends were in large numbers. Days later, I
learned Marie Williams (Inch's wife) was at
Grace Church but had no way to speak to
us. It was also with pride that I learned too
that one of the sharp young captains, pall
bearers from Ft Jackson, was CPT John T.
Beard, USMA 71 . The Senior Class Chapter,
otherwise—the large contingent of classmates
in the DC area meeting monthly—passed
a resolution in behalf of all and honoring
"our beloved past Class Pres, Billy Con-
nor." This chapter also recommended and
the Class officers later approved: that Westy
becomes Class Pres; and that the Senior
Chapter Pres (if any) be VP.

past year, he said, the Code and the Academy
can and will emerge stronger than ever—an
observation, I think, in which we all may
join. Since the publication of the full Bor-
man Report and DA response in ASSEMBLY
for Mar 77 and the Supt's letter of 18 Feb
77 to all graduates, no one need regard
himself as uninformed. We look to the
future.

In view of the Class gift of the minipark
and fountain that was dedicated near Michie
Stadium during our 30th anniv, plus all
various and sundry other claims (including
those to parts of Old Central Area), it
seems safe to say that we have a definite
interest in a piece of the Rock. However,
did you know that you also have an inter-
est in a piece of the turf—at Michie Stadium,
that is? In late Jan, the Supt addressed a
letter to all Class Pres soliciting Class dona-
tion of $1000 or more for an all-weather
artificial turf field at the stadium to serve
not only varsity football but other varsity
and intramural sports as well. The cost of
this improvement is 750 K, of which 550 K
were available. All possibilities of making
up the balance through appropriated funds

were exhausted. Reply by the end of Feb
was requested.

Lee Hogan forwarded this letter to the
DC Class "command post" with his general
endorsement and suggestion that the request
be studied and action taken. Malone and
Hardy formed a small ad hoc cmte that con-
sidered the matter and responded favorably.
Hardy, as chmn of the 30-Yr Reunion Gift
Cmte, replied to the Supt on 24 Feb and
conveyed authorization for the $1000 dona-
tion. As stated in his letter, "The $2712.71
in the WP Fund for the Class of Jun 43 rep-
resents an excess, plus accrued interest,
of funds raised from our Class to present a
gift to USMA on the occasion of the 30th
anniv, in 73, of our graduation." It was
from these funds, remaining after the mini-
park was paid for, that the donation was
made. In acknowledgment, the Supt ex-
tended thanks on behalf of the Corps and
USMA to "each member of the Class for
their support of WP." Our Class will be
listed among the donors cited on the bronze
plaque to be installed at the stadium.

In the paragraph above, I referred to the
Class command post. How many can remem-
ber how this came to be established? Frankly,
my recollection had become dim, and if ques-
tioned on the subject I probably would have
answered in terms of folklore and legend.
However, during the discussion of the turf
donation I opened certain long unused,
dusty old files one night, and there it was—
not exactly like finding a Gutenberg Bible,
maybe, but there was the evidence: a yel-
lowed and brittle but still legible copy of a
mimeographed letter (remember the mimeo-

graph process?) dated 30 Jul 63 from R.C.
Grady to all classmates of known address.
Grady reported on the balloting, as shown
by the following extracts:

"From 387 letters sent out requesting all
classmates opinions and contributions, 239
replies were received.

a. As to the establishment of the Class CP
in DC, 236 approved, so this motion was
carried. (More on this below.)

b. Concerning the Class Book, the great
majority, 170, wanted a 25-year book. It
shall be done. . . .

c. There was a clear majority in favor of
making a presentation to Class Sons graduat-
ing from any of the 4 Service Academies,
154 voted for this.

d. The Class did itself proud in the matter
of contributions. A total of $1374.71 was
given.

Considering the results of the survey some-
thing of a mandate, the DC contingent met
on 3 Jan 64 for the purpose of taking steps to
carry out the measures approved by the
Class. It was agreed that in the interests of
coordination and control it would be best
to elect an Exec VP with broad powers of
appointment and freedom of action. This
was approved and Bill Malone was elected
by unanimous acclamation."

So it was ordered; and so it was done.
The Class Fund mentioned in the historical
exercise above has provided for the gifts to
graduating sons, for flowers in cases of known
deaths, and for minor admin expenses. Malone
has been and is custodian of the fund, which
is separate and distinct from the USMA
gift fund previously mentioned, of which
Hardy is custodian. The 25th Year Book, of
which John Moses was Chief Editor, was not
only a literary smash hit but a modest finan-
cial success as well, the overage going into
the Class Fund. Bob Plett still has a few
copies, in case you didn't get one. The main
purpose of this account, however, has been
not simply to amuse you, but to summarize
the record of the Class determinations made
in 63-64 and still in effect today.

Let's leave the archives now, and get back
into the present. In Jan, Dick & Caroline
Shaefer reoccupied their home at 6424 Cross-
woods Dr, Falls Church, VA 22044 (in the
Lake Barcroft area), and were busy with the
tasks of rehabilitating the house and getting

settled again—a prospect Dick said they
were enjoying after their months of nomad
travel following his release from the hospital.
DeCamps visited them in Mar while on an
extended trip in the East. Bob has ret. again,
but claims to be working harder than ever
answering freebee consultation requests re-
lated to his academic work. Dick also told
me Deke & Betty Anne Childs are doing
fine. Deke continues to work for Northrup.
Also in Jan, Trev Sawyer informed me that
Bill Glasgow had successful heart by-pass
surgery and was recovering well. I have not
heard anything more, but trust that recovery
is continuing. Trev also told me that Bob
Mathe had recently laid a really great brick
walk, but then went skiing and wrenched
his knee badly enough to put him out of
action for awhile. Does this mean that engrs
should stick to their trowels and stay off the
sticks? Well, anyway, it's nice to have a
trade—and you know what brick layers get
these days (more than journeyman writers,

Dick, who has been a TRW rep in the DC
area for the past 12 yrs, sent me several com-
pany publications with a great deal of infor-
mation about this well-known firm whose
vast enterprises stretch from Earth to Viking
instrumentation on Mars. Of most pertinent
interest, however, was the featured story on
the top management transition scheduled in
76 and 77. On 1 Oct 76 Stan Pace became
Exec VP and Asst Pres, and is projected to
become Pres on 1 Oct 77. Stan has been an
exec vice president and director of TRW
since 65, and since 71 has managed Auto-
motive Worldwide, which had sales of about

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Clarence Edward Partridge
NO. 4766 CLASS OF 1909

Died 20 June 1976 in San Francisco,
California, aged 89 years

Interment: National Cemetery,
San Francisco, California

CLARENCE EDWARD PARTRIDGE

CLARENCE EDWARD PARTRIDGE was born on
13 August 1886 on a remote farm near New
Sharon, Maine. The small community was
severely isolated in those days, a part of the
frontier then encroaching on the vast forests
of Northwestern Maine. Thus Clare developed
at an early stage something of the pioneer
character—self-discipline, self-reliance, reti-
cence, and a rawhide-like ability to endure.

A normal boyhood on a Maine farm would
have been difficult enough, but the fates
made Clare's childhood even more stark;
when Clare was only four years old, his
father died tragically, and three years later
his stepfather died. Thus at an age when his
peers were spinning tops, Clare was shoulder-
ing the burdens of helping an ailing mother
scratch a living from the tough Maine soil.

Transition from a small farm in Maine to
the granite walls of West Point was certainly
a giant step. On the one hand, his childhood
experiences had already prepared him for the
Spartan life of a cadet—the long hours of
intensive work, reveille formations on dark
and bitterly cold mornings, isolation from
the outer world. On the other hand, life had
prepared him less well for the more sophisti-
cated world into which he moved. In par-
ticular, he was not prepared to deal with
those who seemed overly self-important or
egotistical or flamboyant. A man's status, his
pioneer instincts told him, should be judged
by performance, not by talk. Clare was less
concerned with impressing others, more con-
cerned with meeting his own self-imposed
high standards.

The HOWITZER reports that during sec-
ond class year his classmates were amazed to
find that Clare (or Molly, as he was then
called) had been found guilty of crawling a
plebe and consequently busted from sergeant
to private. Whatever the sin committed by
the plebe, this was a momentary excursion
from Clare's normally tranquil relations with
others. Throughout his life he found little
comfort in humbling his subordinates or other-
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wist- being overbearing, preferring leader-
ship to bluster, persuasion to domination.

On graduation furlough a boyhood dream
was achieved. Together with three class-
mates (possibly Harding, Davis, and Philoon)
the four set out through the Maine wilderness
to follow the route taken by Benedict Arnold
and his army in their assault on Quebec
during the Revolutionary War. For two
months the group made the long trek into
Canada by canoe, surviving by hunting and
fishing.

Clare was commissioned in the Infantry
and assigned to the 26th Infantry at Fort
Brady, Sault Sainte Marie, Michigan. There
he met Bessie Lee Glover, a popular young
lady from San Francisco who was visiting her
brother. Bessie and Clare were married on
26 October 1910. Throughout the years,
Clare recognized Bessie as the perfect Army
wife, and until her death in 1967 he remained
totally devoted to her. Clare and Bessie raised
two daughters, Betty Lee Hooper and Barbara
Ann Urban (wife of John G. Urban, United
States Military Academy, Class of 1939) and
one son, Robert B. Partridge (United States
Military Academy, Class of 1936). At the
time of his death he had a total of six grand-
children and two great-grandchildren.

In 1912 Clare was detailed to the Ordnance
Department and completed that detail four
years later, having served at Watertown
Arsenal, Sandy Hook Proving Ground, and
Picatinny Arsenal. On return to the Infantry
he served a tour in the Philippine Islands.
In 1917 he was again detailed to the Ordnance
Department, in which service he spent the
remainder of his career.

In 1918 Clare was sent to France where he
served with distinction at Headquarters,
Second Army; Headquarters, Third Army;
and Headquarters, Service of Supply. For his
efforts with the American Expeditionary
Forces, both in France and in Germany, he
was awarded the Purple Heart for "especially
meritorious and conspicuous services." There-
after Clare served as Ordnance Officer of the
I, IX and VIII Corps Areas, served three
tours in Washington at the War Department
level, and as staff officer at Benicia, Water-
town and Watervliet Arsenals. In addition, he
was the commanding officer of Benicia Arsenal
from 1925 to 1928, and was commanding
officer at Watervliet Arsenal at the time of
his retirement. During his tour at Watertown,
he was associated with a number of develop-
ments, including the process of centrifugal
casting of large caliber gun barrels. While on
the War Department staff just prior to World
War II he was deeply involved in the selec-
tion of proposed ordnance equipment for
limited production by industry—materiel
which eventually became the basic equipment
with which the Army fought the war.

Upon retirement in 1946, after 37 years
service to his country, Clare and Bessie settled
down to retired life in San Francisco, a
city they both loved.

During his varied career Clare was known
for his technical competence, his sound
judgment, and his penetrating and rigorous
approach to the problems of the day. Even
more, he was known for his interest in, and
concern for, his associates and subordinates:
which consideration for others invariably
earned him the loyalty and affection of all
who knew him. While he was understanding
of the faults of others, he held himself to the
strictest standard of conduct and performance.

It is a measure of the man that, as we
write these few and modest words in praise
of Clare, we can hear down through the years
his testy denial of any and all praise, and his

irritation with flattery. Given the opportunity,
he would have edited this biography drasti-
cally, describing himself simply as a man who
tried, throughout the years, to be a good
father and husband, a capable Army officer,
and a dedicated American. Or perhaps he
would simply have written, "I have tried
to do my duty, with honor, for my country."

It has been said that nice guys don't win
ball games. Clare's life, to the contrary, was
living proof that good men can and do win
the pennant of life.

And when Clare's course on earth was run,
it surely could be said, "Well done, be thou
at peace."

Carlos Brewer
NO. 5127 CLASS OF 1913

Died 29 September 1976 in Columbus,
Ohio, aged 85 years.

Interment: Arlington National Cemetery,
Arlington, Virginia

CARLOS BREWER was bom in Western Ken-
tucky and attended public schools and West
Kentucky College in Mayfield, Kentucky,
until he entered West Point at the age of 18
on 1 March 1909. He graduated on 12 June
1913 and chose the Field Artillery branch of
service. He married his childhood sweet-
heart, Grace Moore of Mayfield, Kentucky, on
20 December 1913.

Brewer joined the 3d Field Artillery of
Fort Sam Houston after graduation leave,
and served there and along the border of
Texas for the next three years during the
Mexican Revolution. He sailed for the Panama
Canal Zone in March 1916 with a battalion
of the 4th Field Artillery (Pack). In August
1916 he was ordered back to West Point to
join the Department of Mathematics where
he spent the next five years as instructor, as-
sistant and associate professor. Next station
was Hawaii where he served three years with
the 8th Field Artillery. Brewer was a mem-
ber of the Hawaiian Department Polo Team
and played with the team in Hawaii and in
California tournaments two winters. He
returned to the States in 1924 and served
two years with the Reserves in Denver, Col-
orado, while his wife was in Fitzsimons Gen-
eral Hospital recovering from tuberculosis. He
played polo with the Denver team during this
period.

CARLOS BREWER
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Brewer attended the Field Artillery School,
advanced course, in 1926-1927, and the
Command and General Staff College in Fort
Leavenworth in 1927-1928, graduating num-
ber one in the class. He returned to the
Field Artillery School in 1928 and served font
years in the Gunnery Department, being head
of the department (Director) the last three
years. During this period as Director of the
Department of Gunnery, he developed the
technique of fire direction with a central fire
direction center in the battalion which proved
very effective in World War II. This pro-
cedure permitted the massing of fire of all
the divisional artillery on a target that one
battery had adjusted on, or on a target that
the division commander had designated, in a
matter of minutes. One big advantage of this
central fire control is that a few specialists
can perform the necessary technical opera-
tions for the entire battalion. As a result of
this development, the division commanders
were generally well pleased with the artillery
support in World War II.

Brewer attended the Army War College in
1932-1933, graduating with a superior rating.
His next assignment was at Purdue Uni-
versity as head of the Military Science
Department of the Reserve Officers Training
Corps, which at that time was the largest
field artillery unit in the Army. After four
years at Purdue he was assigned command
of the 25th Field Artillery Battalion at
Madison Barracks in upstate New York. The
last winter of this three years service he was
ordered to Fort Benning to command the 7th
Field Artillery Regiment to develop the
organization of the Triangular Division that
was adopted and used in World War II.

Assignment to the Naval War College in
the summer of 1940 proved to be of short
duration for the Army started its expansion
preparatory to our entry into World War II
and in September he was assigned to the new
9th Infantry Division as Assistant Chief of
Staff, G3, at Fort Bragg, North Carolina,
under General Devers. He was promoted to
Chief of Staff of the Division and took part
in the Second Army maneuvers in North Car-
olina. General Drum, who commanded the
Second Army in the maneuvers, rated the
9th Infantry Division as the best in his Army.

In February 1942 Brewer was promoted
to brigadier general and was assigned to the
newly organized 6th Armored Division as
Combat Commander. In September he was
selected to command the 12th Armored
Division and promoted to major general. He
organized this division and trained it for
two years, first at Camp Campbell, Ken-
tucky, and then in maneuvers in eastern Ten-
nessee, and thence to Camp Berkley, Texas.

In September 1944 the division was given
its final test for combat service in which it
received an excellent rating. Despite the good
record of the 12th Armored Division, Brewer
was relieved and assigned to a replacement
training camp. General Marshall informed
him that General Eisenhower had requested
only the younger division commanders be
sent overseas. Brewer was 54 years old and
was suffering from a back injury of his polo
playing days so he was not surprised but, of
course, was disappointed. He recalled that
General Pershing had set the top age of
division commanders in World War I at 50
years. Rather than take command of a
training camp and see no combat service,
he requested that he revert to his permanent
grade of colonel in hopes of being able to
get a combat assignment in the Artillery.
He had missed combat service in World War
I due to his assignment at West Point, and
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he did not want to let this last chance to
do combat duty slip by. A letter to General
Devers who was then Commanding General
of the Second Army Group in France brought
the desired request for his services to com-
mand a newly organized (46th) group of
heavy Army artillery which was assigned to
the Seventh Army. This was a happy as-
signment for Brewer since the Army Com-
mander was General Alexander Patch, a
classmate at West Point and a good friend
with whom he had served in the 9th Infantry
Division just before the war.

