EXTRACT FROM AN ACT OF CONGRESS, APPROVED AUGUST 8TH, 1846.

SEC. 2. Andbe ~tfurther enacted,thatthePresidentbeallthorizedto appoint
a Boardof Visitors to attendtheannualexaminationof the Military Academy,
whoseduty it shall be to report to theSecretaryof War, for the information
of Congress,at the commencementof the next succeedingsession,tile actual
stateof the discipline, instruction, police, administration, fiscal affairs, and
other concernsof the institntion.—Prov~ded,That tile whole number of
visitors eachyear, shall not exceedthe half of the numberof the Statesin
the Union; and that they shall be selected,alternately from every second
State,eachmemberbeinga bonefide residentcitizen of the Statefromwhich
be shall be appointed;that not less than six membersshall be taken from
amongoflicersactually servingin themilitia; andthata secondmembershall
not be taken from any Congressionaldistrict,until everyotherdisirict in the
State shall have supplieda member.—Providedfurtfcer,Thatno compensation
shall be made to said members,beyondthe payment of their expensesfor
boardand lodging while at the Military Academy,and an allowance not to
exceedeight cents permile, for travelling by theshortestmail routefromtheir
respectivehomesto the Academy,and backto theirhomes.

APPOINTMENT AND ADMISSION OP CADETS.

As frequentinquiriesare madein regardto the mode of procuringadmission
into the Military Academy,’all personsinterestedin the subjectarehereby in-
formed that applicationsshouldbe madeby letter to the Secretaryof War. By
provisionof law, the Congressionaland Territorial Districts, and the District of
Columbia, areeachentitled to have one Cadet at the Military Academy,and no
more. TheDistrict appointmentsaremade on the nominationof the memberof
CongressrepresentingtheDistrict at thedateof the appointment;thelaw requires
thattheindividualselectedshallbeanactualresidentof theCongressionalDistrict
of the State,or Territory, orDistrict of Columbia, from which the appointment
purportsto bemade.

Appointments“AT LARCE,” not to exceedten, selectedby the President,are
annuallymade. Applicationscanbe madeat any time, by thecandidatehimself,
his parents,guardian,or any of his friends,and thenamepresentedwill beplaced
on theregisterin theoffice of the ChiefEngineer. No preferencewill be givcnto
applicationson accountof priority; nor will any applicationbe enteredin the
registerwhenthe candidateisunder,or abovetheprescribedage; thePRECISE AGE
mustbegiven; NO RELAXATION OF TIlE REGULATION IN TIltS RESPECT WILL BE

MADE; norwill any applicationhe consideredin caseswhere the ageand other
‘qualificationsof the candidatesarenot stated. Thefixed abodeof the candidate
and NUMBER of the CongressionalDistrict which heconsidershispermanentresi-
dence,mustbe setforth in theapplication.

Cadetsareexpectedto bring with them to the Academythe articles named
below.*

Thepay of a cadetis $41.66permonth, to commencewith his admissioninto
the Military Academy,and is consideredsufficient, with propereconomy,for his
support.

The appointmentswill be madeannually,in the monthsof Februaryor March,
on the applicationsmade within the precedingyear. Theclaimsof all the candi-
dateson the registerwill be consideredand actedupon. No curtain information
canbe given as to the probablesuccessof a candidatebefore thearrival of the
periodfor making the selections. Persons,therefore,making applications,must
notexpectto receiveinformationon this point.

Asa general.rule,no personwill beappointedwho hashada brothereducatedat
theInstitution.

To preventthe disappointment,mortification, and uselessexpensethat might
attend the acceptanceof a Cadet appointmentby a personnot possessingthe

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necessaryqualifications for admission,and for the instructionand aidof others,
thefollowing informationiscommunicated:

QUALIFICATIONS.

Candidatesmustbe over sixteenand undertwenty-oneyearsof ageat the time
of entranceinto the Military Academy;mustbe at leastfive feet in height, and
free from any deformity, disease,or infirmity, which will renderthem unfit for
military service,and from any disorderof an infectious or immoral character.
Theymustbeableto read and write well, and performwith facility andaccuracy
the variousoperations of the four ground rules of Arithmetic, of reduction, of
simpleand compoundproportion.,and of vulgaranddecimalfractions. TheArith-
metic is to bestudiedunderstandingly,andnotmerelycommittedto memory.