This Artillery Group took its place in the
line in January 1945 in the Vosges Moun-
tains in support of the Sixth Corps, com-
manded by Major General Brooks. This
service carried on through the spring offen-
sive, penetrating the Siegfried Line, crossing
the Rhine, and advancing through the Black-
Forest and Bavaria, ending on the 8th of May
at Garmisch in the Alps when the Germans
surrendered. Brewer was recommended by
Generals Patch and Devers for promotion
to brigadier general during this service but
since the end of the war was in sight, Gen-
eral Eisenhower discontinued further pro-
motions. He served in the Army of Occupa-
tion as Seventh Army Artillery Officer com-
manded by General Geoffrey Keyes, and as
Commander of the Heidelberg Enclave.

He returned to the States in the spring of
1947 with the intention of retiring, but he
was asked to take the post of Professor of
Military Science at Ohio State University to
reinstate the Reserve Officers Training Corps
program on a peace time basis. With his four
years service at Purdue before the war as
a background he was especially qualified for
this assignment and he accepted the post.
The Ohio State University had one of the
largest enrollments in the ROTC program of
any university in the United States. All
branches of the Army and Air Force were
represented in the ROTC, including the
Medical and Dental services. He was gratified
to have the Ohio State University unit
awarded the highest rating in the Second
Army at the annual examination by a board
of officers.

He reached the retiring age of sixty years
on 5 December 1950 and retired at the end
of the month in the highest grade (major
general) that he held during the war. The
Ohio State University Research Foundation
offered him the position of Executive As-
sistant and Consultant on classified military
research contracts, which he accepted. This
proved to be an interesting position and he
served the University as well as the military
in this position for ten years. Having lived
in Columbus fourteen years and being well
acquainted with the university personnel, he
decided to make Columbus his retirement
home. It was also centrally located with ref-
erence to the homes of his four children:
Carlos Jr., a doctor, lived in Clarksville,
Tennessee; Ted, an electrical engineer, with
Bell Labs in New Jersey; and Bob and Betty
were in the Army and were located in the
Washington area. He lost his first wife after a
long illness in 1956. In 1959 he met and mar-
ried Mary Taylor Williams, a widow, who
was a librarian in Columbus. They made
numerous trips abroad during the following
fifteen years. Thereafter, their travels were
limited to visits with members of their
families.

Carlos' principal recreation during his
active service was polo. He played on teams
from West Point, Hawaii, Denver, Fort Sill
and Fort Leavenworth, participating in

numerous tournaments from Hawaii to
Meadow Brook, New York.

He was devoted to the Military Academy
and always said his four years and three
months as a cadet, and later five years as a
math instructor were the happiest years of
his service. He was also devoted to his class
and never missed a class reunion when he
was stationed in the mainland. Above all
else, however, he was devoted to his family
and took much pride in their achievements
and was especially proud of his fifteen grand-
children and two great-grandchildren.

For all his Classmates we do mourn our
loss of this fine classmate but not so much
his going after his long and distinguished life.
We thank God that such a classmate did live
and joined the Long Gray Line.

Harry Clyde Ingles
NO. 5241 CLASS OF 1914

Died 14 August 1976 in Bethesda,
Maryland, aged 88 years.

Interment: Arlington National Cemetery,
Arlington, Virginia

HARRY CLYDE INGLES was born in Pleasant
Hill, Nebraska, on 12 March 1888, the son
of John William and Martha (Turner) Ingles.
He attended high school at Lincoln, Nebraska,
and entered the University of Nebraska,
where he studied electrical engineering and
was a member of Beta Theta Pi fraternity.
He took the examination for the Military
Academy while a junior at the University of
Nebraska, and was admitted in 1910 just a
few days shy of the maximum age limit. As
the oldest member of his class, he fell heir
to the traditional nickname of "Dad."

Dad was a nickname that suited him well.
His patience and common sense quickly es-
tablished him as an adviser and counselor to
his peers. After his death a classmate wrote:
"He was much liked by his West Point class-
mates and admired by them for his skill
in rationalizing any event or situation. He
dispensed wisdom. It was probably this bent
in him rather than the mere fact of his
being the eldest member of the Class of
1914 that led us to call him 'Dad' all down
the years."

Upon graduation he was assigned to the
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14th Infantry at Fort Lawton, Washington.
In December 1914 he married Grace M.
Salisbury of Lincoln, Nebraska. He saw serv-
ice on the Mexican border during the years
prior to World War I. During the war he was
in charge of military and technical training
of Signal Corps officers. This experience led
to a transfer to the Signal Corps in 1920.

Like so many of his contemporaries, Dad
Ingles spent the years between the wars pre-
paring himself for the responsibilities that
lay ahead. He graduated from the Army
Signal School, the Command and General
Staff School and was twice Director of the
Signal School. He commanded the 51st Sig-
nal Battalion. While serving in the operations
section of the Army General Staff from 1935
to 1939, he was the principal architect of
the "triangular" infantry division organization
which was used during World War II.

He was appointed brigadier general in
May 1941, and served as Signal Officer and
later Chief of Staff of the Caribbean Defense
Command. He became a major general in
1942 and commanded the Panama Mobile
Forces. In January 1943 he was sent to
England as Deputy Commander of the Euro-
pean Theater under Lieutenant General Frank
Andrews. In July 1943 he returned to the
United States as Chief Signal Officer of
the United States Army, a position he held
until his retirement. His decorations included
the Distinguished Service Medal with Oak
Leaf Cluster; Commander of the Order of
the British Empire; Officer of the Legion
of Honor (France); Commander, Orden del
Libertador (Venezuela); and Commander,
Orden de Boyaca (Colombia).

He retired from the Army in 1947, and
immediately began a second career in com-
munications. He was president of RCA Global
Communications from 1947 to 1953. After
retirement from RCA Globcom, he continued
to serve as director of that company, direc-
tor of RCA Corporation and direction of
National Broadcasting Company until 1969.
He received Honorary Doctor of Engineering
degrees from the University of Nebraska and
the Polytechnic Institute of Brooklyn. He was
the founder of the Army Signal Association
which is now known as the Armed Forces
Communications and Electronics Association
(AFCEA), and in 1947 was made an Honor-
ary Life Member of the Association.

Dad Ingles was buried with full military
honors at Arlington National Cemetery, Ar-
lington, Virginia. He is survived by his wife
Grace, his daughter Mary, his son John,
six grandchildren and one great-grandchild.
Among many achievements, he was above all
a soldier and a loyal son of West Point. His
life exemplified the words of the Cadet
Prayer:

"Help us to maintain the honor of the
Corps untarnished and unsullied and to show
forth in our lives the ideals of West Point
in doing our duty to Thee and to our
Country."

NO. 5763 CLASS OF AUGUST 1917

Died 6 June 1976 in Kingston,
Pennsylvania, aged 80 years.

SAMUEL DURAND RINGSDORF

THE LAST TIME this writer saw Sam Ringsdorf
was at a luncheon meeting of the West Point
Society of New York in late January 1976.
He had been an active member of the Society
for a number of years. But for reasons of
health and relocation to Wilkes-Barre, Penn-
sylvania, his presence at functions in recent
years had been infrequent. Indeed, being
there this time required special effort—an
effort indicative of his desire to remain
physically and mentally active as long as
possible. Shortly after his return to Wilkes-
Barre he passed into a coma from which he
never regained consciousness; death occurred
on 6 June 1976.

Samuel Durand Ringsdorf was born 18
July 1895 in Wilkes-Barre, where he was
raised and graduated from high school. Entry
into what became the Class of August 1917
followed. Commissioned in the Field Artillery,
he served with the 15th Field Artillery
Regiment in France and Germany between
1917 and 1919; in the same years he com-
pleted schooling at the Army General Staff
College and served on the General Staff at
both III and VI Army Corps. After his
European service he remained with his
regiment at Camp Travis, Texas, until Sep-
tember 1921 when he resigned his commis-
sion. In 1942 he returned to active duty for
a period of two years, serving in the grade
of colonel and commanding the Michigan
Military District.

In 1926 Durand, as he was known to
family and friends of that time, received his
Bachelor of Laws degree Summa Cum Laude
from the University of Pittsburgh and prac-
ticed law for several years. His later civilian
career included service in the educational
field at Avon Old Farms Preparatory School,
in the banking industry and as an executive
with the Anthracite Operators Association.
For the last quarter century of his life he
was associated with the Massachusetts Mutual
Life Insurance Company as an agent.

He was married to Ellen Strong Page in
1929, but the couple was divorced several

years later. He is survived principally by a
brother and a sister, as well as a number of
nieces and nephews.

In conducting his insurance business, Sam,
as he became known in later life, spent a
great deal of time at West Point. His en-
gaging personality and his avid interest in
the Army sports program won him a wide
circle of friends among people of all ages
comprising the West Point community. In
support of the football team, Sam, along with
his brother Paschal, Class of 1923, established
the Ringsdorf award in 1961. This is an
award to the most valuable Army player in
the Navy game; its unique feature is that the
players themselves select the cadet to be
honored.

In his last decade major physical afflictions
—a heart attack and two broken hips, one of
which finally necessitated major surgery-
failed to daunt Sam's zest for an enjoy-
ment of the full life. A fitting epitaph would
come from Longfellow's A Psalm of Life:

. . . We can make our lives sublime,
And, departing, leave behind us

Footprints on the sands of time
Footprints, that perhaps another

. . . Seeing, shall take heart again.

JUNE 1977

Patrick Henry Tansey
NO. 5896 CLASS OF JUNE 1918

Died 3 February 1976 in Blackburg,
Virginia, aged 82 years.

Interment: Arlington National Cemetery,
Arlington, Virginia

"WILD IRISH PAT, a fighter from first to last!
When Pat once comes to a decision, he
backs it with all the enthusiasm possible."
How correct and prophetic was the above
HOWITZER write-up of young Cadet Pat
Tansey. His drive, his fight, and his enthu-
siasm never faltered during his military
career and after.

Pat was born in Mount Vernon, Indiana,
26 January 1894. As one of the seven chil-
dren of Henry and Anne Tansey his early
life was one of love and sharing. His aca-
demic life was nurtured by both his parents,
his father having spent graduate years acquir-
ing a classical education with added empha-
sis on mathematics and science and his
mother having graduated from Saint Mary of
the Woods College.

When Pat was a boy the family moved to
Memphis, Tennessee. Gifted with rare intel-
lectual talent and having developed the
self-discipline to study, Pat attained aca-
demic honors in high school and Christian
Brothers College where he received his Bache-
lor of Arts degree in 1914. He became an
excellent gymnast in the Memphis Turn-
verein and spent much time on the baseball
field.

In his younger years he had read about
the great horsemanship of Ulysses S. Grant
at West Point and determined that sometime,
he too, would become a West Pointer. That
day was delayed until he was nominated by
Senator McKellar to the Military Academy.
By that time Pat was a college graduate but
his motivation was great enough to begin an
academic career anew. He took his entrance
exams at Fort Logan H. Roots, Arkansas,
completed them successfully, and undertook
a comprehensive physical program in prepara-
tion for the gruelling months ahead.

Pat arrived at West Point early enough
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to have one day of leisure before subjecting
himself to the tribulations of the "Beast
Detail." He knew little of West Point and
wanted to find out more. In mufti, he mean-
dered throughout the post. He found himself
in Cullum Hall and was deeply impressed
with its dignity and splendor. He viewed the
memorials, the bronze lists of those who had
sacrificed their lives for their country and
decided, in those moments, that West Point
was truly the place for him. The traditions
and inspiration of West Point remained
deeply in his consciousness through thirty-
five years of service—service in which he saw
three sons and a grandson graduate from
West Point, one son graduate from Annapo-
lis and one daughter marry a West Pointer.

While at West Point, Pat's enthusiasm
never flagged. He relished the life of a
cadet. He excelled at academics, gymnastics,
wrestling, and riding. Pat was always an
engineer but he never failed to find time to
help some poor goat sidestep the academic
tribunal. During his yearling furlough, Pat,
always conscientious and eager, volunteered
to help train the National Guard officers and
soldiers in and around Memphis who were
preparing for World War I. As a result, he
received the official thanks of the city. The
sacrifice of his valuable time exemplified the
spirit he found at West Point.

While a cadet he met Jody, the sister of
Heine Baish, a classmate, and a romance de-
veloped. Jody and Pat continued to see one
another during cadet days. They were mar-
ried on 28 December 1918 at Greenville,
South Carolina. Their devoted marriage con-
tinued for fifty-seven years. On their golden
wedding anniversary they received acclama-
tion from their family, many friends and
others to include the Pope and the President.

After graduating into the Corps of Engi-
neers, Pat served at several places for short
periods of time due to wartime conditions.
He was at Camp Humphreys (now Fort
Belvoir); Camp Sevier, South Carolina; Camp
Courchesne, El Paso, Texas; and Camp Cody,
New Mexico. In February 1919, he returned
to Camp Humphreys as a student officer at
The Engineer School. Jody accompanied him
to all these stations. June 1919 found him
on the high seas bound for Europe. He had
the good fortune of making an observation
tour of the World War battlefields and of
other historic battlegrounds in England,
Scotland, France, Belgium and Germany,
which was particularly useful to him years
later when he taught military history at West
Point.

He returned to The Engineer School for a
year as a student officer. During this time
Pat and Jody were delighted by the arrival
of their first son, Pat Jr.

It was then to Oregon State College, Cor-
vallis, where Pat enjoyed his tour as Chief
of the Engineer Section, Reserve Officers
Training Corps. He remembered this tour
with affection. Among the highlights were
his acquisition of surplus equipment such as
wye and dumpy levels for the Department of
Engineering, the successes of the Engineer
Reserve Officers Training Corps Rifle and
Pistol Teams at Camp Perry and Fort Humph-
reys, and the addition of two sons, Ted and
Bob, to the clan. Pat's "Polo Team" was
coming to fruition.

After four delightful years in Oregon Pat
returned to Fort Humphreys in 1924 as a
student officer at The Engineer School. As
usual he graduated with honors. He re-
mained there to command C Company of the
13th Engineers for 3 years. In all of his Army

career the command of C Company was his
greatest pride. His off-time he spent playing
polo. He was a member of the Engineer
Polo Team from 1924 through 1927. Having
seen it, who can ever forget Pat and Bill
Hodge, the greatest of friends, riding each
other off, their mounts going hell-for-leather
at break neck speeds. Several near disastrous
falls did not deter Pat from coming back
for more.

Pat always took an interest in the develop-
ment of all boys. At this time he instituted
the Star Boys Club. He acquired Krag rifles
for drill and exercise; he built gymnastic ap-
paratuses and instructed boys in their use.
He held exhibitions to support the club.
Most of the boys, all of whom were anxious
to belong, remember the club with nostalgia-
boys like Ted Marks, Bill Hoge, the Tanseys,
and the Clays—all of whom later became
military officers. The work with the long-
barreled and heavy Krags laid a firm foun-
dation for a snappy manual of arms for some
of the youngsters later at West Point. Pat's
sound philosophy—7 Think I Can, I Know I
Can, I Can—aided many youngsters, then
and in later life albeit subconsciously.

In 1928, Pat joined the faculty at West
Point in the Engineering Department where
he taught both civil engineering and military
history to the First Class. Many years later
he was extremely pleased when he learned
that the cadets had dubbed him 3.0 Tansey.
It was here that his only daughter, Mary
Katharine—after Jody the flower of his heart-
was born. At the time of Mary's birth, in
August, Pat was a counsellor at Camp
Avosting some 90 miles away. In the ab-
sence of any immediate means of transporta-
tion, Pat, upon hearing the good news, rode
horseback into West Point over rugged moun-
tain trails. He was not one to be stopped
by seemingly insurmountable barriers! Colonel
Hugh Davison, United States Air Force
(Retired), whom Pat taught and counselled
at Avosting, says that Pat exerted the great-
est influence for good on him of any one
mentor in his life.