It mustheunderstoodthat a full compliancewith the aboveconditionswill be
insistedon; that is to say: the candidatemust write in a fair and legible hand,
and without any material mistakes in spelling,suchsentencesas shall bedictated
by the examiners;and hemustanswerpromptlyandwithout errorsall their ques-
tionsin the above-mentionedrulesof Arithmetic; failing in any of theseparticu-
lars, hewill berejected.

It mustbe also understoodthat everycandidatewill, soon afterhis arrivalat
WestPoint, besubjectedto a rigid examinationby anexperiencedMedicalBoard,
and shouldtherebefound to exist in himany of the following causesof disquali-
fication, to sucha degreeaswill immediately,or in all probabilitymay,at no very
distantperiod,impair his efficiency, hewill berejected:

1.—Feebleconstitution and musculartenuity; unsoundhealth from whatever
cause;indications of thrmerdisease;glandularswellings,or other symptomsof
scrofula.

2.—Chroniccutaneousaffections, especiallyof the scalp, or any dlsorderof an
infectiouscharacter.

3.—Severeinjuries of thebonesof thehead; convulsions.
4.—Impaired vision from whatever cause; inflammatory affection of the eye-lids;

immobility orirregularityofthe iris; fistulalachrymalis,&c., &c.
5.—Deafness;copiousdischargefromthe ears.

6.—Lossof manyteeth,orthe teethgenerallyunsound,
7.—Impedimentof speech.
8.—Wantofdue capacityof thechest,and anyother indication of a liability to a

pulmonicdisease.
9.—Impairedor inadequateefficiencyof one orboth of the superiorextremities

on accountof fractures,especiallyof the clavicle: contractionof a joint, extenua-
tion, deformity, &c., &c.

10.—Anunusualexcurvature,orincurvatureof thespine.

11.—Hernia.
12.—A varicosestateof the veins of the scrotumand spermaticcord, (when

large,) sarcocele,hydrocele,hemerrhoids,fistulas.
13.—Impairedor inadequateefficiencyof oneor bothof the inferior extremities
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on accountof varicoseveins, fractures,malformation,(fiat feet, &c.,) lameness,
contraction,unequal length,bunions,overlyingor supernumerarytoes, &c., &c.

14.—Ulcers,or unsoundcicatricesofulcerslikely to breakoutafresh.
Duringthemonthsof JulyandAugustthe Cadetsareengagedin military duties

andexercises,living in camp. TheAcademic exercisescommenceon the first of
September. The “Semi-AnnualExamination” takes placein January. At this
time the Cadetsarerigidly examinedin the subjectswhich they havebeenstudy-
ing, and the new Cadets,if found proficient therein,their conducthaving been
correctin all respects,will receive thewarrantof Cadet,and takesucha station
in their classas their respectivemerits, determinedat the examination, may
entitlethemto. If any havebeen unable to masterthe course,theywill bepro-
nounceddeficient by the Academic Board,and they will not be continuedat the
Military Academyexceptupon the recommendationof theAcadennicBoard.

It is importantthatit beclearly understood,in thefirstplace, that this examina-
tion, like all subsequentones,is very thorough—doesnot pertnit any evasion or
slightingof the course,and exactsa verycloseandperseveringattentionto study.
The examining officers have no option. They must reject the deficient. The
nationsendstheseyoungmen tothe Military Academy,supportsand paysthem
‘adequately,and opensto them an honorableprofession,in the expectationthat
their best effortswill be given to qualify themselvesfor the higherdutiesof the
military service. Thosewho will not, or cannot,profit by thesegenerousprovi-
sions,shouldnotoccupytheplacesof thosewho will and can,

In June thereis held the “Annual Examination,” which, in its characterof
searchingscrutiny,is like the Semi-AnnualExaminationin January. Cadetswho
have failed to make the requisite proficiency,and are not likely to succeedin
future,aredeclareddeficient,asin January.

It will thusbe seenthata personmustcarryto theAcademya certaindegreeof
preparation;good naturalparts; anaptitudefor study; industrioushabits;per-
severance;a dispositionto conformto discipline; andcorrectmoral deportment.
If deficientin any of theserespects,it will bebestfor youngmen not to enterthe
Military Academy,asthey will thusavoid theprobabilitiesof disappointmentand
mortification. Nearlyone-thirdof thosewho receiveappointmentsfail, through
deficiencyin the aboveparticulars,to graduate. But it must not be understood
thatthosewho fail to masterthescientific coursetaughtat theMilitary Academy,
necessarilyincur therebydiscreditasregardsmentalability, sinceit isby no means
rarefor intellectsotherwisestrongto beaverseto mathematicalinvestigation,or
studyof language.