While at West Point Pat took charge of
the Boys' Camp at Round Pond. He is re-
membered fondly by many of those who
attended as Chief Blacksnake. Pat's objective
was to develop the youngsters physical
capabilities, to teach them self confidence,
and uppermost to see that they enjoyed
good, wholesome fun with minimum restric-

tion. Round Pond Camp enjoys hundreds of
alumni: George and Tim Brown, Freddy
Boye, Hal Barber, the Timothy and Miley
boys, and Tony Hartman to name only a
few. George Brown, after he had achieved
distinction in the United States Air Force,
told Pat's grandson Vic that his grandfather
was the best counsellor of boys in his expe-
rience.

Pat was also the officer in charge of the
Cadet Gymnastics Team. In this capacity
he recruited Tom Maloney as coach. Tom
led many Army teams to victory and later
became coach of the United States Olympic
Gym Team.

In 1932 Pat received orders for Hawaii.
Pat's first assignment was command of F
Company, 3d Engineers, at Schofield Barracks.
After a year in this job and after receiving
his captaincy, he was ordered to the District
Engineer's office in Honolulu. Pat loved
Hawaii, lived on the beach outside Fort De-
Russy, and was able to take a daily swim
after work. The two years in Honolulu were
perhaps the happiest years of Jody's and Pat's
lives.

Among other projects, Pat was responsible
for the construction of ammunition tunnels
in Aliamanu Crater, none of which were de-
stroyed on 7 December 1941.

Pat's next assignment was the Command
and General Staff School at Fort Leaven-
worth, as a student. He completed this course
with the same excellence he had shown in
other schools.

From Fort Leavenworth it was Washing-
ton, D.C. as executive officer to the Engi-
neer Commissioner. He accomplished this
assignment with his usual vigor and integ-
rity. In 1939, he and Jody were delighted
at the birth of their last son, Mike.

War clouds were gathering in 1940 as he,
now a major, received his orders to Camp
Jackson, South Carolina. Pat established and
commanded the 12th Combat Engineer Bat-
talion of the 8th Infantry Division. His
philosophy was that the combat Engineers
would not only know their own specialties
but would be able to fight as capably as
the Infantry. He trained his troops long and
hard to accomplish this dual mission. As
Division Engineer he was also responsible
for planning and constructing military facili-
ties such as firing ranges and combat courses.
By this time he had achieved the rank of
lieutenant colonel.

As a result of the priority requirement to
bring highly competent officers to the Wash-
ington Command Post, Pat returned to Wash-
ington in 1941 to serve in Operations Divi-
sion (OPD). During the war years his prin-
cipal duty was Chief of the Logistics Group,
ODP, Washington Command Post, under
General George C. Marshall. Pat controlled
at the highest level the operational logistics
of the United States Army deployed world-
wide and also of Allied Armies, all of whom
were using United States equipment. Pat
was also a primary logistic advisor to the
United States Joint Chiefs of Staff and the
Combined Chiefs of Staff making final recom-
mendations. Pat received his colonelcy and
briagadier generalcy in this assignment. De-
spite the very responsible and demanding job,
Pat always found time to take Mary and Mike
hiking along the C&O Canal to Glen Echo
and Great Falls.

During his very responsible assignment in
Washington, he accomplished several special
missions. In 1941 he was sent to examine
Iceland for preliminary base development for
United States troops. His transportation was
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a gasoline tanker in convoy. Several clays out
of Boston the convoy was attacked by Ger-
man submarines and a number of "ships were
sunk. Had his tanker been hit, the chance
for survival was very slim. He arrived safely
in Iceland. Pat ran the same gauntlet on his
return to American waters and his ship was
forced into Halifax. He was authorized to
wear the Battle Star on his American Defense
Ribbon.

He attended the Cairo Conference and at
its conclusion continued to the East by air
to meet with General MacArthur and staff
in Australia. From Australia he flew across
the Pacific and then to Washington, D.C.
thus circling the globe. As a result of this
circumnavigation of the globe by air in
wartime, he became a charter member of
the International Air Magellan Club. Dis-
daining the short-snorter dollar bill, this club
signed bills of five dollar denomination.

In early 1945, Judge Patterson, Secretary
of War, not desiring a large entourage, se-
lected Pat to accompany him on an inspection
trip to Europe. Pat visited the headquarters
of General Eisenhower, General Patton, and
the headquarters of the 30th Division and
11th Armored Division in which two of his
sons had served and had recently been
wounded during the battle of the Ardennes
Forest.

In June 1945, after V-E Day, but not
before he had been awarded the Distin-
guished Service Medal for his work in OPD,
he was assigned to the Southwest Pacific
Theater under General MacArthur. Pat as-
sisted in planning the conquest of Japan
and later its occupation. He later performed
duty with the United States Army Service
Command supporting General Headquarters
Army Forces, Pacific, in the following ca-
pacities: Chief of Engineers, G4, Chief of
Staff, Deputy Commander, and Chief of
Operations. He received a Legion of Merit
in recognition and promotion to General
MacArthur's staff. General MacArthur chose
Pat Tansey for the unchartered job as Civil
Property Custodian to the Allied Powers.

Pat remained in this most sensitive job from
1945 until 1949 when he returned to Wash-
ington as Chief of the Supply Division, Dep-
uty Chief of Staff Logistics, United States
Army. He supervised the logistic supply of
the Korean War and United States Troops
deployed globally. In recognition he was
promoted to major general. During the Korean
War, in 1950, he headed the Special Mission
to Japan to advise and assist the Supreme
Commander of potential logistic support for
the Inchon Invasion.

In 1952 as Special Assistant to the Chief
of Engineers, United States Army Pat visited
United States Engineer units worldwide to
make recommendations for improvement of
the Corps of Engineers in all aspects.

Pat retired in 1953 in a poignant cere-
mony at Fort Belvoir, Virginia (old Fort
Humphreys) where his engineer career had
commenced thirty-five years before. In giving
his farewell address to the assembled troops,
officers, and officer candidates (without notes,
of course; Pat never used notes even in talks
to classes at Fort Leavenworth or the National
War College) Pat emphasized things which
were relevant to his audience: integrity,
knowledge, drive, self-confidence, high leader-
ship challenge, and the adventure and ex-
citement of a career in the Corps of Engi-
neers. Pat was the living example of all he
described.

After retirement Pat was recalled to active
duty and spent several more years in gov-
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eminent service. He rc-retired to his home
in Arlington where he worked amid his
beloved roses and tomatoes and became an
avid golfer. He was deeply involved in at-
tempts to secure recomputation. Always a
champion of the underdog, Pat led a num-
ber of uphill, but successful, fights in sup-
port of capable junior officers whom he con-
sidered unjustly passed over for promotion
by the Army and threatened with discharge.
This was a difficult task for him because of
his divided loyalty to the Army and to the
individual. However, he considered what
was just was right.

Pat and Jody moved to Blackburg, Vir-
ginia, in 1972 to be near their daughter
Mary and to enjoy the clear and clean air of
the Blue Ridge Mountains. It was here on
3 February 1976 that he died.

Pat Tansey: successful officer, beloved hus-
band and father, leader and moulder of
men, man of honor and integrity. Pat led
a wonderful, responsible, deeply religious, ex-
citing and noble life. All he received from
the United States, and especially West Point,
he returned in full measure. He lived to
see and influence four sons and a daughter,
twenty-one grandchildren, and two great-
grandchildren. We loved him deeply and will
miss him greatly. God bless him!

David Ayres Depue Ogden
NO. 6041 CLASS OF NOVEMBER 1918

Died 26 November 1969 in Bradenton,
Florida, aged 72 years.

DAVID AYRES DEPUE OGDEN, better known
to his comrades in the Corps as "Dave," was
born in Newark, New Jersey, on 16 October
1897. He attended Kent School, Kent, Con-
necticut, and Princeton University (1914-
1916) before entering West Point in the
Class of 1920 as one of it's youngest mem-
bers. World War I pre-empted his scholarly
pursuits, and along with his classmates, he
graduated in 1918 a few days prior to the
end of hostilities.

Upon graduation Dave was commissioned
a second lieutenant in the Corps of Engi-
neers and assigned to The Engineer School

at Fort Belvoir, Virginia (then Camp Humph-
reys). This assignment included temporary
duty with the American Expeditionary Forces
in France for a few months and a chance to
see what war was really all about. He was
promoted to first lieutenant in the Engineers
25 May 1919 and continued training at Camp
Pike, Arkansas, where he met and married
his beloved wife, Pauline Bennitt Wright, at
Bennitt Hall Plantation, Pine Bluff, Arkansas
(the home of her aunt and uncle). Unlike
Dave who came from the old Elizabethtown
"Ogden Family" of New England, Polley
hailed from Southern stock, and was a direct
lineal descendant of Captain John Wright,
2d Georgia Regiment, Georgia Line (Revolu-
tionary War); Major Benjamin Wright, 39th
Infantry (War of 1812 and Mexican War);
and Brigadier General Marcus Wright, Con-
federate States of America, (Civil War).

In 1921 he and his bride were assigned to
the Reserve Officers Training Corps unit at
the Massachusetts Institute of Technology
at Cambridge, Massachusetts. Here his two
sons, Ziba Bennitt and David Ayres Depue
Junior, were born. Thence followed a tour
of duty with the 11th Engineers at Corozal,
Panama Canal Zone. He would serve in
future days in this area again under very dif-
ferent circumstances!

In 1928 Dave got his first taste of real
civil engineering with his assignment as as-
sistant to the District Engineer, Milwaukee,
Wisconsin, followed by duty on the Calumet
Sag River Project with the District Engineer
in Chicago, Illinois.

In 1934 he was assigned to the 2d Engi-
neers at Fort Logan, Colorado, with additional
duty with the Civilian Conservation Corps,
Colorado District, and was promoted to
captain. In 1935 the largest earth dam in
the world was being built at Fort Peck, Mon-
tana, and Dave was eager to meet the chal-
lenge as Chief of Construction under com-
mand of his old friend, Tom Larkin.

Now the war in Europe was threatening;
Dave was assigned to Washington, D.C,
in the Old War Department as assistant to the
Chief of Engineers, promoted to major,
Corps of Engineers in 1940, thence to Trini-
dad in the British West Indies where he was
responsible for the construction of a number
of Lend-Lease Bases. It was here that his
earlier experience in Panama stood him in
good stead! He was promoted to lieutenant
colonel in 1941 and colonel five months
later.

With his promotion to colonel came the
challenge of command of the 3d Engineer
Amphibious Brigade at Fort Edwards, Mas-
sachusetts. After months of preparation for
combat, movement to Camp Gordan Johnson,
Florida, and a promotion to brigadier gen-
eral, Dave headed for the South Pacific in
1943, participating in the New Guinea Cam-
paign, Bismarck-Solomons Campaigns, Phil-
ippine Liberation, Borneo Campaign and
numerous others.

After a brief tour in now occupied Japan,
Dave returned to the United States for as-
signments at San Luis Obispo, Coronado
and Fort Ord, California, and Fort Worden,
Washington, as Commander, 2d Engineer
Special Brigade and Commander, Fort Ord,
participating in the Eniwetok, Marshall Is-
lands Atom Bomb tests in 1947-1948.

After a brief stint as Assistant G3 in
Washington, D.C, it was back to the Far
East as Chief Engineer and later Command-
ing General, Ryukus Islands (Deputy Gov-
ernor) and promotion to major general. From
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1955 thru 1957 Dave served as the Inspector
General, United States Army in Washington,
was promoted to lieutenant general and re-
tired with residence in Washington, D.C.

Dave subsequently moved to Wenatchee,
Washington, where he became deeply in-
volved with his great love, civil engineering
and dam construction on the Columbia River.
Polly passed away and Dave joined his son,
Colonel Ziba B. Ogden, United States Air
Force, who was serving as Base Commander,
Castle Air Force Base, California. After his
son's retirement in 1969, the whole family
settled in Bradenton, Florida, where he died
quietly and peacefully in his sleep in Novem-
ber of 1969.

He is survived by his two sons, Colonel
Ziba B. Ogden, United States Air Force
(Retired) of Bradenton, Florida, and David
Ayres Depue Ogden Jr. of Mercer Island,
Washington, seven grandchildren and six
great-grandchildren.

Polly and Dave now both rest peacefully
under the old elms of Arlington National
Cemetery on a hillside overlooking Washing-
ton, D.C, where they spent so many happy
years. His last remarks contained on a vital
statistics sheet of the "Cullum File" com-
pleted shortly before his demise stated: "I
had a swell time and a good life—proud to be
an Engineer Officer 1918-1957, 39 years!"

Dave truly loved the Army, his country,
and his family. His last thoughts, as he took
his place in the "Long Gray Line" were most
certainly of the "Corps, and the Corps, and
the Corps!" He will be missed by family and
friends alike!

Albert Walker Johnson

Died 13 July 1976 in Richmond,
Virginia, aged 81 years.

AFTER SEVERAL YEARS of much discomfort
from emphysema which restricted him to
his home, Al Johnson died on the 13th of
July 1976. He was born in England on the
16th of May 1895. He became one of our
class' leading lawyers and spent years in the
Judge Advocate General's Department in the
regular service. Al was a very popular class-
mate, a first sergeant as a cadet and an en-
thusiastic Cavalryman upon graduation.

Before entering West Point he had at-
tended Brown University for a year. Imme-
diately after graduation he attended the
Machine Gun School at Camp Hancock,
Georgia. He remained there as an instructor
until the end of May 1919, when he went
to France and Germany where he had assign-
ments with the Rents, Requisitions and Claims
Service and in the Provisional Cavalry Squad-
ron in Germany until January 1921. He
went to Danzig, Poland, and returned with
Polish-Americans who were being repatriated
to the United States.

Taking a detail in the Air Corps he was
a student at the Air Service Primary Flying
School at Carlstrom Field, Florida, until 1
July 1921 when he joined the 2d Cavalry at
Fort Riley, Kansas. While there he took
courses at The Cavalry School, graduating
in June 1922. From there he joined the 1st
Machine Gun Squadron at Douglas, Arizona,
where he remained until August 1924. Al
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was transferred to the 5th Cavalry at Fort
Clark, Texas, for two years and then assigned
to the 2d Cavalry at Fort Riley. In August
1927 he attended The Signal School at Fort
Monmouth, New Jersey, graduating in June
1928. He was then assigned to the 6th
Cavalry at Fort Oglethorpe, Georgia, where
he remained until February 1932 when he
became the adjutant at the Disciplinary Bar-
racks at Governor's Island, New York, until
August 1934.

At this time he became a student at the
law school, University of Virginia in Char-
lottesville, and obtained a Doctor of Laws
degree in June 1937. He spent a year in the
Claims Division of the Department of Jus-
tice and was in the Office of the Judge Advo-
cate General by July 1938. During this time
he was admitted to practice in the United
States Court of Claims and the United
States Circuit Court of Appeals.

In May of 1939 Al transferred to the Judge
Advocate General's Department. He became
the Judge Advocate General for the IV Army
Corps at Camp Beauregard, Louisiana in
February of 1941 and in June of 1942 he was
in the European Theater of Operations as
Assistant Judge Advocate General of the
Service of Supply and later Judge Advocate
General of the Communications Zone and
then Deputy Theater Judge Advocate Gen-
eral. He went from this assignment to Italy
joining the Fifth Army as its Judge Advo-
cate General on 4 November 1944 serving
as such during the North Appenines and Po
Valley campaigns and until 15 September
1945. He returned to Washington to be-
come the Chief of the Military Justice Division
in the Office of the Judge Advocate General.

Al retired as a colonel at his own re-
quest on 31 January 1947. He settled in
Richmond, Virginia, and was the Assistant
Counsel for the State Corporation Commis-
sion where he was held in very high regard.
He became a member of the Virginia State
Bar, the State Bar Association and the Rich-
mond Bar Association. He was also admitted
to practice before the State Supreme Court
of Appeals of Virginia. In 1969 he retired
for age and ended his active legal service.

On the 1st of May 1930 Al married Miss
Mary Reed in Richmond. They had two chil-
dren, Walker Reed born in 1931, and Molly
Reed born in 1933. From his military service
he had the Legion of Merit and the Commen-
dation Ribbon and Italy gave him its Military

Valor Cross. Among Al's many interests was
that of athletics of all types wherein he was
always an active and outstanding participant.
Even in his high school days he was a quar-
terback and again at Brown and at the Point
he was on the squads as a quarterback. He
coached the football teams on his many
cavalry posts and when in the 5th and 6th
Cavalrys he was an outstanding polo player.

As Al joins eternally that Long Gray Line,
he leaves behind an adoring family and
classmates to a man who hold him in com-
plete respect. Even separated as we have been
by the exigencies of service, we have lost a
friend and one we all admire.

Lester Francis Rhodes
NO 6286 CLASS OF 1919

Died 20 August 1975 in Novata,
California, aged 78 years.

Interment: Arlington National Cemetery,
Arlington, Virginia

LESTER FRANCIS RHODES was born in Wes-
sington Springs, South Dakota, on 15 Febru-
ary 1897, the son of Nathaniel G. and Rachel
(Towner) Rhodes. His family moved to
Centralia, Washington, where he completed
his public school education at the Centralia
High School in 1914 and was appointed to
the United States Military Academy in 1917
from the State of Washington, 3d Congres-
sional District.

Lester, "Dusty" or "Lestah," as he was
better known to his old friends, was a member
of the unique class of the Academy which
entered in June 1917, was graduated on 1
November 1918, returned to the Academy as
student officers after the Armistice on 3
December 1918 and graduated again on 11
June 1919. Those were difficult days for
both students and faculty but Lester showed
a high degree of competence during the stu-
dent officer period which entitled him to se-
lect the Corps of Engineers as his branch
of service.

After a year of duty with troops, he and
the other engineers of his class were detailed
to the Massachusetts Institute of Technology
for additional engineering education, and
after approximately two school years of
study were graduated with a Bachelor of
Science degree in civil engineering. The
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bachelors in the class lived together in a
large rented house in Boston where many
happy memories and tall tales had their
origin. It was during this period of inten-
sive study that Lester showed early signs
of his dedication to civil engineering as his
primary career interest.

He had the usual assignments to troop
duty, civil works, instructional duty at West
Point and with ROTC units. In 1941, when
an accelerated construction program for
mobilization and training facilities was begun,
Lester was assigned to the New England
Engineer Division with headquarters in New
York City where he served as executive as-
sistant to the Division Engineer and as
Chief, Operations Division. In 1942 he took
command of the 6th Engineer Battalion, Fort
Leonard Wood, and in 1943 was transferred
to the Pacific Theater where he commanded
the 43d Engineer General Service Regiment,
was Base Engineer, Base B (Oro Bay, New
Guinea) and later was Chief, Operations Sec-
tion, Headquarters, Service of Supply, South-
west Pacific Area. He was awarded the
Legion of Merit for his service in the Pa-
cific Theater which was terminated in De-
cember 1944 after a period of illness.

Lester was returned to the States and
early in 1945 was assigned as District Engi-
neer, Sacramento Engineer District, where
he served for two more years until hospitali-
zation from April 1948 to March 1949 led
to his retirement on 30 June 1949.

Shortly after retirement a new career be-
gan for him which was to continue for the
next fourteen years, probably the happiest
and most rewarding in his life. In 1952 he
was employed by the nationally known engi-
neering firm of Parsons, Brinkerhoff, Quade
and Douglas, first as a staff engineer and
later as an associate member of the firm.
His assignments included transportation
studies in Ecuador and Colombia, and the
last four years prior to retirement from the
firm in 1966 were spent in connection with
the billion dollar San Francisco Bay Area
Rapid Transit Project.

Lester had several major hobbies. He
was artistic, enjoyed drawing and sketching,
and at one time won a national contest for a
folio of pen and ink sketches of the Presi-
dents of the United States. He was a tour-
nament bridge player of outstanding ability
but he was proud to admit that his wife
Kay, who held the Woman's National Bridge
Championship for five years, was the better
player.

He was essentially a modest person, an
independent and original thinker, did not
make friends easily but those of us who
knew him well understood his reserve and
also his underlying warmth.

He is survived by his wife, Kathryn Van-
dekoolwyk Rhodes; a sister, Mrs. Chester
Johnson of Palm Desert, California; and a
brother, Alvin, of Renton, Washington.

Henry Baldwin Nichols

HENRY BALDWIN NICHOLS

HENRY B. NICHOLS, known as "Nick" to his
many friends, was bom in New Haven,
Connecticut, on 1 March 1897. The son of
Charles and Minnie Nichols, he came from a
family that had distinguished itself in military
service and it was only natural that he too
would seek a career in the Army. He grew
up in New Haven where he excelled in
several sports, notably baseball and hockey. As
a youngster he spent several summers in the
woods of New Hampshire, the beginning of
a lifetime love affair with the forest wood-
lands of the Northeast.

After going to public schools in New
Haven, Nick attended Exeter Academy for one
year and then entered the Military Academy
in 1916. His years at West Point must be
included among the most important periods
of his life. For a restless young man like Nick,
the Military Academy provided both a pur-
pose and friendships that would last him all
his life. The motto "Duty, Honor, Country"
was never taken more seriously than it was
by Nick. The friends he made at West
Point remained his closest friends throughout
his life, and he always looked forward to
the next reunion on the banks of the Hudson
River. It is difficult to imagine a more in-
terested or more dedicated alumnus than
Nick.

A close friend and classmate, Frederick
Stevens, recalls while at West Point he and
Nick were together at the " 'Beast Barracks'
. . . where his ready smile baffled the upper-
class members of the 'Beast Detail' and earned
Nick a session or two on the 'Awkward
Squad.'" While at the Academy Nick
played baseball and hockey for three seasons
and was captain of the hockey team for the
last two years. He did not do as well in
mathematics, however, and was turned back
at the end of his first year. Nick graduated
from West Point in 1919.

Nick remained in the Army from 1919 to
1924, serving first in the Coast Artillery and
transferring in July 1920 to the Infantry.
From September 1920 to December 1922,
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Nick served as an aide to General Edwards in
Boston and he often spoke fondly of the
memories he accumulated during those years.
One classmate, General Richard Coupland,
recalls how Nick and several other officers
rented General Edwards' Boston home when
the General was living in Newton. They called
the Boston house the "Cabotte Club after
the Cabot family had discouraged the use of
their family name by the officers. Before
resigning from the Army in 1924 Nick was
stationed at Fort Clayton in the Canal Zone.
He did not speak nearly as fondly of the
months he spent there.

After his resignation Nick concentrated on
two interests that would stay with him through
the years—his work as a consulting engineer
and his love for the woods of the North
Country. With a classmate, Jim Boyd of
Portland, Maine, Nick began to explore the
vast hunting and fishing opportunities of
Maine and New Hampshire. "He was good
company," General Coupland recalls, "en-
ergetic, dynamic, a loyal and devoted friend
with many plans for future trips to the wild."
Those trips to the wild continued and in
later years Nick and his family moved steadily
northward—from Litchfield, Connecticut, to
Amherst, Massachusetts and then on to Lee,
New Hampshire, and finally to York, Maine.
In the years after Nick decided to reduce
his work load, he was perhaps happiest at
his camp in Ox Bow, Maine, 30 miles from
the Canadian border in the wilderness along
the Androscoggin River.

During the years after he resigned from
the Army, Nick's business took him to the
industrial centers of the East and Mid-West—
he traveled frequently to New York, Chicago,
Detroit, Boston and to many other cities.
He was employed at one time by the L.C.
Stevens Co., consulting engineers, and in
1934 Nick and E.R. Anderson joined forces
to form Anderson-Nichols. The company has
flourished during the last 42 years and is
today one of the major engineering firms of
the Northeast. Nick remained with the com-
pany until 1942 when he returned to the
Army. He resigned from Anderson-Nichols
at that time and did not return to the com-
pany after the war.

During the second World War Nick was
involved in the Air Material Command as
a production engineer, first in New York, then
in England and finally at "The Hump" in
Assam. He also acted as chairman of a com-
mittee advising the Air Force on the man-
ufacture of jet engines. At the end of the
war with the rank of colonel he again re-
signed from the Army.

While in the Army during World War II
Nick encountered the nickel-cadmium bat-
tery, used by the Germans in their rockets.
When he returned to the United States after
the war Nick started the Nickel-Cadmium
Battery Co. of Easthampton, Massachusetts.
He stayed there until 1949. Among the
people to work with him in the development
of the battery was Dr. Arthur Fleisher who
has since become one of the foremost author-
ities on this type of battery. In 1949, in a
dispute with the board of directors, Nick
lost control of the Nickel-Cadmium Battery
Co. He continued his work with the bat-
teries, however, going to the Sonotone
Corporation of Elmsford, New York. The
batteries developed by Nick and others were
used in the Nike missile system and were used
in the B-47 bomber. The nickel-cadmium
batteries had sufficient power to free the B-47
from external ground power units and made
instant reaction to an alert a possibility.

During the early 1960's Nick began to
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devote less time to his work, often talking
about retiring and on several occasions even
declaring that he had retired, but it was not
until around 1970 that Nick finally stopped
his business trips. Nick was a private man
and kept many things about his personal
life to himself. He married the former
Esther Shears of Poughkeepsie, New York,
in 1932. Nick and Esther had three daugh-
ters and one son: Mrs. Julia Cook of Andover,
Massachusetts; Mrs. Hope Zanes of Concord,
New Hampshire; Mrs. Leslie Russell of
Fryeburg, Maine; and Henry Nichols Jr. of
Concord, New Hampshire. In 1954 Esther
was killed in an automobile accident in New
Hampshire. The loss had a profound effect
on Nick, but he had the good fortune to
later many the former Deborah Webb of
San Francisco. Deborah brought into Nick's
life a happiness he thought he would not
know again and Nick and Deborah shared
many fine years together. Nick was indeed
fortunate to find two women who would
contribute so profoundly to his life.

A close friend of Nick's, Win Ryan, re-
calls how Nick helped him find a job at a
time in the early 1950's when he was
temporarily out of work, and then Nick
helped Win and his family get settled. "He
was not only a man of action but a man
of heart," Win remembers. "His manner of
making decisions was often quick and at
times seemed brusque, but beneath his ex-
terior was a heart of gold. He would always
go out of his way to help those in need.
When you had Nick as a friend you always
had the feeling you could count on him if
you needed help." Is there a better way for
a man to be remembered?

Nick had a special relationship with his
children and they all remember him fondly.
As he began to work less and to spend more
time at home, family get-togethers with
Deborah and his children were an event the
whole family looked forward to, even if
they did get a little hectic with the addition
of eleven grandchildren running around the
house. In 1972 Nick's health began to
decline and on 21 November 1974 he died
after a long and difficult illness at Concord
Hospital in New Hampshire. Deborah stayed
at his side throughout the illness and was
a constant source of encouragement to Nick
and to the rest of the family. Nick lived a
full life and leaves behind a legacy rich in
memories that is gratefully shared by his
friends and family.

Homer Watson Kiefer
NO. 6639 CLASS OF 1920

Died 22 September 1976 in Clearwater,
Florida, aged 78 years.

Interment: Arlington National Cemetery,
Arlington, Virginia

HOMER WATSON KIEFER was bom in Attica,
Ohio, on 20 November 1898, the son of
Richard and Ida (Sanford) Kiefer. He
attended high school in Bellefontaine, Ohio.
In 1917 he entered Ohio Wesleyan (joining
Phi Beta Theta) from which he enlisted that
same year.

In 1918 Homer won a Presidential Ap-
pointment to West Point, from which he
graduated in 1920. Known to his classmates
as "Lil," because of his size, he was proud
of his football accomplishments; but he
especially treasured the day when he won
both the Corps heavyweight boxing and

wrestling championships. He was commis-
sioned a lieutenant in the Field Artillery
upon graduation.

From 1920 until 1938 Homer served in
many capacities as a company grade officer of
Field Artillery: school at Fort Knox, 1921;
instructor at Fort Sill, 1922; coach of the
championship football team of the Hawaiian
Department, 1924; member of the champion-
ship polo team that went to Argentina on
a diplomatic mission in 1930; aide to the
Commanding General at Fort Hamilton, 1933;
and Field Artillery battery commander at
Fort Sill, 1937-1938. In that last position he
was proud to have Lieutenant William C.
Westmoreland as his executive officer. After
attending the Air Force Tactical School in
1939 he went on to Reserve Officers Training
Corps duty at Princeton, where his polo team
defeated West Point for the championship in
1940.

Homer served overseas throughout World
War II. Stationed at Schofield Barracks on 7
December 1941, he moved to Australia with
the 24th Division and then into New Guinea
as Artillery Officer for General Krueger's
Sixth Army. Landing at Leyte in the Philip-
pines, he was promoted to brigadier general
in 1945. Subsequently, he took the advance
party into Kyoto to prepare for the occupa-
tion of Japan.

Following World War II he retained
general officer rank, serving successively as
G3 of the Fifth Army for General Walton
Walker and Chief of Staff of V Corps for
General Johnny Hodge. These were the hap-
piest times of his life, until he was called to
Korea by General MacArthur upon the out-
break of the Korean War. He landed the
artillery at Inchon, and his guns formed the
perimeter for the evacuation of Hungnam.
Returning to the United States, he was
promoted to major general and given com-
mand of the 9th Division at Fort Dix, where
he retired in 1953.

Homer's decorations testify to a life of
devoted service to his country: Distinguished
Service Medal, Silver Star, Legion of Merit
with two Oak Leaf Clusters, Distinguished
Flying Cross, Bronze Star Medal with one
Oak Leaf Cluster, and Air Medal with two
Oak Leaf Clusters. He was an outstanding
soldier-athlete: admired by his men, respect-
ed by his associates, and loved by his family.
He is survived by his wife Rosamond
(daughter of Brigadier General R.J. Burt),

his daughter Lilian (wife of Major General
T. H. Tackaberry), and his son, Colonel
Homer W. Kiefer Jr., Chief of Staff, Fort
Jackson. He has three granddaughters, five
grandsons (two of whom are captains in the
Regular Army), and one great grandson,
Andrew Sheridan Tackaberry.

Major General Homer W. Kiefer was
buried at Arlington National Cemetery on
27 December 1976 with full military honors.
Chaplain (Major) David W. Kent officiated.

James Ludwell Lake Jr.
NO. 6666 CLASS OF 1920

Died 2 June 1976 at El Paso, Texas,
aged 76 years.

Interment: Monte Vista Cemetery,
Alamogordo, New Mexico

LIEUTENANT COLONEL James Ludwell Lake
Jr., United States Military Academy Class of
1920, known to his classmates as "Puddle,"
was born in Wake Forest, North Carolina, 19
April 1900. He attended Wake Forest College
prior to his admission to West Point in 1918.

Upon his graduation he was assigned to The
Cavalry School at Fort Riley, Kansas. From
there he was assigned to the 1st Cavalry
at Douglas, Arizona. He was promoted to
first lieutenant and, in that rank, served in
Texas, Wyoming and South Dakota until 1
November 1927, when he voluntarily re-
signed to enter private business in petroleum
engineering and exploration, primarily in East
Texas and Louisiana.

The quality of his service as a young lieu-
tenant earned this appraisal by his first com-
manding colonel:

"I found him to be an exceptionally fine
young officer, capable, energetic, industrious,
conscientious and honorable. Lieutenant Lake
is a soldier in the highest sense of the
word."

When World War II began in Europe he
offered his services again to the Army, but
was then considered too old for available
rank. With characteristic impatience for what
he considered "red tape," he traveled to
England in the summer of 1940, offered his
services to General DeGaulle and was com-
missioned a captain in the French Foreign
Legion. He served with the Free French
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Army in Syria, Egypt and North Africa, com-
manding a company in the Battle of Bir
Hacheim when Rommel broke the British line
in June 1942. He was severely wounded but
continued to lead his men and was decorated
with the Croix de Guerre.

Thereupon he resigned his French com-
mission and was commissioned major in the
Army of the United States. After a brief
service at Camp Hood in Texas, he was
sent to Burma where he served with the
Burma Road Engineers. Again he was
severely wounded in action. His immediate
commanding officer wrote of him:

"Officers for the component echelons had
to be selected for their aggressiveness, de-
pendability, resourcefulness, professional pro-
ficiency and initiative, as well as the ability
of getting along with the Chinese. Colonel
Lake continuously met these requirements."

He was transferred to Shanghai, where he
was decorated with the Bronze Star for laying
an aviation gas pipeline across the swift-
flowing Whangpoo River, his commanding
officer writing:

"After at least four attempts had resulted
in failure, and time was running out, Colonel
Lake was put on the project. Through his
aggressiveness and skill in improvisation, he
succeeded."

The assignment he found most interesting
was as Military Observer at the headquarters
of the Chinese Communist Army at Yenan
in 1946. For this service the Government of
Nationalist China awarded him its highest
decoration, the Cloud and Banner. In a let-
ter written from Yenan on 20 December
1946 to a fellow officer, he wrote:

"I know all the main face cards out here:
Chairman Mao Tse Tung, General Chu Teh,
General Chou En-lai and many others. Had
them and their wives over to Thanksgiving
dinner and it went off as a big success.

"They are brainy and practical, honest,
sincere and direct.

"Most of my contacts are with General Chu
Teh and the officers of his staff. The old man
is one of the finest I have ever known in my
life. I never argue with them on their
politics."

From Yenan he returned to duties in the
United States and retired from active duty
in 1949, transferring to the Air Force Re-
serve, in which he continued to serve until
his final retirement on 30 June 1960.

Following his retirement from active duty
he engaged in cattle ranching in Southern
New Mexico.

His first marriage, in 1931, was to Barbara
Hightower of Beaumont, Texas. His second,
following his return from his service in China,
was to Mona Lee Kinnison, widow of his
long-time friend and comrade-in-arms, Colonel
Henry Kinnison. They resided happily in
Alamogordo, New Mexico, until her death in
1975. He is survived by his only child, the
daughter of his first marriage, Mrs. William
(Barbara) Young of Fitzgerald, Georgia,
three granddaughters, two brothers and two
sisters.

He never ceased to be proud of being a
West Pointer, a member of the Class of 1920.
His record on the battlefield and elsewhere
exemplifies his devotion to West Point's
standard of excellence, "Duty, Honor,
Country." He was, as his first commander
observed long ago, "a soldier in the highest
sense of the word."

THOMAS EDWARD LEWIS

TOM LEWIS WAS born in Milwaukee, Wiscon-
sin, on 16 October 1898. His father was
Major General Edward W. Lewis, Class of
1886. His brother was Major General Henry
B. (Monk) Lewis, Class of 1913. Tom's
childhood and schooling was typical of an
Army brat until high school when he entered
Saint John's Military Academy at Delefield,
Wisconsin. He graduated as the honor stu-
dent of his class and received an appoint-
ment to West Point in 1918 as an honor
student. He was turned back from the Class
of 1920 to the Class of 1923, but like thirty
of his classmates, he elected to graduate a
year early in 1922.

After graduation he was assigned to the
20th Infantry (his father's old regiment)
at Fort Sam Houston, Texas. A year later
he transferred to the Field Artillery at Fort
Sam Houston. On 26 December 1924 he
married Miss Lucille (Lucy) Witherspoon
of San Antonio, Texas. This marriage lasted
fifty-two years—until Tom passed away in
June 1976.

Tom and Lucy Lewis sailed to the Philip-
pines in January 1927. They returned to the
United States in 1929 where he was assigned
to the Battery Officers Course at Fort Sill,
Oklahoma. After he finished this course he
immediately attended the Advanced Horse-
manship Course at Fort Sill. In 1931 he
moved to Fort Warren, Wyoming, for duty,
but six months later he was assigned to the
Gold Star War Mothers Project and he and
Lucy sailed for France where they enjoyed
a year's duty in Paris. In 1932 they moved to
Monterey, California, where Tom imme-
diately wound up in the hills above San Jose
on Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC) duty.
He was there until August 1934, when they
returned to Fort Sill where Tom headed up
the Advanced Equitation Course.

In 1936 he was ordered to Fort Leaven-
worth, Kansas, to attend the Command and
General Staff School. After he graduated he

remained at Fort Leavenworth and was a
member of the staff of General Leslie McNair.
In 1939 he was ordered to proceed to Wash-
ington, D.C., to be a member of General Mc-
Nair's Ground Fortes Staff. The Lewis' were
in Washington when war was declared after
Pearl Harbor. They remained until June
1942 when he left with Mark Clark for
England, where he took part in the plan-
ning for the invasion of North Africa. Tom
landed in Africa with the first troops as
commander of the 88th Division Artillery.
After the Sicily and Angio operations, General
Clark appointed Tom to be Chief of Artil-
lery for the Fifth Army in Italy. He received
the surrender of the German Army in Italy
to General Clark.

Tom Lews was an unusually fine soldier,
as his record indicates. Lucy says there were
always a couple commanders pulling strings
to have Tom assigned to their staffs. He was
a humble, honest and capable officer, not
brilliant, but very solid, well-liked and re-
spected. He received the Distinguished Serv-
ice Medal, two Silver Stars, two Legion of
Merits, two Bronze Stars, the Air Medal and
two Purple Hearts. In foreign decorations he
received the British Cross, and numerous
French, Italian and Austrian medals.

Tom is survived by his wife, Lucy Wither-
spoon Lewis; a sister, Mrs. Clements McMul-
len; two daughters, Mrs. Joan Moore and
Mrs. Tatty Bailey, and four grandchildren.

Albert Fox Glenn
NO 7222 CLASS OF 1924

Died 26 April 1976 in Brooksville,
Mississippi, aged 74 years.

Interment: Brooksville Cemetery,
Brooksville, Mississippi

DUTY, HONOB, COUNTRY—these were the words
he lived by. Although his military service
was cut short by ill health, he never ceased to
strive to live up to the standard these words
typified.

Albert Fox Glenn was bom 14 April 1902
in Brooksville, Mississippi, the son of Albert
Sidney Glenn and Hallie Fox Glenn. After
attending the Brooksville Public School, in
1917 he entered Mississippi A & M, now Mis-
sippi State University, studying electrical
engineering. In 1920 he was appointed to the
United States Military Academy by the
Honorable John Sharp Williams, Senator
from Mississippi. Then, according to a class-
mate, the Class of 1924 began its cadet
pilgrimage at West Point, where he was a
continuing fine example in scholarship and
gentle manners to the young men of A
Company. In 1923 and 1924 he was rated
a Distinguished Cadet and so wore his stars
as a cadet.

On 12 June 1924 Cadet Lieutenant Albert
Fox Glenn was commissioned a second lieu-
tenant in the Army Air Service, graduating
second in his class. In September 1925, Lieu-
tenant Glenn received his wings as an attack
pilot after flight training at Brooks and Kelly
Fields. From then until his retirement in
1937 he had a busy and interesting life, it
was a period that saw the growth of aviation.
From September 1925 until May 1927, he
was stationed at Mitchel Field, Long Island,
where he served as Operations Officer of the
First Squadron. It was there that he com-
piled the official history of that squadron.
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Returning to Texas in 1927, for one year,
he was a flight instructor at Brooks Field,
then the Primary Flying School of the Air
Service. Then he became assistant to Lieu-
tenant Wendell Brookley, Operations Officer,
and to Captain Claire Chenault, Director of
Flying. When Randolph Field became the
site of the Primary Flying School in October
1931, he had already been promoted to first
lieutenant and became the first operations
officer at that post.

In the fall of 1932, Lieutenant Glenn was
transferred to Nichols Field, Philippine Is-
lands. There he served first as Post Signal
Officer and Group Communications Officer
and then as Post and Group Operations
Officer. Arriving at Fort Crockett, Texas, in
January 1925, he was assigned to the 13th
Attack Squadron, 3d Attack Group and
moved with it to Barksdale Field, Louisiana,
where he was Squadron Operations Officer.
While there he was promoted to captain in
the Air Corps. In September 1935 he became
a student at the Air Corps Tactical School at
Maxwell Field, Alabama, graduating 2 June
1936, ranking high in his class. While there,
he received orders to report in the fall to the
Army Command and General Staff School at
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas. However, after a
severe illness, Captain Glenn was retired
for disability on 28 February 1937.

Although flying and the military were Cap-
tain Glenn's avocation as well as vocation,
he had a love and appreciation for music. He
was a member of the Mississippi A&M Band
and the Cadet Band at West Point. A life
member of the Methodist Church, he found
great pleasure in singing in the church choir
as well as in the Cadet Choir at the Point.

With his wife and son, Captain Glenn re-
turned to Mississippi where they made their
home until his death on 26 April 1976. He
is survived by his wife, Ruth Hayden Glenn;
one son, Hayden Fox Glenn, an aeronautical

engineer living in Huntsville, Alabama, with
three grandsons, Edwin Fox Glenn, William
Hayden Glenn and Thomas Britton Glenn,
and one granddaughter, Alice Jane Glenn.
He also leaves one sister, Mrs. Glover Wilkins
Sr., and one brother, General W.R. Woodward.

Leo Douglas Vichules
NO. 7324 CLASS OF 1924

Died 28 June 1976 in Sepulveda,
California, aged 74 years.

LEO DOUGLAS VICHULES died in the Veterans
Administration Hospital in Sepulveda, Cali-
fornia, after having been a patient there for
nearly 19 years.

Leo, son of immigrant parents, Casimir
and Stella Vichules from Lithuania, was
born in Northampton, Massachusetts, where
he graduated from Northampton High
School in 1920, the basketball star and hero
of his community. It was "Red" Vichules
who continued his love of the game of bas-
ketball on the courts at the Military Acad-
emy, where he brought further awards and
honors to his beloved West Point. Named
captain of the team, he led his teammates
to victory upon victory.

Upon graduation in 1924, "Vich," as his
friends called him, was commissioned into
the Air Corps of the United States Army
for a short period of time. He transferred to
the Coast Artillery, where he remained until
early retirement in 1938 after fourteen years
of service. Retirement came as a result of
a nervous breakdown while on maneuvers in
the San Luis Obispo area of California.

Early in his Army career Vich met and
married Thelma Bielfeldt of Hampton, Vir-
ginia. Thelma died in 1971. Vich is survived
by one of his two children. His daughter
Beverly (Mrs. Herbert G. Ludwig) lives in
Farmington Hills, Michigan. His son, Leo
Douglas Vichules Jr., was killed in a small
plane crash in 1975 in Arizona.

Vich was a total product of his alma mater,
West Point, where "Duty, Honor, Country"
were the three concepts by which he con-
ducted himself and his life until illness
clouded his mind.

His burial took place at West Point, with
full military honors.

Houston Val Evans

Died 22 July 1976 in Washington, D. C ,
aged 73 years.

LEO DOUGLAS VICHULES
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HOUSTON VAL EVANS was born at Benecia
Barracks, California, on 26 June 1903. He
was the son of Major and Mrs. Houston Val
Evans. His father was a graduate of the
United States Military Academy, Class of
1896. Through his mother, Val was a descen-
dant of the frontiersman, Daniel Boone.

Because of his father's military career,
much of Val's boyhood was spent in the
Philippines. Subsequent to his father's death
there, he won a Presidential appointment to
West Point.

Val entered the Military Academy while
he was still sixteen years old. This was pos-
sible at the time if the cadet aspirant agreed
to pay board until his seventeenth birthday.
When he graduated in 1924, the HOWITZER
noted that whatever branch he chose, Val
would be found with a monkey wrench,
never a curry comb. This was true all his
life. He had that amazing ability to think
with his fingers as well as his head. Fond as
he was of all animals, he continued to feel
more at home under an automobile than on
top of a horse.

After six years in the Army, Val resigned
to enter the brokerage business on Wall
Street. He still maintained a commission in
the Signal Corps reserves, and in 1940 the
chief signal officer requested that he return
to active duty.

During World War II, Val served in North
Africa where he was Signal Officer of the
Mediterranean Base Section. During this
period, he was honored by the French For-
eign Legion, who elected him an honorary
legionnaire. He later served in Italy and
was decorated by the Italian government with
the "Crown of Italy." Val was also awarded
the Legion of Merit.

Overseas service, subsequent to World War
II, included a tour of France. He was one
of the small group who flew to Paris on 1
January 1951 to establish Supreme Head-
quarters Allied Powers Europe headquarters.
Following the tour in France, Val was Deputy
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Signal Officer of United States Army Europe
with headquarters in Heidelberg, Germany.

Val requested military retirement in 1957.
At that time he was serving as Inspector Gen-
eral for Deputy Chief of Staff, Logistics.
Earlier, he had been Inspector General, Sig-
nal Corps.

From 1957 until his sixty-ninth year, Val
was actively associated with the communica-
tions industry. Whether in the military or in
civilian life, his primary concern was the wel-
fare of his country. He retained his incredible
vitality and enthusiasm until his final illness.

In addition to graduating from the United
States Military Academy, Val completed
training at the Industrial College of the
Armed Forces, the Army Command Manage-
ment School and the New York Stock Ex-
change Institute. He was a member of the
Army and Navy Club of Washington, D.C.
During the last five years of his life he main-
tained a home in Warren County, Virginia, a
rural area he particularly loved.

Val leaves his wife Rita, five children and
seven grandchildren. He should know peace
after a life so well lived. But rest? Not Val,
not ever.

JOHN WAS BORN in Leavenworth, Kansas, on
Christmas Eve 1901. The gift of his birth
was cherished no more by his parents than
by those of us who have been privileged to
know him. His noble spirit and gentle ways,
loyalty, and brilliant intellect, gave great
happiness to all, and to me, his wife, whom
he had asked to write of his life and career
for his beloved alma mater's "ASSEMBLY."

We were married in the beautiful month
of October 1973, at West Point in the Old
Cadet Chapel, and came to live on top of
Point Loraa, San Diego, California, where
we could watch breath-taking views of the
ocean, the distant mountains and shoreline
of Mexico, the litttle sailboats and yachts,
and the exciting activity of men-o-war lying
at anchor in the bay, all drenched in gor-
geous colors of a sunset, or in the dramatic
light of a full moon, and the sparkling lights
of the city.

John and I lived very happily in this en-
vironment where he spent the last years of
his life. John played an excellent game of
tennis several times a week, and enjoyed
gardening with unusual ability for landscape
design. We used to walk on the seashore in
the early afternoon to watch the ships spread
their sails to the breeze and start for the
blue ocean. Such beauty, strength, and grace!
We would watch until the ships sailed far
away, appearing more like fragile butterflies
fluttering through space. These moments took
John back to favorite places of assignments
throughout the world: Rome, Italy; the Ital-
ian Riviera, the French Riviera; and Provi-
dence, Rhode Island, where he thoroughly
enjoyed his wonderful friends, and their par-
ticipation in the regattas.

When his physician told him that he could
live only a few days longer, he said, "There
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comes a time." He accepted it fully and he
passed away quietly and peacefully.

As a boy John dreamed of being a soldier.
His goal was admission to West Point. His
career began with his cadet days at West
Point, and his being commissioned a second
lieutenant in the Field Artillery in 1925. He
was assigned as a battery officer with the
15th Field Artillery at Fort Sam Houston,
Texas.

In 1927 he married Louise Long of San
Antonio, Texas. Their son, John Carmody
Willems, now retired from the Marine
Corps after twenty-five years' service lives in
Orange, California. Louise died in 1934, at
the station hospital in Fort Sam Houston,
Texas.

John served in the Philippine Islands at
Fort Stotsenburg, and at Fort Sill, Okla-
homa, where he completed the Battery Of-
ficers' Course, and the advanced course in
Horsemanship.

In 1931 he transferred to The Cavalry
School at Fort Riley, Kansas, and completed
the Advanced Equitation Course in 1932. He
then returned to Fort Sill as an instructor in
the Field Artillery School. During the next
four years he was a member of the Olympic
Equestrian Team at Fort Robinson, Nebraska;
Fort Riley, Kansas; Lucerne, Switzerland;
Aachen, Germany; and Berlin, Germany.

In 1936 John married Aileen Guy of
Cheyenne, Wyoming. He was transferred to
Fort Ethan Allen, Vermont, where their son,
Leonard Field Willems, was born. He is
now a Foreign Service Officer with the State
Department, Washington, on the EUR-SOV
desk. Prior to this assignment, Leonard was
with the American Embassy in Moscow for
two years. Aileen died in 1970, at their home
in San Carlos, San Diego, California.

In 1938 John entered the Command and
General Staff School at Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, followed by an assignment to the
Armory of Mounted Commands at Provi-
dence, Rhode Island.

General Willems participated in the North
African Landings in World War II on the
Staff of General Patton, and later as his Chief
of Artillery for the invasion of Sicily, and
Chief of Staff of the Provisional Corps which
captured Palermo. He served as Chief of
Staff of the II Army Corps during the Italian
Campaign, and Chief of Staff of the Seventh
United States Army, under General Geoffrey
Keyes, in the postwar occupation period in
Germany.

General Willems served as Military Attach^
with the American Embassy in Rome, Italy,
from 1946 to 1949, then was assigned to the
Plans Division of the Army General Staff in
Washington. Later, he was Chief of Staff,
United States Army, Europe, in Heidelberg,
Germany. After several years of duty with
the Army General Staff in the Pentagon,
he retired in December 1961.

General Willems' decorations included the
Distinguished Service Medal with Oak Leaf
Cluster; the Legion of Merit with Oak Leaf
Cluster; and the Bronze Star Medal. He was
appointed an Honorary Commander of the
Order of the British Empire, and was deco-
rated by the presidents of the governments
of Italy, France, Portugal, Poland, and Peru,
and in addition received awards from the
French and Italian Armies, and the Knights
of Malta.

Survivors include his wife Elizabeth; his
two sons, John C. and Leonard; a stepdaugh-
ter, Shirley S. Stovall Thorup, who adored her
stepfather, of Chevy Chase, Maryland; three
grandchildren; and five stepgrandchildren.

Robert Kinder Taylor
NO. 8463 CLASS OF 1928

Died 11 September 1976 in South Laguna,
California, aged 73 years.

Interment: West Point Cemetery, West Point, New York

ROBERT KINDER TAYLOR was born in Evans-
ton, Illinois, 30 December 1902. He grew
up in that community and lived there until
departing for the United States Military
Academy on 1 July 1924.

I first met Bob at Fort Sheridan, Illinois,
in February 1924 when we were taking en-
trance exams for the Military Academy. Out
of this meeting grew a long, intimate friend-
ship which was to last for more than 52
years.

Although no MacArthur in the classroom,
Bob more than made up for that by his sin-
cerity, loyalty and friendly way of life. He
was always known as a "spoony" cadet and
this was a trait that he maintained through-
out his lifetime.

Immediately after graduation in 1928, then
Second Lieutenant Taylor entered the Army

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Air Corps Flying School at San Antonio,
Texas, and was awarded his wings in Oc-
tober 1929. After flying school he served
two years in the renowned 3d Attack Group
in Galveston, Texas, and a little later did a
two-year tour in Panama.

Bob married Aida Pacheco of Panama on
6 March 1940 and she remained with him as
his good right arm until his death on 11
September 1976.

Probably the highest of General Taylor's
wartime service was his assignment as Chief
of Staff to his great and long time friend,
General "Nate" Twining, who was the Com-
mander of the 15th Air Force in Italy. Bob
later became Chief of Staff of the 20th Air
Force stationed in Guam.

After the war he was named Commander
of the Allied Air Forces Northern Europe
based in Oslo, Norway, and then did a tour
on the Staff of the United States Forces in
Europe commanded by General Thomas
Handy.

Bob retired for physical disability as a
major general, United States Air Force, in
February 1955 and soon thereafter he and
Aida made their home in South Laguna,
California. They traveled from here exten-
sively, including several trips to Panama
(Aida's family home).

About 1970 first indications of a malig-
nancy occurred and with great courage and
good spirits Bob fought the uphill battle for
six years. Finally in early 1976 his health
condition began rapid deterioration until
death on 11 September. During this period of
time his faithful and loving wife Aida at-
tended him day and night—eight very diffi-
cult months.

General Taylor is survived by his wife
Aida and a son Robert.

His host of good friends in the Air Force
are deeply saddened by his death. As for the
Class of 1928, I know they all join me in
repeating: Bob Taylor—Be thou at peace.

MAJOR GENERAL HENRY K. "Jim" Mooney,
United States Air Force (Retired), a New
Orleans native, died after a lengthy illness
at his home in Universal City, Texas, on
29 May 1976. He was 66 years of age.

Jim was commander of Lackland Air Force
Base Military Training Center Texas at his
retirement in 1966.

A member of the first officer class to re-
ceive flight training at Randolph Field,
Texas, in 1931, he was commander of the
only United States heavy bombardment group
stationed in the Panama Canal Zone at
World War II's outbreak.

Jim married the former Sarah Speed Wil-
liford of New Orleans in 1933 and was the
son of former Orleans Parish District Attor-
ney, Henry Mooney, attended Marion Insti-
tute in Alabama and Tulane University be
fore entering West Point in 1927. He re-
ceived his wings as a pursuit pilot at Kelly
Field in 1932 and held ratings of command
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pilot and senior aircraft observer at the time
of his retirement.

In 1943 Jim was commander of all mili-
tary forces in the Galapagos Islands in the
Pacific. Then, after a year in the United
States, he took command of a bomb group in
Italy and led his outfit in raids on such
notable targets as Schweinfurt, Ploesti, Mu-
nich and Vienna.

Since that time, he served as the com-
mander of several distinguished wings and
air divisions in the Strategic Air Command,
including the Sixth Air Division and the
first B-47 division.

Just prior to his assignment to Lackland
at San Antonio, Texas, in 1960, he was com-
mander of the 16th Air Force in Spain. He
was vice commander of Air Training Com-
mand for four and a half years before as-
suming command of Lackland Military
Training Center.

His 9,000 flying hours spanned the era
from slow moving, open cockpit biplanes to
modern supersonic jets. He also commanded
the first division in the Air Force to be
equipped with jet bombers. He was a 1950
graduate of the National War College.

Jim also served at McDill Air Force Base
in Tampa, Florida, and as vice commander
of March Air Force Base in California and
Barksdale Air Force Base at Shreveport.

Among his military decorations are the
Legion of Merit with one Oak Leaf Cluster,
Distinguished Flying Cross, Air Medal with
three Oak Leaf Clusters, French Croix de
Guerre with Palm, Commendation Medal with
three Oak Leaf Clusters, the Distinguished
Service Medal, and the European Theater
Ribbon with eight Battle Stars.

Jim was a member of the Air Force asso-
ciation called Daedalian; a 32d degree Scot-
tish Rite Mason; and a former member of
the Boston Club, New Orleans, Louisiana;
and Pass Christian Yacht-Club, Mississippi.

He is survived by his widow, "Speed";
one daughter, Mrs. Salvador Villano; two
sisters, Mrs. Elliott Laudeman and Mrs. Gon-
zalo Abaunza Jr., both of New Orleans; and
four grandchildren.

Walter Abner Huntsberry

Died 16 October 1967 in Hickory,
North Carolina, aged 60 years.

IF ONE WERE to try to condense Walter Ab-
ner Huntsberry's personality into a single
phrase he would probably say, "Ab never
had an enemy, and never lacked for friends."
During his long and distinguished military
career he continually developed and main-
tained a solid reputation as a capable, dedi-
cated, honest, and faithful servant of his
country. Those who worked for him, with
him, or for whom he worked would say,
without exception, that he was always the
epitome of an officer and a gentleman. If
you worked with Ab in any official or aca-
demic capacity you learned quickly that he
would pick up and carry his share, contribute
all that he could, and remain unfailingly
cheerful throughout the task. And to those
who served with them in stations around the
globe, Ab and his dear wife Connie were
famous for their gracious hospitality, socia-
bility, and congeniality in any gathering. Both
of them were a delight to know and be with,
always. Appropriately, they rest together in
Arlington, surrounded by the quiet dignity
that characterized their life style.

Walter Abner Huntsberry, affectionately
known as Ab, came from a fine old Virginia
family in the Shenandoah Valley. He was
born at Winchester, Virginia, on 6 Novem-
ber 1906, the son of Walter E. Huntsberry
of Winchester and Anne Rhodes Huntsberry
of Middletown. He attended grammar school
and Hanley High School at Winchester, and
Stanton Loomis Preparatory School at Corn-
wall, New York, prior to admission to the
Military Academy on 1 July 1927. Later, dur-
ing a brief hiatus in his West Point career,
he attended Washington and Lee University
at Lexington, Virginia, from January 1928
to August 1929 when he joined the Class
of 1933.

Ab's career as a cadet was distinguished
by many activities. The author of his biog-
raphy as a cadet described him as "the
natural possessor of a most pleasing person-
ality, and whole-hearted generosity, Ab is a

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born mixer. Teas and dinners have always
found him present for he is at his best in
social affairs. Because of his pleasing per-
sonality, his wide circle of friends, and his
wholeheartedness of effort in everything he
does, he has made us wonder if a five-year
course at West Point is not advisable." The
biographer might have added that during
those numerous occasions Ab set some ex-
cellent standards for those of us less for-
tunately endowed.

Immediately after graduation Ab was
married at West Point to Constance How-
ard Gwaltney, of Reidsville, North Carolina.
In 1933 he began his military career as an
Infantry officer at Fort Benning and was
transferred to Zamboango in the Philippines
in 1935. In 1937 he returned to The Infantry
School at Benning and completed his courses
there in 1939. Later in that year Ab trans-
ferred to the Quartermaster Corps and. com-
pleted his military career in that branch with
great distinction. He was highly commended
by General Drum for his participation in the
pre-war maneuvers of 1939 and served as a
member of the First Army Headquarters staff.
During World War II he served in Europe
on the First Army staff and was awarded
the Legion of Merit with Oak Leaf Cluster,
the Bronze Star, and the Croix de Guerre
with Gold Star for his outstanding perform-
ance of duty. Later in the war he served
in the Pacific Theatre and after V-J day at-
tended the Command and General Staff Col-
lege at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas. Following
graduation in 1946 he stayed on at Leaven-
worth as an instructor. He attended the
National War College in 1948 to 1949 and
upon completion was assigned to the Euro-
pean Army Command at Heidelberg, Ger-
many, where he served on the Logistics Staff
until 1952. Thereafter he was assigned as G4
at West Point and commanded Sharpe Gen-
eral Depot in California from 1955 to 1958.
He was promoted to brigadier general in
1958 and was Chief, Oversea Supply Agency
in 1958 to 1959. Later he was Senior Ad-
visor, Korean Military Assistance Group, and
completed his service as Commanding Gen-
eral, Columbus General Depot, from 1961
to 1963. His performance in all of these
varied assignments was characterized by dili-
gent performance and sound professional
competence by all who knew him.

Ab retired in 1963. He and Connie settled
at Chapel Hill, North Carolina, where Ab
matriculated as a law student. He studied
law for two years but in 1965 failing health
forced him to discontinue his academic pur-
suits. Therafter he and Connie settled in
Reidsville, North Carolina, where Ab occu-
pied himself with church and civic activi-
ties and enjoyed playing golf.

On 16 October 1967, Ab joined the Long
Gray Line at Hickory, North Carolina, and
was buried at Arlington where Connie re-
joined him in 1973.

In addition to a host of friends who knew
and loved them both, Ab and Connie are
survived by four sons, Walter A, Jr., Henry
C., Alanson H., and Patrick R. Henry and
Patrick are following in their father's foot-
steps while Walter and Alanson are pursu-
ing successful civilian careers.

"WELL DONE," BOB. Your magnificently
earned and deeply deserved "well done" has
our highe.st esteem, respect, and love. You
reached the goal we each seek.

Bob Warren was born on 28 November
1909 in Windom, Minnesota. His father.,
George F. Warren, was the owner-publisher
of the Windom Reporter, a weekly news-
paper. The close father-son relationship
brought Bob a great understanding of out-
door nature through fishing and hunting,
which he enjoyed. After his father's death,
Bob's mother ably assumed the responsibility
for continued publication of the newspaper
until her demise. Bob wanted a military
career instead of journalism. He started as a
bugler in his local National Guard unit. He
was a popular student in Windom High
School after which he attended Macalester
College in Saint Paul, Minnesota. Bob entered
West Point in 1930 from the 2d District of
Minnesota.

In Beast Barracks Bob quickly received
"etxra attention" for his quick wit, humor,
and his extra smile (wiped off often by
order). But those ever sparkling bright eyes
always showed his good natured amusement,
humor, and determination. His cadet days
were full of his friendly understanding and
willing able assistance to other cadets of all
classes. For all four years he was a great
ice hockey wing; fast, tough, a hard fighter,
and his true sense of fair play and sports-
manship never faltered. As a track man he
ran the mile. He sought difficult challenges
and enjoyed his task of conquering each. In
seeking competition Bob was a gracious win-
ner and a good loser. His leadership as a
cadet lieutenant during his fourth year was
inspiration to his fellow cadets. Upon grad-
uation Bob quickly transferred from his
initial assignment in the Coast Artillery
Corps to the Corps of Engineers. He then
obtained a Master of Science degree in
civil engineering at Cornell University in
1938.

Bob's fun-loving humor extended every-
where. His first wife, Biddie, loved to tell
the story of how he conned her into believ-
ing that every second lieutenant's wife must
shine her husband's boots and she obliged
once or twice before some member of our
class gave it away. They had two daugh-
ters: Sandra, now Mrs. Richard L. Mac-
Gregor, 3541 Pedley Avenue, Norco, Cali-
fornia 91760; and Susan, now Mrs. James
E. Morlock, 2409 Rossiter Place, Lansing,
Michigan 48910; and four grandchildren.
Biddie predeceased Bob and was buried in
Arlington National Cemetery.

Duty, Honor, Country, prevailed through-
out an outstanding military career. Bob made
things happen, he enthusiastically seized the
initiative; he did not wait to react to situa-
tions. One incident illustrates the sterling
character of this great combat leader: Bob
participated in the D-Day landings in Nor-
mandy and eleven days later he was wounded
in the back by a mortar burst and evacuated
to a hospital in England. The doctors wished
to keep him there to remove the fragments;
however, no hospital could hold this type of
combat leader because Bob went away with-
out leave from the hospital, hitched a ride
back to Normandy and resumed command of
his 2d Engineer Battalion of the 2d Infantry
Division. His grateful comrades in a unique
and special ceremony presented Bob with one
of his prized awards; namely, a certificate
which entitled him thereafter to hold "only
positions suitable for persons with lead in
their tails." But Bob did not slow down, he
continued to actively and enthusiastically pull
others along by his superb leadership.

His military schools included: Engineer
Schools, Basic and Advanced; the Army Mine
School; the Command and General Staff
School; the Armed Forces Staff College; and
the National War College.

Bob's illustrious military career was filled
with challenging assignments which he con-
quered one by one as he steadily rose in rank
and experience. From 1939-1942 he served
with the Army District Engineer in Saint
Paul, Minnesota, keeping the Mississippi
River open for traffic. In 1942 he joined the
2d Infantry Division and as Division Engi-
neer participated in the Normandy landing,
and fought through five campaigns in France
and Germany. After the Battle of the Bulge,
Bob became Chief of Staff of the 99th Infan-
try Division where he was promoted to full
colonel, and crossed the Rhine and the
Danube. In 1945-1946 he served in the
Operations Division of the War Department
General Staff. In 1947-1948 he served on the
Joint War Plans Committee for development
of post World War II strategy. Then from
1948-1951 Warren was assigned as Army
Planner on MacArthur's joint staff where he
helped to plan the Inchon landings in Korea.
From 1951-1953 he served in Washington in
the office of the Secretary of Defense, work-
ing on the military structure of North Atlan-
tic Treaty Organization (NATO). From
1953-1956 he was District Engineer of the
Norfolk Army Engineer District having re-
sponsibility for the completion of the 95
million dollar John H. Kerr dam and the 16
million dollar Philpott dam among other
projects. Most noteworthy in this assignment
is the fact that Bob has been given credit
for the idea, the studies, the feasibility, the
driving force, and as being the single most
important person for the completion of the
Chesapeake Bay Bridge Tunnel.

In 1957-1958 he returned to Europe first
as Engineer and then as Assistant Com-
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mander of the Army Communications Zone
in France, Germany, and Italy. From 1960-
1962 he was Director of Operations in the
Office of the Chief of Engineers where he
became a brigadier general. From 1962-
1964 he was Director of Installations in the
Continental Army Command Headquarters at
Fort Monroe, Virginia. Bob was retired as
brigadier general on 31 July 1964 after more
than 30 years of active service.

Bob's steady stream of decorations denote
appreciation and recognition for his outstand-
ing valuable and heroic service: two Silver
Stars; three Legions of Merit; two Bronze
Service Medals; Purple Heart; Distinguished
Unit Citation; five Campaigns of Normandy,
Northern France, Rhineland, Ardennes-Alsace,
and Central Europe; Army of Occupation
Medal with German Clasp; National Defense
Service Medal; United Nations Service Medal;
General Staff Badge; Department of Defense
Identification Badge; American Defense Serv-
ice Medal; Korean Service Medal; Republic
of Korea Presidential Unit Citation; French
Croix de Guerre with Palm; Belgium Order
of King Leopold; Belgium Croix de Guerre,
Degree of Officer, with Fourragere. What a
Man!

After retirement from the Army in 1964,
Bob's engineering talents went to Brazil for
two years. He then moved on to Athens,
Greece, where he continued his engineering
and executive abilities in charge of the water
works for the Greek government. In 1972
sickness required that he return to the United
States and he bought a house at 352 Gunston
Hall Court, Hampton, Virginia 23669.

In 1975 Bob married Miriam Yost Gaskins
in the chapel of Fort Monroe, Virginia. He
gained a loving wife and five step-children:
Patti, Larry, James, Richard and Thomas.
His unfortunate death cut short these new
associations. Bob is also survived by a
brother, Loren Warren of Windom, Minne-
sota.

Bob's deep devotion to his family was
matched by his unfailing loyal dedication
and brilliant service to our country. West
Point cannot ask more of the great leaders
of her alumni. He made our world better
for each of us.

JIM BAKER WAS BORN in Little Rock, Arkan-
sas, on 23 December 1908.

While serving in various Ordnance capa-
cities prior to the war, he became interested
in the development of the newly organized
Airborne Forces, and soon after the out-
break of hostilities volunteered for assign-
ment to the Airborne Command at Fort
Bragg, North Carolina. In addition to his
many technical innovations, he also super-
vised the construction of nearby Camp Mc-
Call. A sad note was the death of one of his
twin daughters, Ann Margaret, in 1944.

Jim served with the Airborne Command
in the United States and in a key short-term
assignment in England, returning to Fort
Bragg after the termination of the war in
Europe. During his assignments Jim had a
hand in developing much of the ordnance
materiel used so successfully by the Air-
borne Forces both in the European Theatre
of Operations and in the Southwest Pacific.

In 1945 Jim began a three-year tour in
Japan, returning to the United States to at-
tend the Armed Forces Staff College at Nor-
folk. He had many key assignments, includ-
ing that of Director of Training at The Ord-
nance School. He served as Executive Of-
ficer at Raritan Arsenal; as Territorial Ord-
nance Officer at Fort Richardson, Alaska; as
Commander of the Ordnance Depot at San
Jacinto, Texas; and as Logistical Commander
at Fort Ord, California. His final assignment
was as Chief Ordnance Officer at the White
Sands Missile Range, New Mexico, from
which he retired in April of 1962.

During his retirement Jim's . pride and
joy was his completely equipped workshop
in which he spent most of his leisure hours.
Being a perfectionist he produced his own
rifles and was most meticulous in hand
checkering or inlaying etchings, and made
hand-carved ivory pistol grips. He also ex-
celled in carpentry, paneling, and electrical
work; mounted many of his trophies, and
beautified his home at every opportunity.
All in all he enjoyed his retirement activities,
his day-to-day creative chores, and espe-
cially his family.

As previously mentioned, Jim was an
avid sportsman, and at every opportunity
roamed his assignment areas in search of
game. He decided to make his retirement
home in Boise, Idaho, which he knew would
provide an ideal base for hunting trips into
the nearby relatively unspoiled mountain

areas. It was while pursuing his chosen rec-
reation in the rugged primitive area east of
the small town of McCall, Idaho, that Jim
died of a heart attack. He was buried with
full military honors in the Field of Honor at
the Boise Cemetery.

Surviving are his devoted wife Mary of
Hillburn, New York; a daughter, Helen Baker
Mantier of Paris, France; and a brother,
John, of Long Beach, California.

Henry Porter van Ormer

HENRY PORTER VAN ORMER, known to his
many friends as Van, was born to Dr. and
Mrs. William L. van Ormer in Frostburg,
Maryland, 6 November 1909. As a mis-
chievous and friendly "Tip," he grew up in
the mountains of central Pennsylvania. His
early ambition to enter West Point endured
through high school, Gettysburg College
(Bachelor of Science degree in mechanical
engineering) and employment with Bethle-
hem Steel near Baltimore.

Thus, on 1 July 1931, a very mature plebe
entered Beast Barracks. Van quickly won a
host of friends, ranging from "Pop" Swart-
wood of the Barracks Police to General Con-
nor, the Superintendent. He succeeded in
academics and speedily embarked upon a
series of extra-curricular activities. Van let-
tered in swimming and track (pole vault),
was a summer camp boxing champ, and
neither last nor least, courted Helen Scott
Hines, daughter of the Treasurer, United
States Military Academy.

After a June Week wedding, and a summer
at West Point, the van Ormers moved to Fort
Monroe, where, according to a classmate,
"Van literally ate up all of his duties." The
judgment was prophetic: it applies to Van's
whole career both in the Army and the Fed-
eral Civil Service.

Van's next assignment was to Fort Sher-
man, Panama, where Henry Porter van Or-
mer Jr. was born. Van enjoyed the jungle
hunting, a tropical refinement of a lifelong

hobby. After the Career Course at Fort Mon-
roe, Van reported to West Point in June
1940 as an instructor of economics tinder
Herman Beukema. In June 1943 Van joined
the War Plans Division in Washington.

Van later served with troops through com-
mand of an antiaircraft group in Ohio; grad-
uated from the Armed Forces Staff College
and the Army War College; and travelled to
Iraq as head of the Military Advisory Group.
Here Van became a friend of Nuri Pasha,
longtime Premier under King Faisal.

Returning to the Pentagon for three more
tours, Van distinguished himself as an imagi-
native planner who had the determination to
achieve results. For example, Van pioneered
the development of the 280-mm gun and its
atomic projectile, even in the face of rather
distinguished scientific opposition. In May
1958, the 280 performed successfully in Ne-
vada, proving Van's faith in it and in the
resultant advances of the 1960's.

Van's last overseas assignment was as Army
Plans and Operations Officer in Hawaii. Here
he greatly improved the cooperation of active
National Guard and Reserve forces. In 1964,
Van joined the Army Communications Com-
mand as a planner concerned primarily with
the anti-ballistic missile. After his retirement
in 1965, he continued to serve as a civilian
until 1975. Van's ability and drive earned
for him the Legion of Merit (three times)
and the Army Commendation Medal (three
times).

On 29 March 1976, Van drove himself to
the Fort Huachuca Hospital. Two days later
he died, the victim of unsuspected cancer.
Burial was in the Post Cemetery, in the foot-
hills of Van's beloved Huachuca Mountains.
Helen remains in the retirement home in
Sierra Vista outside of Fort Huachuca.

Van leaves two sons, Henry Porter Jr. in
Salisburg, North Carolina, and Charles Hines
in Anchorage, Alaska; and three grandchil-
dren. He is also survived by a sister, Mrs.
Willard O. Ash, and a brother, Dr. William
A. van Ormer.

To fellow soldiers and family, Van remains
a talented, driving professional who greatly
affected the Service he loved; and a devoted
husband and father who gave his family
the priceless gift of character.

SKIPPY BEARD became part of everywhere
he ever went. Everywhere he ever was be-
came part of him. Born in New Bern, North
Carolina, 1 April 1914, William Nott Beard
died in Asheville, North Carolina on 15 De-
cember 1974. The eager boy growing up
around Pamlico Sound was the enthusiastic
man helping other boys grow up around
Blue Ridge haunts.

In the interim Skip entered West Point 1
July 1932 after two plus years at Wake For-
est. Being a cadet brought out the competi-
tive instincts in him; he found cross-country
and boxing perfectly suited to his tempera-
ment. The rest of his life he lived in the
practice of thorough preparation for the long
haul and tedium of any assignment, or re-
sponded with vigor to the sustained pressure
of confrontation when demanded. As a stu-
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dent Skip was facile and easy going, hover-
ing comfortably near the top of his class
and graduating into the Corps of Engineers.

The pre-war Lieutenant Beard spent his
initial tour on the Mexican border at Fort
Macintosh in Laredo, Texas, assigned to the
8th Engineers. He and an enginer classmate,
Page, went from Laredo to Boston together
for graduate training at Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology. From Boston to Fort
Bragg in 1940, to promotion, engagement,
Pearl Harbor, and marriage on 27 December
1941, events and Captain Beard came to-
gether in sequence.

Skip met Sara Elizabeth Scott shortly af-
ter her graduation from Duke University.
Soon after their marriage Skip was in Liberia
(February 1942) building the earliest air-
fields there incident to our war effort. Sally
and Skip thus began their parts in World War
II with the Atlantic between them and ended
that war separated by the Pacific, Colonel
Beard being en route to the Philippines on
V-J Day.

Life in the Army was a love affair for
Skippy Beard. He was fortunate in that he
shared a quarter century of this with the
only other love affair he knew, his wife Sally
and their family. Skip and Sally enriched
America with six fine young citizens of
charm, integrity and spirit. Susan, Shelton,
John, Scott, Sara, and Betsy all share their
father's pride in country. John (United States
Military Academy, Class of 1971) and Scott
are both in commissioned service with the
Army. During Graduation Parade at his 35th
Reunion Skip turned to a classmate and said,
"I know we're supposed to be humble, but
there's no way I can look out there, see my
son, and not feel damn proud."

The family of Skippy Beard had basis
for pride in him too. In his class Skip was
among the very first to reach both lieutenant
colonel (July 1942) and colonel (November
1943). Besides his World War II service and
the normal school assignments, he became
chief engineer in the support facility con-
struction and housing at Garrison Dam,
Riverdale, North Dakota, and at the Army
Aviation Center, Fort Rucker, Alabama. His
staff assignments after Army Forces Western
Pacific at the end of the war included Office,
Chief of Engineers, Gravelly Point, Washing-
ton, D.C.; Fourth Army, San Antonio; Seventh
Army, Germany; and Continental Army Com-
mand, Fort Monroe, Virginia, his station at

retirement from active duty. In inquiries to
officers who served over, with, and under Skip
for information to pen these notes, there was
no choice as to which group regarded him
most fondly. All were one voice in high
respect, esteem and admiration for his skills,
devotion to duty, to service, to country and
to his fellow soldiers of whatever rank.

After retirement from the Army in 1966
Skip moved immediately into education. He
always planned to teach when he left the
service, and was actively teaching when his
final hospitalization occurred.

The day after his retirement he entered
graduate school at Duke University, acquired
his Master's Degree, and began the 1967-
1968 academic year as instructor in mathe-
matics at Brevard Junior College, Brevard,
North Carolina. This was both a fortuitous
and happy location for the Beards. Sally
joined the English Faculty at Brevard at the
same time. She remained at Brevard when
Skip transferred to the Transylvania County
High School system at the beginning of the
1969-1970 school year. In this assignment
Colonel Beard was in his element. He was
able both to set academic standards and pre-
scribe curricula for math, and to coach cross-
country. His final engineering effort was done
in this employment when he designed and
built a school track using Olympic specifi-
cations. It was at this school also that he
died in the toils, in the full knowledge that
his programs were proving outstandingly suc-
cessful.

When his fatal illness occurred following a
coronary onslaught, Skip had begun the
new academic year 1974-1975 in high hopes
of having his best year ever in education. It
was always his outlook that given opportu-
nity, will, honest effort and correct guidance,
people young, old or in between would prob-
ably produce effective results. In October he
entered the Veterans Hospital at Oteen (Ashe-
ville) to undergo open heart surgery. He
survived the operation but went into cardiac
arrest shortly thereafter and eventually suc-
cumbed to the damage his liver suffered from
the arrest.

Just as he would have preferred, the most
profound and touching testimonials to Colonel
Beard's effectiveness as a teacher and educa-
tor came from his students. In the five years
he completed in the Transylvania County
system, students he personally instructed and
coached twice placed first in North Carolina
high school math as well as winning state
regional honors four times. At his death the
school held its own memorial service in
addition to those held in the Episcopal
Church of Saint Philips in Brevard and
Christ Church in New Bern, North Carolina.
Months after the funeral parents of Skip's
students who encountered Sally on the streets
of Brevard spoke gratefully of their own
appreciation for his contributions to the
education and well being of their children.
The mountain people of the Western Caro-
linas do not lavish their praises lightly.

Skip went through life living it one day at
a time. When he concerned himself with the
future it was only where he saw the future
affecting his country or his family. This was
a man with great capacity to differentiate
between substance and shadow. He was gen-
erous in all things, especially in giving self.
Demanding of self, he saw no reason to suf-
fer fools, least of all gladly.

A man of wit and humor, he saw all sides
of people and situations, but ironic turns
never embittered or diminished his responses
to either. Possessed of sharp intellect he
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could become bored if not challenged, but
his native intelligence and incisive judgment
kept him in balance. Of his family and friends
he expected and Rave support in full measure.
Never one to rest on his oar, his tolerance for
want of effort in matters of import had short
fuse. While he was himself highly individual-
istic, Skip pave and demanded team play in
all matters where required. As in all his life
actions, he was religious in low key. He talked
little about his beliefs, but he lived and
acted in manners that showed his convictions.
Liking people, he could despise but not
hate. He never confused form with content.

The legacy Skip left is that the lives he
touched one to one were enriched by the en-
counter. Classmates, colleagues, family and
friends alike knew a constant, dependable
and upright human being. When a Skippy
Beard takes leave of us, we are left with a
vacancy but no void. His niche is secure.
The Long Gray Line has added lustre to its
ranks.

Charles Marsden Duke

THOSE WHO HAD the fortunate experience to
know Charlie soon realized that he was a
dedicated professional, a perfectionst, a
leader, and a loyal friend. He enjoyed a repu-
tation as a folksy figure, good-humored and
mild-mannered as well as strong-minded.
Throughout his Army career of over thirty-
two years, his ability earned for him promo-
tions to include star rank and challenging as-
signments to include command of all engi-
neering troops in Vietnam.

Charles Marsden Duke was born in Jack-
sonville, Texas, on 24 June 1917. Appointed
to the Military Academy upon graduation
from high school, he was commissioned a sec-
ond lieutenant, Corps of Engineers, on 12
June 1939. While at West Point he distin-
guished himself by wearing stars and by com-
manding "A" Company. His ready smile and
engaging personality gained for him a host
of friends.

Following graduation, his assignment to
an engineer battalion engaged in survey and
mapping operations along the East Coast,
took him to North Carolina. There he met
Vemice Lang Jones (his beloved Bunch) and
they were married on 27 June 1942. His map-
ping assignment was continued in Nicaragua;
then following short assignments in the States,
he went overseas to command the 30th Engi-
neer Battalion in Africa and Hawaii in 1944-
1945.

After a short tour in the office of the Chief
Engineer, Far East Command, Tokyo, he re-
turned to the States for a year at California
Institute of Technology where he earned a
Master of Science degree in Civil Engineering.
In 1947 he commenced an enjoyable three-
year tour at West Point as an instructor in
the Department of Military Art and Engineer-
ing. This was followed by a student school
assignment at the Command and General Staff
College at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas.

During the period 1951-1954 Charlie,
Bunch and son and daughter enjoyed three
years in Heidelberg, Germany, where he was
in the Logistics Division of the United States
European Command. Back in the States he
attended the Armed Forces Staff College and
then served in the New York District Engi-
neer's office. After his next assignment of two
years in the Office Chief of Engineers, Char-
lie attended the Industrial College of the
Armed Forces graduating in 1959. He re-
turned to New York for three years as Dis-
trict Engineer and from there was ordered
to Korea as G4, I Corps Group.

As Engineer Commissioner, District of Co-
lumbia, 1963-1966, Charlie played a leading
role in planning both freeway and subway
systems. He was a member of the three-
member Board of Commissioners and was
well-known and respected for his leadership
in directing the District's governmental de-
partments.

In 1957 Charlie was ordered to Vietnam
to serve first as Commander of the 18th
Engineer Brigade and then as Chief Engineer
of the Army in Vietnam and commander of
all engineering troops there. While in the
latter command he was promoted to major
general. For his final assignment Charlie re-
turned to New York City as Division Engi-
neer for the North Atlantic Division. There
he was responsible for the Corps' civil-works
activities and administered the military con-
struction program for the region.

Charlie retired in 1971 to a home that he
and Bunch had built earlier in West Virginia
near Harpers Ferry. However, a serious ill-
ness soon forced them to move to Fairfax,
Virginia, where he died in a nursing home
on 21 August 1976. He was buried with full
military honors in Arlington National Ceme-
tery.

Charlie's decorations included the Distin-
guished Service Medal, the Legion of Merit,
the Bronze Star, the Air Medal, the Army
Commendation Medal and numerous foreign
decorations.

He is survived by his wife Vernice; a son,
Charles M. Jr.; a daughter, Allyson Duke
Newman; a brother William, and a grandson.

WALTER WALTON DILLON

ON 18 AUGUST 1975 the sound of taps along
the Hudson signaled the final return of an
honored son of West Point. Walt Dillon's time
with us came to a sudden end but his life
will always stand as a guiding light to those
who knew and loved him. He earned the re-
spect and admiration of those around him
for his sincerity, integrity and morality.
Whether in professional, social or family sit-
uations, Walt was a tower of quiet strength.
The legacy of the personal code that he leaves
us can be expressed by this portion of the
Cadet Prayer: "Strengthen and increase our
admiration for honest dealing and clean
thinking, and suffer not our hatred of hypoc-
risy and pretence ever to diminish. Encourage
us in our endeavor to live above the common
level of life. Make us to choose the harder
right instead of the easier wrong, and never
to be content with a half truth when the
whole can be won."

Born 31 January 1918 in Volo, Illinois, he
enjoyed farm life to the extent that he en-
listed in the Army Air Corps immediately
upon graduation from high school. After hav-
ing served three years in the Air Corps, Walt
earned entrance to West Point by way of
congressional appointment with his ultimate
goal the silver wings of an Air Corps pilot.

During his days at the Point Walt found
another love besides the Corps. A trip to
the 1939 World's Fair saw the beginnings of
a lifelong and beautiful relationship with
Muriel Coords who would one day become
his wife. Within four hours after graduation
on 29 May 1942, Muriel and Walt were mar-
ried and on their way toward meeting life's
obstacles and challenges. Their marriage was
often regarded as one of those "made in
heaven" and envied by many for its obvious
happiness.

With graduation from the Point, Walt's
dream of flying became a reality. After com-
pleting flight school at Kelly Air Force Base,
Texas, he went on to B-24 phase training fol-
lowed by a one-year tour as an instructor at
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Clovis, New Mexico. After 30 missions with
the Eighth Air Force in England during
World War II, his subsequent assignments in-
cluded: the Pentagon; University of Pennsyl-
vania Graduate School (Personnel Manage-
ment); Air Adjutant General, Weisbaden,
Germany; Commander, First Photo Squadron,
Alexandria, Virginia; the Armed Forces Staff
College; Assistant to the United States Air
Force Representative, United States Delega-
tion to the United Nations; Wing Adjutant
and B-47 Aircraft Commanding Officer, 100th
Bombardment Wing, Pease Air Force Base,
New Hampshire. While serving with the
100th, Walt had extensive surgery and was
medically retired as a lieutenant colonel in
1958. Through his tenacious spirit and Mur-
iel's steadfast devotion and care, he fought
and won the battle of cancer.

During this exemplary military career, Walt
received many decorations including: the
Distinguished Flying Cross, the Air Medal
with four Clusters, the Air Lift Medal, the
German Occupation Ribbon and the Humane
Actions Medal.

From victory over cancer to further devo-
tion was Walt's style. Moving from retire-
ment to working with young people fulfilled
another lifelong ambition. After moving to
Florida, Walt's exceptional talents were
turned towards the world of teaching. His
compassion, patience and tolerance as well
as his knowledge made him an outstanding
educator. For sixteen years Walt taught
mathematics, physics and aeronautics at Win-
ter Park High School in Winter Park, Flor-
ida. During that time, he was honored by be-
ing selected as the 1966 High School Science
Teacher of the Year by the Central Florida
Chapter, American Institute of Aeronautics
and Astronautics. He was further honored by
receiving the 1968 Outstanding Educator
award by the Winter Park Jaycees.

Walt Dillon lived the life of a true gen-
tleman, model soldier, loving family man,
loyal friend and dedicated teacher. He was
one of those very wonderful individuals who
always made people feel accepted no matter
what their faults were. Even under the most
trying of circumstances, a sincere smile would
greet those who came his way. This man
had the rare quality of driving himself hard
while being gentle with others. In so very
many ways he truly gave of himself in his
personal and professional life.

Walt's final return to the Point was surely
met with a salute and a silent "Well Done"
from the Long Gray Line of ages past.

Survivors are his wife Muriel; sons, Doug-
las and Walter Jr.; grandchildren, Freddie,
Greg and Nicole; brother Arthur; sisters,
Dorothy Walker, Eleanor McDonald and Ha-
zel Hutsel.

Henry Mershon Spengler III
NO. 27406 CLASS OF 1968

Killed in action 5 April 1972 in Vietnam,
aged 25 years.

DEAR FATHER, DEAH HEART, dear lost. . . .
Henry Mershon Spengler III died at age

25. He left his wife and two children. He
will not be remembered for how he died, but
for how he lived. And he did live!

What do you say about a twenty-five year
old man who dies? That he loved life, his

family, his work? I think you say only that
the man is gone leaving his loves behind, each
the richer for his having possessed them.

History will show that there was a breed
of young men in the last decade, confident,
self-possessed, skilled, and determined; who
went to the other side of the world to meet
the demands of their profession. They were
soldiers. They were more than that. They
were "new centurions," men with the spirit
of old soldiers fighting a new kind of war.
They were set apart from those they led by
their training and dedication to their work as
a profession; and separated from their own
leaders by youth, newness in the profession,
and closeness to the men that would, on
occasion die for them. They suffered. They
separated themselves from their new wives
and young children. They put thir lives in
peril. If they lived, they were hardened, free
of any naivete about the glory of battle; and
occasionally, they were weakened inside. This
is the truth. On the other side of the world
from their homes, they changed from boys
eager to please into men who, because they
hated war, soldiered well.

Henry Spengler was one of these new cen-
turions. He died near An Loc, Vietnam, on 5
April 1972, when the Cobra helicopter gun-
ship he was piloting was shot down by hostile
fire. How he came to be there and what
kind of man he was are things worth remem-
bering.

As we grew up together first at West
Point and then as new Army officers, one
could note on occasion a certain confusion
of goals: grades instead of education, money
instead of happiness, security instead of chal-
lenge. Some of us seemed to want to follow
the path of least resistance. Henry was some-
how different. Thinking about this difference
brings to mind those familiar words from
MacArthur's address to the Corps: " . . . a
quality of imagination, a vigor of the emo-
tions, a freshness of the deep springs of life,
a temperamental predominance of courage
over timidity, an appetite for adventure over
love of ease." At West Point, Henry kept his
sense of values and helped us maintain con-
tact with reality and an appreciation for what
was really important. As wo battled the OC,
WGR's, EDP's (saying the acronyms makes
it all seem somehow closer), Hank would
worry about "getting something out of this,"
and not just his grade. It may have been a
comfortableness with the system because of

his family background in the service that
enabled him to see a purpose in it all when
the rest of us would bog down in the trivia
of the moment. We can sec him now clown-
ing in some home movies taken in Old North
barracks. I remember seeing him one after-
noon outside the entrance to the track in the
gym having just completed the obstacle
course. He always wore a knee brace for ath-
letics. Sweat was pouring off him. His sides
were heaving. He was gasping for air. He al-
ways said that the Office of Physical Edu-
cation spent the night before the course was
run beating old feather pillows in the gym
"to improve the quality of the challenge."
He had given the course all he could. With
characteristic good humor and ability to see
the important, he looked at me and said,
"This too will pass." The pain did go away.
He had a firm grasp of the fact that only
the value of having met the challenge well
would remain.

I saw him in similar circumstances a couple
of years later. He was not seeking security
in Ranger School. Those that have been
there know that course is a challenge for any
man. Henry's feet were swollen and bleeding.
His Ranger buddy's feet were in similar con-
dition. Yet they carried (often literally) each
other. I could almost feel his pain just by
glancing at the grimace on his face and the
tender way he walked. He kept going. Per-
haps the pain he experienced rowing crew on
the Potomac River in high school had pre-
pared him for these times when he was
able to disregard his own pain. Or perhaps
he was here preparing to bear some future
burden.

After Ranger School he went to the Engi-
neer Officer's basic course at Fort Belvoir.
He was home. His wife Bette was too. Hav-
ing both come from military families (both
their fathers were generals) they were accus-
tomed to the Washington area. Having spent
more time with his Ranger buddy than his
new bride in the first months of his young
marriage, the months at Belvoir were remem-
bered for their opportunity to live as a family
for the first time and work in the company
of close friends. We would visit one another's
apartments and talk endlessly about the fu-
ture and all it offered. New in our profession,
already we had "war stories" about our Ran-
ger experiences.

We went to Jump School. Henry's grin
always seemed more impish with his head
closely shaved. He was excited about his first
jumps on the drop zones along the shores of
the Chattahoochee River, but confided that
he would not want to make his living jump-
ing from planes unless he had to. He men-
tioned that it might be interesting to fly
them someday. On the last parachute jump
of training, Bette met him on the drop zone
and pinned Airborne wings on the grinning
young man with the bad knee.

Germany, their next assignment, offered
Henry long, cold, difficult hours away from
his wife. Bette found herself decorating a
converted barracks while Henry commanded
a company as a lieutenant in a European
Army hard hit by the demands of an Asian
war. While in Germany, Henry and Bette
participated in the dedication of an airfield
named in honor of Hank's father, a brigadier
general killed in a helicopter in 1961 when
Henry was fifteen. Henry never would talk
very openly about his father. We knew from
Jim Locher, his classmate in high school and
at West Point, that Henry and his father
had been close. . . and we could see that
loss had an effect on Hen. When home, he
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would visit his father's gravesite at Arling-
ton by himself. Perhaps it was this tragic
accident that in part accounted for Henry's
singularly devotion to duty.

Destined to join in Vietnam the unit that
had provided his summer military training
at West Point, the 101st Airborne Division
(Airmobile), Henry returned to the states
and flight training for which he had volun-
teered. He capped off the regular course of
instruction in helicopters with a much-sought-
after Cobra gunship transition course. Flight
school involved moving between three posts
in the southern United States: Fort Walters
in Mineral Wells, Texas; to Fort Rucker in
Enterprize, Alabama; to Hunter-Stewart Army
Airfield in Savannah, Georgia. In Enterprize,
Henry and Bette lived in a mobile home, a
dwelling familiar to many Army families dur-
ing times of upheaval. Bette made their place
a haven for friends and relatives. One day,
Shawn, their year old son, fell out of trie
door of the mobile home. After they assured
themselves that he was uninjured, Shawn
was called "Airborne" because of his brief
free-fall. Shawn loved it. Henry would fry
fish he had "captured" fishing week-ends in
the Gulf. He enjoyed entertaining. In his
conversation he was amiably disciplined. He
enjoyed an evening of far-ranging conversa-
tion with a few friends there in the heat of
the torrid Alabama summer. He enjoyed as
best he could everything that he did. "My
mind to me a kingdom is," he'd say with
Milton. "Nothing is so bad that thinking
can't make it better. Remember when Law-
rence (of Arabia) touched the burning match
and extinguished it slowly, smiling . . . his
fingertips burning but his pretending not to
notice? Mind over matter." He was con-
cerned about happiness. "As far as I know,
you go around only once," he would say.
"The secret of living well must surely be to

enjoy things while you're doing them and
not defer enjoyment for some dimly-perceived
future." He'd look at me waiting for disagree-
ment. He sipped "Black Russians" and al-
ways "add a shot of cream" that made the
drink look like chocolate milk with melted
ice cubes floating in it. I was continually
concerned about the importance of enjoying
one's work and career. Henry believed that
too, but he was the one who taught me that
there was more to life than work. There were
family and friends to enjoy. There were chil-
dren to raise. Henry had a style, a certain
grace. When we were in our third year at
West Point, he invited me to Alexandria for
a "long weekend." He took me to buy a suit.
"How you look is important. It adds to your
confidence and you can live better with con-
fidence than you can with doubt." His own
confidence influenced others spontaneously.
It was not didactic. It was contagious and
you found yourself emulating Hank because
his attitude, outlook, behavior, and perform-
ance of duty became him so well.

Henry was "professional." That over-used.
West Point-engendered word fit him so
well. He was born to be a professional soldier.
His style, his background, his family, all
fit that role with such certain grace that one
could see easily that he would go far in his
profession and be a great influence on others
as he went. "EASY!" he would say and call
you by name. And you would. You would
take it "easy" like Hank and do your work
better with his example in mind.

At twenty-five few men realize their own
mortality. Even Army officers. Henry had
come home to Washington, D.C. from Viet-
nam in March for a two week leave. We all
gathered for a party. Henry spoke of his inter-
est in aviation and its influence on the war in
which he was involved. The 101st had been
returned to the United States and he had

been transferred to the First Cavalry Divi-
sion to complete his tour. Everyone thought
the war was winding down and we had a
great time that night. Hank joked and seemed
to enjoy himself. He found himself on the
periphery of an argument on the nature of
the Uniform Code of Military Justice. When
he returned to Vietnam in mid-March, he
had a month remaining on his tour.

Henry was an influence. He was a soldier,
husband, father. Perhaps as much as any-
thing he was a great friend. His loss is ir-
reparable. It is only with great difficulty that
we can accept a world of which he is no
longer a part. It is difficult to smile missing
him, thinking how he died. I cannot help
thinking about him in life though, peeking
around the corner of the sallyport at West
Point where our grades were posted "sneak-
ing up on my juice grade;" or dangling from
a swinging rope haplessly suspended over
muddy water on a cold Georgia morning at
the obstacle course in Ranger School; or
laughing as we jogged in Jump School; or
thinking up an alibi for the practice Prisoner
of War camp at flight school should he be
captured during a mock escape; or the
dreamy, easy way he talked about "the fu-
ture." You know, we all really did love
him.

I remember how excited he became one
time when I showed him a few lines copied
from some book that read in part, "That man
is a success who has lived well, laughed of-
ten, and loved much; who has gained the
respect of intelligent men and the love of
children . . . who looked for the best in others
and gave the best he had." Henry was a suc-
cess.

For the remembrance of it, Henry Spengler
is survived by his son Shawn, his daughter
Melissa, and his loving wife Bette.
